The professional survey of Eastern’s
60 campus buildings for asbestos-
containing materials revealed asbestos
is present in several areas.

The report, compiled by Carnow,
Conibear and Associates, Ltd.,
Chicago, was received by Eastern
officials Monday, Verna Armstrong,
vice president of administration and
finance, said Thursday.

She noted the most seriously af-
fected areas are mechanical rooms,
basement areas, pipe-elbow joints and
insulated pipes.

‘““While the report is of very serious
concern to the university, the amount
of asbestos found will not necessitate
the closing of any buildings except
when repairs are being done,’”’ she
added.

‘“‘We have already initiated steps to
handle immediate, serious potential
hazards,’’ Armstrong continued.

Although Armstong said the exact
dates that removal would begin are not
available because the report has not
been throughly reviewed, she noted the
review should be completed in “‘several
weeks.”’

From her first review of the report,
Armstrong said she believes the
removal needed to eliminate all
potential health hazards may cost
Eastern more than $3 million over a
five-year period.

University Information Director
Daniel Thornburgh said Eastern may
be able to obtain some of the necessary
funds by refinancing revenue bonds.

Armstrong said that during the Oct.
24 Board of Governors meeting,
Eastern received permission to
refinance up to $2.5 million in revenue
bonds during the next four to eight
years ‘‘to pay for the removal or
treatment of asbestos in bond revenue
buildings (residence halls and the

Oak Park to vote on gun ban

OAK PARK—Three doors along a quiet business strip
separate the two sides battling over the one issue almost no
one takes a neutral position on handgun control.

On Tuesday, voters in this village of 65,000 on Chicago’s
western border, one of the nation’s four municipalities with
handgun bans, will be asked whether they want to repeal the
13-month-old ordinance.

And activity is at a feverish pitch at the offices of the Oak
Park Citizen Committee for Handgun Control and its
adversary, the Oak Park Freedom Committee, just three
doors down the avenue.

“My mother is the head of ‘Crime Watch’ in her
neighborhood,’’ said James Zangrilli, Freedom Committee
treasurer,‘‘but instead of neighbor watching out for his
neighbor, this thing (the ban) has people watching to see
who’s got a gun in their closet.”’

Replied Chris Walsh, chairman of the Committee for
Handgun Control: ‘“This is a gutsy community, one that
cares about the generations to come. And they are going to
uphold this small step toward preventing the thousands of
deaths a year that results from the use of handguns.”’

Harvester’s outlook is optimistic

CHICAGO—International Harvester said Thursday it
has restructured its financing and will reduce half of its debt
to the company pension fund, a move greeted with optimism
by stock analysts who follow the company, which has
survived five years of multimillion dollar losses.

Harvester said it will pay more than $500 million to the
vested pension fund, reducing its liability by about half.

Its refinancing also will enable the truck manufacturer to
re-enter the commercial paper market, Harvester said.

““It’s certainly bullish news-in more ways than one,’’ said
Larry Hollis, a stock analyst in Milwaukee with Baird &
Associates. -,

““It shows that the mangement is somewhat optimistic in
terms of the truck market and the company’s ability to
generate cash’’ Hollis said. .
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U.S. makes new arms pack

WASHINGTON(AP)—President Reagan
announced Thursday he was making a new
nuclear weapons limitation proposal to the
Soviet Union and would request the current
round of negotiations in Geneva be extendended
to consider it.

In a nationally televised statement, Regan said
the latest Soviet offer ‘‘unfortunately fell
considerably short’’ in certain areas. But, he
said, there were also positive ‘‘seeds’’ for an
agreement and that he had built on them with the
new U.S. offer.

Significantly, he called both sides’ proposals
““milestones’’ in the quest for reduction of
nuclear weapons. ‘‘I believe progress is indeed
possible if the Soviet leadership is willing to
match our own commitment to a better
relationship,”’ Reagan said.

Just before his announcement, Reagan told
four Soviet journalists in an interview that he
would except some of the figures proposed by

Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev, who called last
month for a reduction of about 50 percent in
missiles and bombers carrying nuclear warheads.

Reagan said the U.S. offer calls for ‘‘deep
cuts’’> in offensive weapons, research on
defensive systems and ‘‘no cheating.”’ But the
president said he would be offered in Geneva on
Friday. '

“It is my hope that our new proposal would
enable both our nations to start moving away
from ever-larger arsenals,’’ the president said.

