Senate to
approve
smoking
measure

The Student Senate is
scheduled to approve a res-
olution tonight to Eastern
President David Jorns rec-
ommending that the cam-
pus become smoke free.

The senate will meet at
7 p.m. in the Arcola-Tus-
cola Room of the Martin
Luther King Jr. University
Union.

Senate member Rick
Tucker, who authored the
resolution, said Tuesday
he was not sure how the
resolution will read.

“My personal opinions
aside, it should say the
Student Senate supports a
smoke-free campus with
the exception of university
housing,” he said. “That’s
what a politically correct
one should say, but if I
change a few things, don't
be surprised.

“I would like to see one
place — namely the (Martin
Luther King Jr. University
Union) vending lounge — to
still allow smoking. | don't
know how I'll write it (the
resolution) exactly.”

The students voted 359-
300 in favor of a smoke-
free campus in the Student
Government special elec-
tion last week. Prior to the
election, the senate prom-
ised to make a recommen-
dation to Jorns based on
the election results.

The Staff and Faculty
senates recommended to
Jorns three weeks ago the
campus become smoke free
after a campus-wide sur-
vey indicated that a major-
ity of faculty and students
are in favor of the plan.

Once the senate ap-
proves the resolution, it
will be passed on to Stu-
dent Body President Blake
Wood for final approval
before being sent to Jorns.

Also at tonight's meet-
ing, the senate will hear a
letter from senate member
Bryan Gutraj to Char-
leston Mayor Dan Cougill
inviting him to attend a
senate meeting.

“The letter invites him
to come talk to us outside
of campaign time because
the last time he came was
during his campaign,” he
said.

UB asks for more than
$200,000 from fee board

The Apportionment Board
Tuesday approved additional
allocations to Student Govern-
ment and the Division of
Sports and Recreation

The AB allocated
$15,510.25 in additional allo-
cations for equipment for the
Sports and Recreation Center.
This represents a reduction
from $30,000 in requests that
were tabled at last week’s
board meeting.

Jeff Dvorak, assistant direc-
tor for the Division of Sports
and Recreation, said that the
allocation request came for
“all new equipment that offers
more alternatives to students.”

The AB also heard budget
proposals from the University
Board.

Keith Lipke, UB chairman,
said the UB attempted to
make reasonable budget
requests of $218,000 to bring
quality entertainment to stu-
dents and the local communi-
ty.

Lipke said the committee in
charge of an events newsletter
called Panther Pages was the
only new request in the UB’s
budget package.

Panther Pages is “geared
towards informing students

about UB,” although, Lipke
added, it also will contain
information about other orga-
nizations’ events.

“We want students to try to
have a separate publication of
UB,” he said. Lipke, who is the
committee chairman for Pan-
ther Pages, said the newslet-
ter will be published six times
a year. Its committee has a
proposed budget of $10,000.

Jam Bagwanadee, coordina-
tor for the UB’s Performing
Arts Committee, said that
“The Nutcracker,” the commit-
tee’s traditional Christmas
play, will not be performed
this year. Instead it will be
replaced by two smaller plays.

The defeat last week of a
proposed $4.50-per-semester
fee increase will have some
impact on the UB'’s requests,
Lipke said, although he thinks
all budget increases are “very
justified.

“The budgets we figured out
are not extreme,” Lipke said.
“I don’t expect very much to be
cut” but some budgets might
still be reduced.

An additional allocation of
$620 also was approved for
Student Government. That
money will go toward sending
12 Student Senate members
to represent Eastern in
Springfield.

Faculty Senate to look
INto reorganization

The Faculty Senate Tuesday
agreed to invite representa-
tives of the President’s Council
to an upcoming meeting to dis-
cuss reorganization of vice
presidents’ responsibilities.

The reorganization, which
coordinates similar responsi-
bilities under the vice presi-
dents, is supposed to allow
President David Jorns and
Steven Falk, vice president for
institutional advancement,
more time for fund-raising and
building political clout.

