Her dream was to be a coach, and
she would have coached anything:
track, gymnastics or cross-country.

At Eastern, she was involved in
Alpha Phi Sorority, and considered

her sorority sisters to be her sisters
for life.

Eastern was a very special place
for her.

Survivors are parents Robert L.
III and Cynthia E; her brother,
Robert L.; grandparents Margaret
and the late Robert Koch, and
Robert L. Jr. and the late Rose
McNamara.

She is also loved by aunts,
uncles, nieces, nephews, cousins
and many friends.

Visitation was Sunday from 2
p.m. to 8 p.m. at the Meadows
Funeral Home, 3615 Kirchoff Rd.
(1/2 mile east of Route 53). The
funeral mass is 10 a.m. today at St.

McNamara worked both at Lantz
and at Marty’s.

Police say that Mertz had access
to box-cutter knives at his job.

Police also found pieces from
what appeared to be a latex glove. 

A Crown Royal bag containing
similar latex gloves was discovered
inside a file cabinet in Mertz’ apart-
ment. Mertz’s supervisor told police
that these gloves could have also
been obtained while Mertz was
working at Lantz.

During questioning, Mertz told
police that he didn’t know

McNamara and he had never been
in her apartment. He said that he
had been partying all night, and had
spent the night at an apartment that
belonged to a friend.

Mertz gave police written permis-
sion to photograph his naked body to
search for evidence of a possible
struggle. Upon the inspection of
Mertz, police observed a scratch on
the left side of his head, a scratch on
the center of throat, a bruise on the
inside of his left arm, a bruise type
abrasion on his right elbow, a bruise
on the outside of his right bicep, a
bruise and scratches on the right
torso, a straight edge bruise across
the mid-back and upper arm, a bruise
on the left hip, abrasions on both
knees emitting fluid consistent with

fresh carpet “burns”, a scratch on the
right shin and redness on the top side
of his knuckles.

Detective Henderson advised the
investigator that he believed the
injuries were consistent with a per-
son who had been involved in a
physical altercation of a recent
nature.

Mertz told Master Sgt. Bernardini
that the injuries stemmed from a bro-
ken shot glass earlier that evening.

All of this evidence was present-
ed at the Coles County Courthouse
Thursday in an affidavit of arrest-
ing/investigating officer, 48-hour
form/arrest without warrant.

The evidence was used to hold
Mertz without bond until his prelim-
inary hearing on July 2, 9:00 a.m.

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Squirrels on campus; more friend than foe

Eastern’s campus isn’t exactly
known for its wildlife. But one ani-
mal in particular is in abundance:
the squirrel. Not a day goes by, in
summer, fall, spring or winter,
when a student will not see at least
one of the bushy tailed little crea-
tures running around the north or
south quad in a mad dash for nuts or
other food.

Quick, darting movements can
make them a blur - just a flash of fur
scrambling up the side of a tree or
past your feet on the sidewalk. 

“It’s almost like they’re follow-
ing me around sometimes. I see
them out of the corner of my eye,”
said Carley Eighner, junior. “I’ve
had them stop right in front of me
on the sidewalk, like they’re ready
for a showdown. But they’re just so
adorable.”

Others aren’t so keen on the
squirrels.

“They’re a nuisance,” said
Carolyn Anderson, junior. “They
must have all been hiding during
orientation. One of the reasons I
liked Eastern so much is because
there were no squirrels running
around. Now they’re everywhere.”

“Ugh, I hate squirrels,” she
added.

The division is clear: squirrels
are capable of provoking both dis-
gust and delight in Eastern students
and faculty. While some feel that
these furry members of the
Rodentia family are nuisances,
many see them as cute mascots on a
campus otherwise void of wildlife.

People who work on Eastern’s
switchboards, which provide the
campus with power, might have a
low opinion of the chipmunk’s
cousin. In November of 1999, a
squirrel gnawed its way through a
power line. Several buildings on
campus were left without power for
about an hour and a half, including
Health Services, the University
Police Department, Old Main,
Pemberton Hall and the Triad.