The Soviet proposal, in a letter to Reagan
from Gorbachev last month, and the U.S.
response are designed to make headway in thi
slow-moving negotiations before the two leaders
meet at the summit in the Swiss city Nov. 19-20.

‘““Arms control is a result,”” Reagan said.
‘“First you’ve got to eliminate the suspicions and
paranola between us.”” He called the U.S.
proposal serious and detailed.

South African far right has gain

JOHANNESBURG, South Africa—White-
supremacist parties on South Africa’s far right
said Thursday their broad gains in five midterm
elections proved- there is a surge in white op-
position to sharing power with blacks.

The governing National Party of President
P.W. Botha, campaigning on a platform of
gradual race reform, won four of the five
Parliament seats at stake in Wednesday’s voting
but lost ground everywhere to the far right.

Two ultraconservative parties slashed the
Nationalists’ past majority in four districts and
took a seat away from Botha’s party in the
Orange Free State for the first time since 1953.

The National Party, in power since 1948, has a
huge margin in Parliament, and parliamentary
control was not an issue.
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Leaders of the far right Conservative Party
and the Reformed National Party said voters
showed anger over governmental failure to quell
14 months of bloody rioting over apartheid as
well as dissatisfaction with the economy and the
government’s approach to race reforms.

Pro-government and liberal newspapers noted
that the five districts were largely blue-collar and
rural and said the far-right had never been in a
more favorable position than in Wednesday’s
vote.

The far-right’s victorious candidate, Louis
Stofberg of the Reformed National Party, had
made an issue of a couple in his town of
Sosolburg who married this year after the
National Party repealed laws barring interracial
sex and marriage.

New grant focuses on home rehabs

~ With local and federal funding totaling $458,000,
the rehabilitation grant announced Wednesday will
mean assistance for some 40 Charleston homeowners
to make improvements.

Charleston was one of 62 local governments who
succeeded in winning the monies for the project after
applying in July.

According to state officials, 90 cities applied for
he federal funding which is distributed by Illinois’
ommunity Development Assistance Program.

“I’m pleased with it,”’ Charleston Mayor Murray
hoate said. ‘‘I hope the people will take advantage
it and the attributes it can bring.”’

- City Administrator Mike Steele said the funds will

‘travel to homes in the North Park area, west of Rt.
30 and north of the abandoned Conrail railroad
nes.

Terry Sharp, Charleston Building and Zoning
Dfficer, said the grant will provide money to lower-
ncome homeowners who are looking to upgrade

single-family houses with city code violations™ and
pther problems.

The grant money can be applied to a myriad of
ome improvements covered by federal guidelines,

Sharp said. Projects covered include repairing
agging or leaking roofs, inadequate insulation,
glectrical problems, poor plumbing, inefficient water

heaters and delapidated plaster to name a few, Sharp
said.

Both Steele and Sharp—both outgoing members of
the administration and listed to administer the
grant—said actual work on Charleston homes should
begin next spring.

Sharp said the projects will be primarily *‘life-
safety things as well as energy conservation’’ im-
provements.

““There’s a possibility some of these (homeowners)
won’t have to pay back a thing,”’ Sharp said, noting
that senior citizens who fall into lower income
brackets often benefit this way. Other support, he
said, only calls for 18 percent of the cost to be repaid
by the owner.

In ‘““leveraging’’ the grant, the city must provide 25
percent of the total project’s cost. Some $72,000 is
expected to come from Farm Housing Authority and
another $46,000 is to be supplied by the city to cover
administrative costs, Sharp said.

At an average of $10,000 per home, Sharp said the
city should be able to assist in improving at least 40
homes, much dependent on the level of FHA sup-
port.

Sharp and Steele, along with an outside consulting
firm, applied for the grant.

Steele said winning the grant ‘‘kind of caught us by
surprise.”’

Gov. Thompson
names Baise as
campaign head

SPRINGFIELD (AP)—Gov. James R. Thompson
on Thursday named state Transportation Secretary
Gregory Baise to run his 1986 re-election campaign.

Baise, 33, is a longtime Thompson aide who served
as the governor’s patronage chief from 1980 to 1984
and ran President Reagan’s re-election campaign in
Illinois last year. He is to take the post Dec. 1.

‘‘He succeeded in doubling the the president’s (re-
election) margin in Illinois. I’d like him to do a little
better than that for me,”” Thompson said, referring
to is razor-thin, §,074-vote victory margin in 1982.