Senate members initially
expressed concern that the
reorganization plan was in vio-
lation of Article Three of the
Faculty Senate Constitution,
which mandates that any
administrative changes must
be brought to the senate for
review at least 90 days before
implementation.

Jorns, who was a guest at
the meeting, said the plan will

not be implemented until July
1, which leaves at least the 90
days the senate’s Constitution
requires.

“The plan that you have ... is
the President’s Council articu-
lated plan ... and | have no
plans of implementing it until
July 1,” Jorns said. “We have
not violated Article Three. In
fact, 1 think you have far more
than 90 days to consider it.”

Jorns also addressed con-
cerns that the reorganization
would take away much of
Falk’s current responsibilities
with the reassignment of
many of Falk’s current duties
to other vice presidents.

“The people under Falk are
not all enamored of this plan
because they see it as a threat
to Mr. Falk. It's not. It's an
enhancement of Mr. Falk’s
responsibility,” Jorns said,
adding that fund-raising, in
this new era of the university
under an individual board, will
be crucial to the university’s
future.

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Tuition review
members need
tougher attitude

The Tuition Review Committee needs to start
asking some tough questions and move
beyond cursory issues in its review of the uni-
versity’s financial state.

Student members of the Tuition Review
Committee told the Student Senate Wed-
nesday that — gasp! -
the university is under-
funded. They went on
to detail where Eastern
gets its money and where the school is most
underfunded.

“Theoretically, we don’t have enough
money to run this university,” committee mem-
ber Jason Anselment said. “We’re doing it any-
way, but we’re doing it by cutting things.”

The overall tuition review seemed to be an
attempt to prepare students for future tuition
hikes. Members were seemingly telling senate
members, “We’re underfunded, so be ready to
pay more tuition.”

While tuition hikes are inevitable, the com-
mittee needs to address why there have been
constant increases in tuition without many
noticeable improvements.

Tuition Review Committee members would
be wise to ask critical questions about the bud-
get and start consistently going to student
groups and filling them in on where their
tuition money is going.

Students have continual complaints about
university priorities. Many say the university
isn’t as concerned about the students. Others
say faculty members are neglected.

The Tuition Review Committee needs to look
at the budget and see if there should be a
change in priorities. They should ask why cer-
tain departments get more money than others.
They should suggest possible reallocations to
better serve the students.

If Booth Library isn’t getting enough money,
is there another place that should go without
instead?

Tuition hikes are oftentimes necessary. But
committee members should be asking critical
guestions and not just accept the university’s
budgeting plan on its face.

The Tuition Review Committee still has a lot
of work ahead.

Keep safeguards for death-row inmates

lllinois plans to put three peo-
ple to death before June — two
on one day — in more execu-
tions than the state has carried
out in the past 18 years.

Some attorneys say these
executions are the beginning of
a jump in the number of con-
victs put to death as those first
convicted under the state’s
1977 capital punishment law
run out of appeals.

This expected increase is
bound to raise old questions
about how much death-row convicts should cost the
state. How many appeals should they be permitted?
How much should they be allowed to bill the state for
legal defense?

Thousands of lllinoisans no doubt are puzzled and
angry that death-row inmates can linger for decades in
prison at taxpayer expense. But the death-penalty
appeals process is one of the few safeguards we have to
ensure that innocent persons aren’t executed. Cutting
down on the number of appeals is a frightening prospect.

The single worst danger associated with death-penalty
cases is the likelihood that a person wrongly convicted of
a capital crime will be executed. Even supporters of capi-
tal punishment agree that statistically this is unavoidable,
not to mention chilling.

lllinois plans a double execution — its first in 42 years —
on March 22. James P. Free Jr. and Hernando Williams are
to die for unrelated murders committed in 1978 in Du-
Page and Cook counties, respectively. On May 17, Girv-
ies Davies is scheduled to die for a 1979 murder in
Madison County.