Sadly, the squirrel didn’t live to
hear of its notoriety. “The squirrel
got fried,” said Gary Reed, utilities
manager.

According to Reed, animals
often climb into electrical switch-
boards “to seek warmth or to inves-
tigate,” although damage from
squirrels is a rare occurrence, one
squirrel out of thousands.

Most squirrels, according to
Douglas-Hart Nature Center

employee Jennifer Sales, tend to
stay within a natural environment.
“(Squirrels) opt for open woodlots
and forest-field edges.”

Since Eastern’s north and south
quads are filled with trees, squirrels
feel right at home. 

“Trees provide the squirrels with
nuts, which are high in energy and
easy to open with their two pairs of
curved, chisel-shaped incisor
teeth,” said Sales. “The teeth con-
tinually grow at a rate of 5-6 inches
a year, so they must chew on bark,
nuts, twigs and other hard materials
to prevent them from growing too
long.”

Do these teeth cause the squir-
rels to wreak havoc and destroy
property on campus? “No,” said Joe
Collins, superintendent of grounds
at Eastern. “The little guys don’t
cause problems or create any spe-
cial work for us. Leave that to the
groundhogs. It’s just nice to have
some wildlife around.”

Many others feel the same way.
“I’m always amused by the squir-
rels,” said Ben Eagleson, sopho-
more English major. “One time I
saw a squirrel hanging from a
power line, upside down, swinging,
trying to get at a cookie someone
threw in a tree. A couple of friends
and I were pointing and laughing,
and everyone walking by was too.
How could you not enjoy squir-
rels?”

Anthony Lauricella, junior,
doesn’t particularly like or dislike
squirrels. 

“They’re always running
around, squirrlin’ it up. As long as
they don’t bother me, I’m alright
with them,” Lauricella said with a
shrug.

“It bothered me when there was
a dead squirrel in front of
McKinney Hall for about a month,”
he said. “Someone should have
more regard for the little guys.”

The creatures definitely delight
Jeff Gorski, junior Philosophy
major. “I like when they shake their
big bush of a tail,” Gorski said.
“Once I was walking along in the
north quad and got hit in the sandal
by a nut. I turned around and there
was this squirrel, just staring me
down, wiggling his tail,” Gorski
said.

“I was in awe the whole rest of
the day, although people don’t
believe me when I tell them,” he
added, “but I know it was up to
something.”

The fact is squirrels communi-
cate to one another by shaking their

tail, said Sales. “I wonder if it was
some sort of mating call to me?”
Gorski wondered.

Squirrels only mate with their
own species, but that doesn’t stop
them from having another, more
primal connection with students. “I
feel a bond with squirrels, like they
understand me,” said David Taylor,
freshman. “If you sit long enough

in the middle of one of the quads,
they will come right up to you and
eat from your hand. It’s almost a
meditative kind of thing, a link
between two species on a relative
consciousness.”

Or, in the words of Steve
Vandeveer, junior, “everyone feels a
little squirrely sometimes. My
friends are definitely squirrely. You

just have to appreciate how squir-
rels bug out and do their own
thing.”

So the next time you see a
squirrel digging into the ground on
campus, looking for a morsel of
food it probably buried two
months ago, be thankful for having
such a cute, fuzzy and friendly ani-
mal around.

LONG POND, Pa. (AP) —
Ricky Rudd went to the lead with
24 laps remaining and hung on to
break an 88-race losing streak
dating to 1998 by winning the
Pocono 500 on Sunday.

It also was Rudd’s first victory
in nearly 1 1/2 seasons since he
sold his own team and began dri-
ving for Robert Yates Racing. It
was the first win in four years for
the No. 28 car — long a favorite
of NASCAR fans because many
Hall of Famers have driven it.

Finishing second was Jeff
Gordon, who passed Rudd on the
last lap a week earlier in
Brooklyn, Mich., to win for the
second time in a row.