The governor praised Baise’s organizationai
abilities and said he is ‘‘not all hung up on ideology,
as a good campaign manager should be.”’

. Thompson, -a Republican, is seeking an un-
precedented fourth term in office. Attorney General
Neil Hartigan and former Sen. Adlai Stevenson III
are fighting for the Democratic nomination to op-
pose Thompson next year.

Baise, who started with Thompson in 1977 as a
traveling aide, has been transportation secretary
since wrapping up Reagan’s Illinois campaign last
November. Reagan, who had been expected to have
dificulty in Illinois, carried the state by 620,000 votes
over Democrat Walter F. Mondale.

Thompson said Baise ‘‘has gone from bag boy to
one of the most important jobs in the cabinet.”’

To replace Baise at the Transortation Department,
Thompson said he will nominate nominate Harry R.
Hanley, 65, of Springfield.

Hanley, a 40-year veteran of the Transportation
Department, has served as deputy transportation
secretary since July 1977. The appointment to the
$65,000-a-year job requires Senate confirmation.

Madigan said he was prepared to act on Mc-
Cormick Place but wouldn’t back a bill that would
cut the state parimutuel betting tax and allow local
governments to grant property tax breaks for
Arlington and four other Chicago-area tracks.
Arlington’s owners have sought the concessions as an
incentive to rebuild.

Thompson said all of the legislative leaders but
Madigan were agreed on the Arlington Park and
McCormick Place issues, and that Republicans in the
House and Senate were prepared to approve the
cigarette tax boost.

Rock stopped short of a flat endorsement of the
cigarette tax increase, but said he would be willing to
consider the measure if it were first approved by the
House.

Thompson said that Illinois faces serious financial
problems without enactment of the cigarette tax,
which had been expected to raise $73 million this year
and more than $100 million in subsequent years.

An 8-cent cigarette tax boost was approved last
summer as part of school reform legislation, but it
was contingent on a scheduled cut in the 16-cent
federal cigarette tax and fell though when Congress
approved a delay in the federal cut.

Violent crime up—report

There is some good news and some
bad news about Eastern’s campus
crime.

The good news is that the property
crime rate has dropped 11 percent since
1982. The bad news is that violent
crime during the past three years has
increased 60 percent.

Along with the 1982 increase in
student enrollment (by about 500
students) is the increase in the reports
of murder, forcible rape, robbery and
aggravated assault.

According to Crime in the United
States report, in 1982 there were only
two reports of violent crime on
Eastern’s campus. The 1983 figures
showed five violent acts had occured.
The 1984 figures showed even a greater
total than the two previous years
combined—eight.

Although the 1985 crime statistics
are not available yet, Campus Police
Chief Tom Larson said he predicts an
increase in property crime—including
burglary, theft, motor vehicle theft and

arson—when compared to last year’s
totals.

‘‘Already this semester we have had
two motorcycles and a car stolen. That
is a lot compared to last year at this
time,”’ Larson said.

Larson, who became the campus
police chief in 1983, said he cannot
attribute the rise in crime to any
particular source.

“I wasn’t here in 1982, so I really
can’t say what has caused the increase
in violent crime,’’ Larson said.

The increase in violent crime at
Eastern appears to reflect the patterns
of crime at some other state univer-
sities.

A report of campus crime printed in
Crime in the United States showed the
University of Illinois, Champaign, as
having a 71-percent increase in violent
crime over the last two years. They also
dropped 45 percent during the same
time period.

Illinois State University was reported
to have a 42-percent drop in violent
crime, but slight increase in property
crimes, the eport stated.

Students oppose parking ban, want new parking lots

- Several Eastern students contacted Thursday favor
" the construction of more on-campus parking lots to
. help alleviate parking problems near the university.

Last week the Charleston City Council proposed

' banning parking on Buchanan Avenue and Third

Street. Over the summer, other streets near campus
- were closed to parking as well. And in the middle of
‘the problem, Charleston residents and business
operators have complained about the congestion due
to students parking near their houses and
establishments.

However, some students believe the proposed ban
‘would not solve the city’s and the university’s

parking headaches.

Senior Kristyn Zehr, 1905 12th St., said she is not
"in favor of the proposed bans, because ‘‘people
" should be allowed to park there. I have friends who

live in the country and they park on Buchanan

because they couldn’t get a permit from the
university.’’

Another student, Junior Steve Colombo, 1006
10th St., had a mixed reaction to the ban. ‘‘If I was in
the college student’s place, I wouldn’t support the
ban because students need a place to park their cars.
If students don’t drive, then they will have to walk.