At least seven of the state’s 154 death-row prisoners,
as of Feb. 3, have exhausted their state appeals. Their
cases have moved into the federal court system.

Since the death penalty was reinstated in lllinois in
1977, two prisoners have been executed — Charles Walk-
er in 1990 and John Gacy last year. Their cases were not
typical of the average appeal.

Gacy’s crimes were so heinous that his appeals had lit-
tle chance, experts say. Even so, the process took 14

years. Walker didn’t fight the
death sentence.

For the rest of death row, the
appeals process is a last chance.
I've seen enough mistakes in
non-capital cases that the pros-
pect of reducing appeals to two
or even just one is a recipe for
disaster. If appeals are cut short,
it becomes only a matter of time
before a convict is executed,
only to be cleared of the crime
posthumously.

Courts continue to invalidate
capital convictions at an extraordinarily high rate, typical-
ly between 35 and 45 percent overall. For all its frustra-
tions, the U.S. court system is regarded as the fairest of
any Western democracy’s. Judges wouldn’t be rejecting
S0 many capital convictions if there weren’t serious rea-
son to doubt the guilt of those sentenced to die.

It was this grim uncertainty, in large part, that moved
former Supreme Court Justice Harry Blackmun to reverse
his stance on the death penalty, declaring that he would
no longer “tinker with the machinery of death.”

I've heard several death-penalty supporters say they
consider executing innocent persons merely a fact of life
in a criminal-justice system with capital punishment.
Mistakes are bound to happen, they say. We’ll just have
to accept it as a necessary cost, outweighed by the bene-
fits. Such a cold assessment is utterly indefensible by civi-
lized standards.

Many proponents of capital punishment typically con-
fuse vengeance with justice. Appeals and the time need-
ed to process them are, in the minds of too many legisla-
tors, an unnecessary legal luxury.

Reducing the number of appeals allowed condemned
felons won’t reduce crime, ease pressure on the courts or
save much money. It will serve only to satisfy the get-
tough appetites of prosecutors and lawmakers and
increase the odds that we make the most irrevocable
kind of error.

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Charleston voters to decide
on public library expansion

March 6 is the deadline for
changing address information
and registering to vote in the
April 4 area consolidated elec-
tion.

Charleston-area residents
will be asked to vote on a
proposition concerning the
Charleston Carnegie Public
Library district. Bill Ward, of
1421 Jefferson Ave., is also
running uncontested for the
position of Charleston park
commissioner.

Voters will decide if the
public library district should
be expanded to include all or
part of Coles and Cumberland
counties. The district is cur-
rently located within city lim-
its.

Ruth Straith, circulation
desk manager at Charleston’s
library, said the library would
like to expand its district to
match Charleston’s school dis-
trict, which includes some
rural areas outside of the city

limits.

“Right now, we are just a
city library,” Straith said. “It
is city funded, and we don't
serve (people) outside the city
limits unless they buy a
library card.”

Under the proposition, resi-
dents who live within the
school district but outside city
limits would have to pay a
city property tax, Sheryl
Snider, director of the library,
said.

“The rural people will be
taxed the same as the city
residents are now,” Snyder
said. “This won't raise the
current tax rate, it will just
expand into a district.”

She said rural residents liv-
ing within Charleston’s school
district would pay .0015 per
$100 of their property’s ac-
cessed evaluation.

For instance, if someone
owns a $60,000 home, the
owner would pay an addition-
al $30 in taxes a year, Snyder
said.

Snider said people living

outside city limits can cur-
rently purchase a Charleston
library card for $30 a year. An
$85 card can be purchased at
the library for the use at all
Lincoln Trail libraries.

Snyder said she won't spec-
ulate on the referendum’s
chances of passing because it
hasn’'t been discussed much
among area residents.