Rudd got his 21st career victo-
ry. The 44-year-old driver from
Chesapeake, Va., now has won for
six different car owners. Bobby
Allison won Winston Cup races
for seven.

It was the first victory for
Rudd in 44 starts at Pocono
International Raceway, where he
has competed since 1977. He is
third in the series standings after
15 of 36 races, trailing leader
Gordon by 130 points.

Rudd’s Ford led 39 of 200 laps
on the 2 1/2-mile triangular-
shaped oval to beat the Chevy of
Gordon by 1.119 seconds. Third
was Rudd’s teammate, Dale
Jarrett, followed by Sterling

Marlin in a Dodge and Mark
Martin in a Ford.

Gordon, who at one point
traded the lead with Jarrett on
five straight laps, was sprinting
away from the field as the other
contenders began pitting under
green. But a caution flag waved
on lap 121, permitted the field to
bunch up behind him.

Gordon pitted on lap 122 as
the rest stayed out, and he was
shuffled back in the field. A yel-
low flag on lap 158 forced the
final pit stops and cut into Jarrett’s
lead.

Jarrett led Rudd and Gordon
when the green waved again with
37 laps left and Dale Earnhardt Jr.
just in front, trying to stay on the
lead lap.

But it was Rudd who passed
Jarrett and Earnhardt on lap
177. Then Gordon got by and
the threesome raced together
until the end. Gordon got by
Jarrett on lap 194.

Defending champion Jeremy
Mayfield finished 36th. His team-
mate, Rusty Wallace, who won
last July, was 16th.

The winner averaged 134.389
mph in a race slowed by seven
cautions covering 26 laps. The
$3.2 million race had 13 lead
changes among five drivers.

Rudd loses his
losing streak at
Pocono 500

Red Sox beat Braves
ATLANTA (AP) — Carl

Everett didn’t do anything spectac-
ular. He just did everything right.

Everett had two hits, scored two
runs and drove in another Sunday
as the Boston Red Sox hung on for
a 4-3 victory over the Atlanta
Braves.

He had an infield single in the
first and was running on an 0-2
pitch when Manny Ramirez dou-
bled in the first inning, scoring eas-
ily. He drove in a run with a force-
out grounder in the fifth and later
scored and added a single in the
seventh in going 2-for-4.

“I hit the ball hard one time, but
that’s progress,” Everett said. “It’s
just being aggressive.”

Ramirez broke a 3-for-28 slump
with the RBI double, only his third
RBI in nine games.

“To me, Manny is a good hitter,”
Boston manager Jimy Williams. “I
don’t know about him coming out
of it. He’s just a good hitter.”

Ramirez also drew three walks,

two intentionally. His walk off
reliever Jose Cabrera in the ninth
came with runners on first and third
and one out.

That loaded the bases for Dante
Bichette. The strategy worked
when Bichette flied out to center
and Andruw Jones threw out Jose
Offerman at the plate for an inning-
ending double play.

“Sometimes you come through
and sometimes you don’t,” Bichette
said.

The Red Sox added another run
in the two-run first off Odalis Perez
(4-5) on Bichette’s RBI double,
scoring Ramirez.

Boston made it 4-0 in the fifth
when Offerman led off with a dou-
ble and took third on a single by
Chris Stynes. Everett’s forceout
grounder scored Offerman. After
walks to Ramirez and Bichette
loaded the bases, Shea
Hillenbrand’s sacrifice fly brought
home Everett.

Frank Castillo (7-4) held the

Braves scoreless until the sixth
when he left with two outs after
giving up a double to Jones and
walking Dave Martinez as Jones
stole third.

Reliever Rich Garces came on
and threw a wild pitch, scoring
Jones, and gave up an RBI single
to Javy Lopez. Both runs were
charged to Castillo, who gave up
four hits, two runs, walked one
and struck out two in 5 2/3
innings.

“We played a great game,”
Braves manager Bobby Cox said.
“Our bullpen held them. We didn’t
hit Castillo at all. He was tough. A
hit here and there is all we need-
ed.”