‘““However, if I was a resident I would support the
ban because I wouldn’t want college kids to park
their cars in front of my house,’’ Colombo said.

Senior Ellen Nebgen, 24 W. Buchanan, said she
‘‘is not really in favor of the ban. I lived off-campus
in the past and needed parking. Since students need
the parking, I think that they have the right to park
therer=

Junior Steve Golding, 1410 9th St., sided with the
students too. ‘‘Students have to park somewhere. If
there is a parking ban, where are we going to park?’’

- Another student, Sophomore Michelle Adams, 406
Buchanan, recommended the proposed ban because
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‘‘some people, including a girl next door, has had her
car damaged. Also, I don’t want to park my car three
blocks down the street. I’m entitled to my space.’’

A number of solutions were proposed by the
students to help solve the parking problem around
campus. Many of the students recommended
building more lots or increasing the number of
permits issued to students. e

““Last year,. I had a parking permit; This year,
parking has become a definite problem because there
are t0o many cars and not enough-spaces. It’s total
chaos. The university should create more lots if they
have the spaee, or else limit the number of cars
students can have,’’ said Senior Lee Clark, 2222 S.
9th St.

Golding said he does not know what the university
can do ‘‘except make more spaces or lots for the
students. Some of the lots are too far away as-it is
now.”’

Eastern’s debate team has taken of f to a great start
this season with wins over some of the nation’s top-
seeded debate teams.

Debate team coach Mike Bryant said this year’s
team has a premier debater, Jon Frenza, who with his
partner, senior Jim Lucas, have overpowered top-
ranked teams from Kentucky State University,
Northwestern, Baylor University and Samford
College.

Bryant said Eastern’s debate teams ‘‘have had a
tradition of success, but this year the big goal is to
aim for the national championship.”’

Bryant said he anticipates Frenza and Lucas will be
among the top five teams in the nation. He also has a
goal to get the second team, Dan Hintz and Missy
Deem, into the top 16 teams in the nation.

In addition, Bryant said he is particularly proud of
the freshman team made up of Jay Zucevich, Chris
Mounts, Jim Conley and Allan Hailey, who finished
second in the Illinois State Tournament. The
freshman teams have tallied nine wins over varsity
teams from other schools.

Bryant said he believes Eastern debaters tend to be
a lot more -successful than regional schools.
““Although we can’t compete academically with the
larger schools, now they realize Eastern isn’t just a
school stuck in the middle of some corn fields.”’

‘Some transfer upperclass students have the same
problems as those who just come out of high school.

More than half of Eastern’s 3,000 transfer students
enter as juniors and 80 percent transfer from
community colleges, Janet Holley, transfer student
coordinator, said.

Despite their previous college experience, transfer
students share many problems with those who are
just out of high school.

‘““Transfers go through many of the same problems
that freshmen have,”’ including ‘‘loneliness’’ and

‘‘over-partying,”’ Counseling Center Director Bud
Saunders said.

“We expect freshmen to have these problems, but
juniors aren’t supposed to be having them. They go
through these problems out of sequence and it makes
them feel a little different.”’

However, Saunders estimated that 15-20 percent of
the students he counsels are transfers, which is a
smaller proportion than would be expected with
about 30 percent of the school’s approximately
10,000 students on campus being transfer students.

For many transfer students, being on their own is a
new experience. Many community college students
transfer from commuter colleges because they live at
home and drive to school.

‘‘Some transfer students go a little crazy,’’ Holley
said. ‘A lot of them (transfers) are away from home
for the first time, just like freshmen,’’ and spend too
much time partying and not enough time studying, he
said.

Because of these problems, Holley recommends
that transfer students live in a residence hall during
their first year at Eastern. ‘‘The kids seem to fit in
more quickly,’’ than-if they lived off-campus, Holley
said.

Eastern’s Housing Office will pair transfer
students as roommates, which. Holley said can be
helpful. Sometimes when a 21-year-old transfer
student is assigned to a hall floor where many 17 and

“I’m glad I didn’t get stuck with someone I didn’t
know and might not get along with,”’ said Tina Sims,
a 20-year-old transfer from Lakeland Community
College in Mattoon. She shares her Pemberton Hall
room with Shannon Duzan, whom she knew from
Lakeland. Both are psychology majors.

Transfer students may have problems fitting into
friendship circles and interpersonal relationships that
most native students have formed by their junior
year, Saunders said. This may be why some transfers
might find fitting into clubs and activities difficult,
he added.