“There is nothing to dislike
about a library,” Snyder said.
“But anything with property
tax leaves a bad taste in their
mouths.”

Four other propositions and
area office holders also will be
on the ballot for surrounding
towns in Coles County.

Voter registration services
for Charleston residents are
available at the Coles County
clerk’s office in the courthouse
and at the library, 712 Sixth
St.

In addition to normal
hours, the clerk’s office will
open for special registration
hours from 9 a.m. to noon on
March 4.

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U.N. troops
exit Somalia

MOGADISHU, Somalia
(AP) — Hundreds of U.N.
peacekeepers sailed off
singing from Somalia on
Tuesday, ending a frustrat-
ing tour of duty in a coun-
try so riven by clan warfare
that world powers have
given up trying to help.

American and ltalian
troops filled sandbags and
dug firing positions in the
dunes at Mogadishu’s
dusty, sandy airport Tues-
day, preparing to cover the
retreat of the last 1,500
U.N. peacekeepers.

The prospect that So-
malis will be left to fend for
themselves in a nation no
closer to democracy than
when peacekeepers arrived
26 months ago to help
deliver aid didn’t hearten
the chairman of the U.S.
Joint Chiefs of Staff.

“All of us hoped against
hope the Somalis would get
their house in order,” Gen.
John Shalikashvili told
reporters in Washington.

“They’re on their own.”
The U.S.-led coalition
troops completed the first
half of their mission to
safeguard the withdrawal
of U.N. peacekeepers by
coming ashore without inci-
dent Monday night and
Tuesday morning.

They landed on the
beach just off the seaside
airport and at the nearby
seaport, where they re-
lieved 903 Bangladeshi
U.N. peacekeepers. The
Bangladeshis started for
home about eight hours
later.

“They were all singing
and having a good time
when they left,” said Eddie
Jones of Baltimore, who
has been managing the sea-
port for the United Nations.

The departure of the
Bangladeshis left only
1,500 Pakistani peacekeep-
ers to be extracted by the
U.S.-led multinational
force, but its commander
said that could be the trick-
iest part of the mission.

Marine Lt. Gen. Anthony
C. Zinni noted that his
force had landed on friend-
ly territory held by the U.N.
peacekeepers. But after the
Pakistanis leave, the Amer-
icans and Italians will have
their backs exposed as they
follow.

Zinni and his subordi-
nates expect to see looters,
perhaps by the hundreds,
pour into the airport as the
Pakistanis pull out, with
possible firefights breaking
out as they scramble for the
booty left behind.

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Senate postpones amendment vote

Decision on balanced budget measure will wait until today

WASHINGTON (AP) — In
an atmosphere of excruciating
tension, Senate Republicans
took an overnight delay Tues-
day for a vote on the balanced-
budget amendment to the
Constitution.

Both sides sought the sup-
port of one wavering senator
and a key Republican suggest-
ed the vote would otherwise be
lost.

With Democratic Sen. Kent
Conrad of North Dakota at the
center of negotiations, Senate
Majority Leader Bob Dole
sought the delay until Wed-
nesday morning. He acknowl-
edged the amendment could
fail to win the necessary two-
thirds majority needed to send
it to the states.

“This is a sad spectacle,”
said the principle foe of the
amendment, Democrat Robert
C. Byrd of West Virginia. “This
has every appearance of a
sleazy tawdry effort to win a
victory at the cost of amending
the Constitution.”

But Dole countered, “No-
body’s trying to put the arm on

anybody here.”

The delay came as both
sides struggled to prevail in a
showdown over the centerpiece
of the Republican drive to
shrink government and reduce
chronic federal deficits.

The amendment, already
approved by the House, would
require a balanced budget by
2002, unless three-fifths of
both houses vote otherwise.

Earlier in the day, Republi-
cans coughed up a last-minute
concession barring federal
judges from ordering tax hikes
or spending cuts to balance the
budget, and pocketed two
Democratic votes in return.