The Braves drew to 4-3 in the
seventh on an RBI single by B.J.
Surhoff off reliever Rolando
Arrojo. But Derek Lowe came on
to get the final out of the inning and
shut down the Braves in the eighth
and ninth for his 10th save in 12
opportunities.

Rodriguez hits homer in fifth
HOUSTON (AP) — Alex

Rodriguez hit a three-run homer
in the fifth inning as the Texas
Rangers beat the Houston
Astros 6-2 Sunday in the final
game of the first Lone Star
Series.

Each team won three games in
the six-game series, but the
Rangers, who outscored the Astros
44-28, took the Silver Boot trophy
on a tiebreaker.

Darren Oliver (6-2) went 6 2/3
innings and gave up two runs on
five hits. He walked three and
struck out five for his second
straight victory.

Jeff Zimmerman pitched the
ninth for his sixth save in 13 oppor-

tunities.
Scott Elarton (4-7) went seven

innings and allowed five runs on
seven hits. He walked two and
struck out five. Elarton, who leads
the majors in home runs allowed
with 19, is 1-6 with a 7.06 ERA in
his last 11 starts and has not won a
game since May 6.

Elarton retired 11 of 12 batters
in one stretch, beginning in the first
inning, but then allowed four runs
in the fifth — three on Rodriguez’s
homer.

He then set down eight of the
last nine he faced.

The Rangers took a 1-0 lead in
the first inning on Ruben Sierra’s

sacrifice fly.
Houston answered in its half on

Craig Biggio’s eighth home run, the
23rd time Biggio has led off the
first with a home run.

Biggio hit his second homer to
left to lead off the third inning. It
was the 10th time he has hit two
homers in a game, the last against
the Cubs at Wrigley Field on Aug.
23, 1998.

Texas tied it in the fifth when
Ricky Ledee scored from third on
an RBI single by Ivan Rodriguez.
Alex Rodriguez followed with a
three-run homer, his 20th of the
year, to give the Rangers a 5-2
lead.

Cardinals sweep White Sox series

The Ohio Valley Conference
will expand to 11 members for the
first time in the league’s 53-year
history with the addition of
Samford University.

President Thomas E. Corts and
Director of Athletics Bob Roller
announced in a press release that
Samford will join the OVC no later
than June 1, 2003. The Bulldogs
have been members of the Trans
America Athletic Conference since
1978 in all sports except football,
where they have competed as an
independent at the NCAA-I-AA
scholarship level since 1988. It will
be the first time in Samford’s 160-
year history that all men’s and
women’s sports will be members of
the same athletic league.

“The Ohio Valley Conference is
excited with Samford’s decision to
join the league,” OVC
Commissioner Dan Beebe said,
“With the recent decision of
Jacksonville State to become a
member, this gives our conference
great exposure in Alabama and two
fine institutions to assist in building
on our 53 years of excellence.  Our
members have a tremendous
amount of respect for Samford and
look forward to embarking on this
relationship.”

Samford, located in
Birmingham, Ala., has an enroll-
ment of 4,494 students and will be
the first private institution in the
OVC.

“I have been impressed with the
steady, even-handed operations of
the Ohio Valley Conference since
we first discussed this possibility
some years ago,” said Dr. Corts.

“Commissioner Beebe runs a qual-
ity operation in a manner that
affords the student-athlete great
competition and excellent public
exposure. The OVC is a respected,
highly competitive conference, but
our coaches and teams feel up to
the challenge of competing in all
sports. Even though we will be the
only private, independent institu-
tion in the conference, we believe
the OVC will be a good place for an
institution with our academic and
athletic values.”

The Bulldog’s men’s basketball
team advanced to the NCAA Men’s
basketball Championship in 1999
and 2000 after capturing the TAAC
title, Samford also earned an at-
large berth to the Division I-AA
football playoffs in 1991 and 1992.