However, Student Activities Director Anita Craig
said transfer students should not have any difficulty
fitting into any activity they are interested in. -

““There is a common bond between students who
participate in any activity, and any friendships that
are formed are based on that bond.”

point-average of 2.70, compared to a 2.71 GPA for
native students, Holley said. Yet, during a transfer’s
first semester at Eastern, their GPA, on the average,
will drop by a full point, or one letter grade, com-
pared to native students.

‘‘Eastern seems more time consuming,’’ said Dave
McMillan, who transferred from Lakeland, said he
now spends more time in the library reading and
doingresearch at Eastern.

“It’s a lot harder (here),”” Sims said. ‘‘It seems
that all my teachers get together and plan all my tests
for the same week.

“It’s a lot harder to study (in a residence hall),”’
Sims said. ‘‘The noise is difficult to get used to. If
you wanted to study at home, you could always close
the door. Here, the walls are too thin.”’

Although they may have additional problems
native students don’t have, the rate of retention is
higher for transfer students, Holley said.

‘I think they (transfers) are more persistant,’’ said
Holley, because of the time and effort they have
invested, which makes them less likely to leave
school.

Some students do not fit into the stereotyped
image of young, party-going ‘‘kids’’ right out of high
school. Transfer students are older and often have
several years of college under their belts. They are

-also more likely to be married and have experience in

the workplace, he said.

Andy DeYoung, 29, is used to being older than his
classmates. ‘‘It was the same situation at Kankakee
Community College. Most of the students were right
out of high school,”” he said.

When DeYoung, a junior high school education
major, wants some fun, he takes his wife Cherie and
their two-year-old daughter Lindsey to the park or to
the movies, he said.

Although Armstrong said none of
the various amounts of asbestos
present in the five areas presented
immediate health hazards, but they are

Halls offer students less noise

Three floors in two of Eastern’s
residence halls are considerably quieter
this fall than others since they have
been designated quiet lifestyle floors.

One women’s floor, Taylor fifth
south, and two men’s floors, Thomas
first north and Taylor fifth north, are
the new quiet floors’ sites. : :

In the November 1984 housing
survey, some students complained of
unenforced .quiet hours creating an
atmosphere not conducive to studying,
Housing Director Lou Hencken said
last spring. '

In an attempt to accommodate these
students’ needs, a survey asking
students if they would be interested in
living on a ‘‘quiet’’ floor was con-
ducted through food services.

The survey also asked if the students
would be willing to change halls to be
on a quiet floor.

In additien to those criteria, the
decision of where the floors should be
located was based on ‘‘where most
people would move off”’ from the
previous year, said Patrick Bradley,
assistant housing director.

Only one women’s quiet floor was
created because female interest was not
as high as males’, Bradley said.

The floors themselves are not much
different from other floors, except in
the enforcement of quiet hours.

Bradley said each student signs an
agreement stating that if he is the cause
of more than one noise incident, he
may be removed from the floor.

Quiet hours on these floors are all
day except 4-7 p.m. Sunday through
Thursday, and 4-10 p.m. Friday and
Saturday.

All conversations are supposed to be
conducted behind closed doors and, to
prevent echoes, carpet paneling was
placed on the hallway walls.

Thomas Hall Counselor Steve Long
called the quiet floors ‘‘one of the best
things we’ve done in years’’ and added
that it’s a ‘‘nice option’’ for the

students to have. :
He also said there have been no

problems with the floor yet. He at-
tributed the success to the written

agreements students sign.

Taylor Hall Counselor Beth

Tankersley said the floors ‘‘definitely -

are’’ serving their intended purpose.

There are ‘‘isolated noise incidents’’
on every floor, Tankersley said, but
counselors have not experienced any
problems because the students on these
floors ‘‘wanted to be there.”’

Although some students believe
being 4 Resident Assistant on a quiet
floor would be more difficult than on a
regular floor, most find students said
they find them very cooperative.

It’s ‘““probably a lot easier, I guess,”’
said Taylor quiet lifestyle RA Julie
Ann Leasure. Because of the contract,
the students know that ‘‘that’s what
the floor’s for.”’

Rob Valencic, Thomas hall’s quiet
lifestyles RA, said it’s ‘“‘much easier’’
to enforce rules on quiet floors. The
RA does not f‘have to beat it into
anybody.”’

.Most of the students on the qulet
lifestyle floors have not experienced
problems and say they plan to live on
thé floor again.