Still short of the support
necessary to prevail, they
negotiated feverishly for the

support of Conrad, and per-
haps other Democrats, offering
companion legislation that
would place Social Security off
limits to budget-cutters gradu-
ally over several years.

“It's a cliffhanger,” said Sen.
Orrin Hatch, R-Utah, a lead-
ing supporter.

As the time for a vote came
and went, the 46-year-old
Conrad was at the center of an
intense series of meetings — on
a crowded Senate floor, then in
one party’s cloakroom and the
other — as the two sides sought
the vote that could cause the
amendment to rise or fall.

Senators were in their seats
and staff aides ringed the
chamber in anticipation of a
final vote, when Dole walked

in and abruptly asked to delay
the vote until Wednesday.

The centerpiece of the Re-
publican revolution in Con-
gress, the proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution is
designed to end the run-up in
federal debt that exceeds $4.8
trillion. It calls for a balanced
budget by 2002 and requires a
three-fifths vote of both houses
to run a deficit in future years.
A similar measure cleared the
GOP-controlled House in
January.

Senate passage would mean
the House would have to vote
on the newly modified version
before submitting it to the
states for ratification.

Before Dole’s dramatic
delay, both sides had delivered
final arguments on the mea-
sure, subject of a fierce, month-
long battle on the Senate floor.

“This vote is one of the most
important many of us will
have cast in decades,” Dole
said. “Congress needs the dis-
cipline” of an amendment to
make actual spending cuts, he
said.

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Taylor tries a new

challenge:

NEW YORK (AP) — After
13 years of terrorizing
guarterbacks from Joe
Theismann to Troy Aik-
man, future NFL Hall of
Famer Lawrence Taylor
hoped for an acting career.
On Tuesday, his wish came
true.

Taylor, to the delight of
some former teammates
and the disbelief of many
others, signed with the
World Wrestling Federation
to battle 390-pound Bam
Bam Bigelow in a feature
match at Wrestlemania XI.

Goodbye, LT. Hello,
Lawrence the Giant.

The deal was sealed with
a kiss, planted by Taylor on
Bigelow's big, ugly, bearded,
earringed, tattooed head.
The very odd couple will
meet in the ring on April 2
in Hartford, Conn., with LT
picking up a reported
$500,000 paycheck.

“I think Bam Bam has
problems — mental prob-
lems,” Taylor said at a
Manhattan news confer-
ence. Some in the crowd
hinted that Bam Bam
wasn’'t alone after this
bizarre pit stop on Taylor’s
road to the Hall of Fame.

Not so, said the perennial
All-Pro linebacker, who
retired in January 1994
after 13 often-spectacular
seasons.

“Whether you believe it
or not, these guys are real
athletes,” said Taylor, shar-
ing a podium with “real
athletes” Big Daddy Cool
Diesel, Sid Vicious and
Shawn “Heartbreak Kid”
Michaels.

While professional wrest-
ling and professional foot-
ball share nothing outside a
predilection for Roman
numerals, Taylor was confi-
dent of a victory in this
match.

And he proved
adept at handling the often
pointed queries about his
new career:

= Will this tarnish his
legendary NFL career? “No.
I'm exercising my right to
do what | want to do.”

The match was announc-
ed with typical WWF over-
kill, before a packed Man-
hattan news conference
that was taped for repack-
aging as promotions for the
big showdown.

Taylor seemed to enjoy
the spectacle, which left
him and some current New
York Giants cracking up.
Before taking the stage,
Taylor stood shaking his
head and smiling widely as
wrestler Michaels delivered
a wild, egotistical rant.

Then LT met Bam Bam.

“If Bam Bam Bigelow
was on the football field,
playing in the NFL, you
wouldn’t be hearing about
Lawrence Taylor,” Bigelow
announced with a straight
(for him) face. “I know I
could have done a better job
than LT.”