“We’re very excited that this
move unifies our entire athletic
department and allows Samford the
opportunity to compete for 17
championships in the coming
years,” Rollers said.  “We have
competed against most OVC insti-
tutions in the past decade, and have
greatly increased our recruiting
base of student-athletes into this
geographic region.”

Current OVC members include
Austin Peay State University,
Eastern Illinois University, Eastern
Kentucky University, Morehead
State University, Murray State
University, Southeast Missouri
State University, University of
Tennessee at Martin, Tennessee
State University, and Tennessee
Technological University.
Jacksonville State University,
located in Jacksonville, Ala.,
announced that it would also be
joining the OVC no later than June
1, 2003.   

ST. LOUIS (AP) — Rookie Bud
Smith outpitched David Wells in
his first career start as the St. Louis
Cardinals beat the Chicago White
Sox 8-3 Sunday to complete a
three-game sweep.

St. Louis played most of the
game without Mark McGwire,
ejected by home plate umpire Mike
Everitt for arguing a called third
strike in the third inning. McGwire,
who was 1-for-2 and drove in a run,
is batting .232 with five homers and
10 RBIs for the season.

The Cardinals also finished
without J.D. Drew, whose right
hand was broken when he was hit
by a pitch in the third inning. He
stayed in the game until being
removed for a pinch-hitter in the
fifth. Drew, batting .330 with 21
home runs and 49 RBIs, will be
sidelined 4-to-6 weeks.

The Cardinals, coming off a 1-8
trip that was their worst since 1995,
outscored the White Sox 26-9 in the
three games and have won six in a
row at home. The White Sox, who
were swept for the seventh time,
had won 16 of 19 entering the
series.

Smith, a left-hander who was 7-

4 with a 2.14 ERA at Triple-A
Memphis and is the team’s top
prospect, became the third 21-year-
old player to appear with the
Cardinals this season.

He opened Sunday with five
scoreless innings, then gave up
three runs in the sixth on Magglio
Ordonez’s two-run homer and Joe
Crede’s RBI triple off the center-
field wall.

In 5 2-3 innings, Smith (1-0)
gave up three runs on seven hits
with two walks and four strikeouts.

The Cardinals got four runs in
the first against Wells (5-6).
McGwire had an RBI single, Albert
Pujols a run-scoring double and
Craig Paquette a two-run single.

Wells helped the Cardinals go
ahead 5-0 in the fifth on a two-out
throwing error to first that allowed
Placido Polanco to score from sec-
ond. In six innings, Wells gave up
five runs, four of them earned, on
eight hits with no walks and seven
strikeouts.

Second baseman Polanco saved
a run when he went to his right and
made a diving catch on Royce
Clayton’s sinking liner for the last
out in the sixth.

Drew out 4-6 weeks
ST. LOUIS (AP) — J.D.

Drew of the St. Louis Cardinals
will be sidelined 4-to-6 weeks
with a broken right hand,
caused when he was hit by a
pitch Sunday.

Drew was off to the best start
of his career with 21 homers, 49
RBIs and a .330 average. He
was struck in the third inning by
David Wells of the Chicago
White Sox and played another
inning before being removed
for a pinch-hitter in the fifth of
the Cardinals’ series-sweeping
8-3 victory.

“From the middle of the
game on, it was tough to enjoy
because we got the news,” man-
ager Tony La Russa said. “You
never really have a completely
happy day out here, it seems.

“It seems to me if we get him

back after the All-Star break,
we’d be very happy.”

Drew, 25, homered Saturday
night and had his fifth three-hit
game of the season. He batted
.500 (15-for-30) in a seven-
game hitting streak that ended
when he went 0-for-1 on
Sunday.

“He was really on fire,”
teammate Albert Pujols said.

The Cardinals didn’t imme-
diately announce a callup to
replace Drew. The list of possi-
ble replacements from Triple-A
Memphis includes outfielders
Bill Ortega and Luis Saturria,
first baseman-third baseman
Shane Andrews and second
baseman Stubby Clapp.

“It just happened,” general
manager Walt Jocketty said irri-
tably.