Brenda Barnett, a sophomore from
Taylor hall, said, ‘I think it’s ex-
cellent’’ because it was “‘really quiet at
home.’’ She added that she plans to
return to the floor next year.

Eastern obtained the idea for quiet
floors from other schools like Illinois

" State University, Normal, and Nor-

thern Illinois University, DeKalb,
which offer floors such as 21-and over,
wellness floors for students who are
into good health and physical fitness,
computer management major floors
and foreign language floors.

Instead of placing only one type of
students  together, Bradley said,
Eastern has tried to keep a mixture of
students on floors believing ‘‘one can
gain and benefit from a dlfference in
academic backgrounds.”’

[ Don’t ask if Eastern’s football team
is expected to beat Division II Nor-
thern Michigan this Saturday—no
crystal ball is accurate enough to
predict the Panthers’ next move.

Behind a balanced and versatile
offense, the Wildcats are averaging 344
yards a game.

Thursday’s Halloween match against Loyola in
Lantz Gym certainly wasnt a treat for Eastern’s
volleyball team.

Loyola blasted the Panthers 15- 9, 15-9, 8-15 and
15-10 to drop the Panthers to the .500 mark for the
first time this season.

The loss dropped Eastern’s overall record to 14-14
after the Panthers had raced off to an 11-2 start to
open the year. Loyola moved to 9-16.

‘“We’ve not getting any leadership at all out on
court,”” [Eastern coach Betty Ralston said. I
challenged the seniors before the match.

I basically told them that if they don’t get the
team pepped up, they’re the only ones who are going
to lose. We’ve totally self-destructed this month.”’

Eastern has now lost four straight matches, in-
cluding six of its last seven contests.

Loyola bgeezed to victory in games one and two
and never looked back, despite dropping the third
contest. 2

Senior outside hitter Beth Rancic spearheaded the

Rambler attack with 18 kills and a .279 hitting
percentage.

Outside hitter Lisa Vasil added 10 kills and a .310
percentage, while sophomore Anne Kelly chipped in
12 killsand hit .304 on the night.

Middle blocker Jennifer York collected nine kills
while hitting a sizzling .533 for the match.

Loyola hit .255 on the night, compared to a lowly
.176 for the Panthers.

‘“Maybe the fact that we didn’t get home until
after one in the morning last night (from Eastern’s
match at Southern Illinois) had some effect tonight,”’
Ralston said. ‘“But I really think that we could still
have been ready.’’

Senior co-captain Misty Buckhold led the Pan-
thers’ offense with 11 kills and a .308 hitting per-
centage.

Junior outside hittér Maura LeFevour added nine "
kills and a .471 hitting percentage.

Sophomore setter Jeanne Pacione collected seven
kills and a .286 hitting percentage.

Ralston said that this has easily been her most

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‘Fire and Ice’ starts Performing Arts Series

Arthur Peterson, best known as the
“Major” in the television series
“Soap,” is performing Robert Frost's
“Fire and Ice” at 8 p.m. Friday in the
Union Grand Ballroom.

“Fire and Ice” is the first of four pro-
grams in the Performing Arts Series,
sponsored by the University Board.

Peterson stressed that the perfor-
mance is more than a poetry reading.

“It is not a recitation,” Peterson
said. ‘It is to reveal the wisdom of
Robert Frost in a biographical vein. It

is an exploration of the creative pro-

cess of a great writer.”

Peterson’s small-town background
(his hometown is Mandan, N. D.,
pop. 5000) created a natural affinity
in him for Frost, and prepared him for
portraying the poet, who often deals
with country themes.

“When I first studied Frost my reac-
tion was ‘This can't be poetry,
because | can understand it,”" Peter-
son said. “It was just like | was trailing
after him in his poems.”

Peterson has done performances
similiar to “Fire and Ice” in the past.

“Two years ago | did one called,
‘The Monster, the Bride and
Stephen,” on the life of Stephen
Crane.

“Last year | did one called, ‘The Lit-
tle Lady and the Giants From lllinois.’
It was about Harriet Monroe, who
started ‘Poetry Magazine'in 1912.

“She was responsible for the first
publishing of Robert Frost, Carl Sand-
burg, T.S. Eliot, Vachal Lindsay (and)
Sherwood Anderson,” Peterson said.

All these poets (“giants,” Peterson
said) working in one time period was
a boon to literature.

“From 1912 to 1925 it was a