Packers say see ya
to Sterling Sharpe

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Sterling Sharpe,
one of the NFL's premier receivers, was
released by the Green Bay Packers on
Tuesday, less than a month after spinal
surgery.

The four-time All-Pro was operated on Feb.
3 for a neck ailment that kept him out of
Green Bay's two playoff games and will side-
line him all of 1995.

His physician said over the weekend there
was a 90 percent chance of Sharpe playing in
1996. Sharpe, 29, has spent seven years with
the Packers and is the team’s career leader in
receptions.

Sharpe’s agent, William “Tank” Black,
demanded the Packers either raise their
$200,000 offer for 1995 or release him so he
could sign with a team willing to pay more.

Sharpe’s contract would have been worth
$3.2 million this year, part of a remaining six-
year deal renegotiated after his brief holdout
on the eve of the season opener last fall.

The renegotiated contract included a provi-
sion that Sharpe be paid a $1.2 million

advance on his 1995 pay by mid-March — a fac-
tor that added some urgency to the Packers’
decision.

“We regret that the Packers’ association
with Sterling Sharpe has come to an end,” gen-
eral manager Ron Wolf said. “This difficult
decision comes after gathering the best medi-
cal opinion we could get from the foremost spe-
cialists around the country and after exhaust-
ing every contractual option available to us.”

Releasing Sharpe frees up money for Green
Bay under the NFL salary cap as they look for
another receiver.

Sharpe, combining in recent seasons with
quarterback Brett Favre as the most potent
part of the Green Bay offense, caught 595
passes for 8,134 yards and 66 touchdowns
after joining the Packers as a first-round draft
pick in 1988. He led the team in receptions
every year he played.

He surpassed James Lofton as career leader
in catches last season, and his TD receptions
are second only to Don Hutson’s 99 in team
history.

Bonds Is baseball’s big loser

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. (AP) — San Francisco
Giants outfielder Barry Bonds would lose the
most money of any player if the strike goes into
the season, $42,350 per day according to a
study by The Associated Press.

Bonds, who has a base salary of $7.75
million, lost $1,349,713 during the strike last
year, or $25,956 per day. He is followed this
year by Cecil Fielder of Detroit at $39,344 a
day. Fielder lost $12,022 per day during the
strike in 1994, a total of $625,130.

Frank Thomas of the Chicago White Sox is
third at $39,071, up from $13,661 a day last
year. Ken Griffey Jr. of Seattle is next at
$38,251, according to the study, which is based
only on 1995 base salaries. Griffey lost $24,590
per day last year.

The 236 players on 40-man rosters who have
agreed to major league contracts for next sea-
son would lose a total of $3,002,439 per day if

the strike goes into the regular season, sched-
uled to start April 2. Of 1,069 players on 40-
man rosters, 833 have not yet agreed to terms.
In addition, more than 100 players are free
agents, including several top stars.

Among the players already signed, the aver-
age daily loss would be $12,722. That's more
than double the average daily loss of $5,797 for
the 762 players who went on strike last Aug.
12, primarily because most of the lower-salaried
players haven't signed yet.

Still, it's clear high-salaried players have
much more to lose this season because of salary
increases built in to multiyear contracts and
deliberate dips taken in 1994 in preparation for
a work stoppage.

When players struck last summer, 35 lost
more than $20,000 per day and only one, Bobby
Bonilla of the New York Mets, lost more than
$30,000.

Three members of Eas-
tern’s basketball teams,
Nicky Polka and Barbora
Garbova from the women'’s
team, and Derrick Landrus
from the men’s team, re-
ceived All-Conference honors
on Tuesday.

Helping the Lady Panthers
to a 15-10 record and their
first postseason bid since the
1990-91 season, senior point
guard Polka made the All-
Conference Second Team and
freshman forward Garbova
was selected as the Mid-
Continent Conference New-
comer of the Year.

In her last season, Polka
dished out 109 assists and
