EIGHT DAYS AFTER MCDUFFIE’S RELIEF
A NEW  INTERIM ATHLETIC DIRECTOR IS NAMED –

BAKER
ATHLETIC DEPARTMENT

Ken Baker was named interim ath-
letic director Tuesday, just eight days af-
ter the former athletic director was re-
lieved of his duties.

Rich McDuffie was put on 12 months 
paid administrative leave Aug 13. 

“We’re here to move forward,” Baker 
said. 

As acting director, Baker will be re-

sponsible for the development and ad-
ministration of the athletics depart-
ment. 

“A lot of good things have happened, 
and a lot of good things are happening,” 
Baker said. “We want to make sure this 
is a very special place.”

University President William Perry 
met with the athletic department last 
week and asked the staff to give him 
a list of names of whom they though 
should serve as interim athletic director. 

According to Vicki Woodard, director 
of media relations, Perry made the deci-
sion along with Dan Nadler, vice presi-
dent for student affairs. 

 “Ken Baker was the right person at 
this time to be interim athletic direc-
tor,” Perry said. 

“Baker has high integrity, is hard 
working, and cares for Eastern and the 
community.”

As an economics graduate stu-
dent, Keanna Mahone has a lot to 
do. But her main focus is being a 
full-time mom for her 3-year-old 
daughter, Brianna.

She feels isolated from groups on 
campus because most don’t focus on 
family or family activities. 

“We can’t take our kids on a bar 

crawl,” Mahone said. “We are not 
‘traditional students.’ We are also full 
time parents, students and workers.” 

So Mahone founded the recog-
nized student organization, East-
ern Student Parent Association, E-
SPA, as a support system and organi-
zation geared for student-parents at 
Eastern. With the creation of E-SPA 
in October 2004, student parents 
could now participate in an RSO 
where many of the events are geared 

toward including children. As their 
slogan says, “We are EIU, too.”

Joycelynn Phillips, academic ad-
visor for the Gateway Program and 
former social worker, is the official 
adviser for E-SPA. She said the pro-
gram is a good place for student par-
ents to not only have family oriented 
events, but to also be a support sys-
tem for one another.

Mark Hudson, director of Hous-
ing and Dining, is an overachiever.  

In 2002, the first year the Resi-
dence Hall Satisfaction Survey was 
held, 84 percent of students sur-
veyed said they enjoyed living in the 
residence halls.

In 2004, the number rose to 90 
percent.

In last year’s survey the results 
came back at 93.4 percent. 

But Hudson is not satisfied.
“The critical piece for us is mak-

ing sure everyone’s needs are met,” 
Hudson said.

And he means everyone.
“We approach it kind of like 

Maslow’s Hierarchy of Needs,” Hud-
son said.

He said Eastern is not just about 
providing food and water, but also a 
place for learning and fostering com-
panionship.

Like Hudson, Gary Reed, direc-
tor of facilities planning and man-
agement, and Steve Shrake, associate 
director for design and construction, 
are concerned with pleasing their 
“customers” and have initiated a new 
online maintenance request system. 

Reed and his team work closely 
with Hudson and Shrake to main-
tain the campus and to make im-
provements that will not only last 
but also be economically and envi-
ronmentally smart for the university. 
The goal is not just to make quick 
fixes.

The directors and planners draw 
their construction and design plans 
in large part from results of the Resi-
dence Hall Satisfaction Survey.

The survey is a 165 question on-
line survey given to random third 
of those who live on campus every 
other November.

The survey is directly propor-
tional to the population on campus 
and covers all aspects of the residen-
tial experience such as common ar-
eas, RAs, and dining. 

The results are tallied and distrib-
uted to the relevant departments in 
January.

Each department creates action 
plans to fix lower scoring areas.

Next, the departments work to-
gether looking at the plans and try-
ing to work them into the big pic-
ture through an administrative pro-
cess.

Hudson said with the help of in-
formation gathered by the survey, 
the percentage of returnees living on 
campus has gone up every year for 
the last five years.

“Half of our population is new 
incoming students, the other half of 
that is returners. After that first year 
students can pick, ‘Where am I go-
ing to live?’” he said. “So we have to 
be very sensitive to making sure that 
we are delivering service at a level 
that’s working for them.”

Hudson also values the surveys for 
their encouragement to his staff.

“What’s challenging sometimes 
about working in this environment 
is you spend your time working with 
the small percent of students who 
have problems. It’s easy to forget that 
94 percent feel like it’s rocking for 
them.”

Hudson attributes the increases 
to a hard-working staff, physical im-
provements on campus such as resi-
dence hall refurbishments, but also 
the more personal aspects of cam-
pus life like continually updated RA 
training.

“As members get to know each 

other they tend to form friendships 
and from that help with each others 
childcare,” Phillips said. “Also by be-
ing there for one another (the mem-
bers) encourage one another to grad-
uate. It gives people an idea of, they 
can do this- have a family, be a par-
ent and can graduate.” 

Eastern student Earline Bower 
moved to Charleston in July 2005 
with her husband and four children. 

After her husband’s deployment to 
Iraq, Bower was looking for a sup-
port system to help her raise her chil-
dren, now 14, 11, 10 and 2. She 
found that in E-SPA.

“I like the support chain and ac-
tivities,” Bower said. “The kids are al-
ways involved. I felt a part of some-
thing because everyone has kids.” 

Bower, now vice-president, said 
she likes that programs are out there 
for non-traditional students, stu-
dents who are not coming out of 

high school, who have kids and who 
have the wisdom and go to school to 
better themselves.

The RSO plans to schedule a 
meeting time where the members, 
currently six adults and approxi-
mately 11 children, can get together 
and discuss some issues concern-
ing them as parents. In the past, the 
group has brought in speakers from 
financial aid, Trio and the counseling 
center and how their programs gear 
toward student parents.

The University Board has the re-
sponsibility of turning $300,000 in 
student activity fees into roughly 80 
sponsored events throughout the ac-
ademic year. 

Besides balancing the books, the 
board also acts as entertainment con-
noisseurs, filling the campus calen-
dar.  

Last year the highlights included 
two sold-out Lantz 
Arena concerts – 
Foreigner and the 
Goo Goo Dolls – 
and appearances 
made by TV per-
sonalities Den-
nis Haskins, who 
played Mr. Beld-
ing on “Saved By 
the Bell,” and Jodie 
Sweetin, who played 
Stephanie Tanner on 
“Full House.”

“The overall mis-
sion of the University Board is pro-
viding quality entertainment at an af-
fordable cost that is both socially and 
educationally integrating,” said Ceci 
Brinker, director of Student Life.

Brinker is the faculty adviser and 
has worked with the student-run or-
ganization for 22 years. 

She said she has noticed that the 
board has recently become more in-
novative with its activities.

UB events are more than just 
concerts. They range from lecture se-
ries to comedians, musicians, movie 
showings and open mic nights,

“When that 
occurs, we contact their agents and 
fill out evaluations to assist other 
schools in their decision as well.”

Forum shows a buffet of Greek options
Greek life

Members introduced 
their chapters, 
explained what they do 
on campus
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The athletic department has 
had a dark cloud looming 
over it since the removal of 
Rich McDuffie as Director 

of Athletics on Aug. 13, which came on 
the heels of an investigation into a sex-
ual harassment complaint against him.

McDuffie was relieved of his duties 
more than one month after the investi-
gation concluded and whatever occurred 
between that day and the day he was re-
assigned might never be revealed.

Eastern president William Perry has 
said there were other factors that went 
into the decision, although none of these 
factors have been made public.

On Tuesday, the decision to name 
Ken Baker interim athletic director 
showed the department was moving for-
ward. The administration made the right 
choice in choosing Baker.

Baker, who has been the director of 
campus recreation since 2000, has a his-
tory with the coaches in the department.

Because of his office’s location near 
Lantz Arena, his interaction with them 
on a day-to-day basis is much greater 
than other candidates and he has their 
respect.

This is important because an interim 
director does not have the luxury of an 
extended period of time to develop a 
rapport with the staff.

One duty of an athletic director, and 
a duty the university expects Baker to 
perform, is helping the university raise 
funds. Baker can do this.

He is a longtime Charleston resident 
with ties to the community and a 1972 
Eastern graduate. He also received his 
master’s degree from Eastern in 1973.

An athletic director is also expected to 
interact with athletes and always have the 
students’ best interests in mind. Baker 
has always done this with the students at 
campus recreation.

Baker takes the time to talk to stu-
dents and has always made their needs 
and desires the No. 1 priority of the rec-
reation center. 

Baker has also always been transparent 
with every line of his budget.

The Daily Eastern News wants to 
commend the quick manner in which 
Baker was named interim.

At a meeting with the athletic depart-
ment Aug. 13, Perry said he wanted to 
compile a list of candidates and make a 
decision sometime in September.

The administration seemed to drag its 
feet before deciding to remove McDuffie, 
but not so this time.

Finishing the decision-making pro-
cess before the end of August, as the fall 
sports prepare for the start of their re-
spective seasons, makes it easier for fans 
and the athletes to start refocusing their 
attention onto the fields and courts.

The administration made the right 
choice in choosing Baker and they also 
did a positive thing by not letting the de-
cision linger and become an in-season 
distraction.

The DEN is hopeful they move as 
swiftly and decisively in finding a perma-
nent replacement.

Spielberg 
should help 
Darfur

Somewhere right now, shuttered up 
in a room foggy with swirling curlicues 
of expensive tobacco smoke, saturating 
in the sweet smells of single-malt scotch, 
world-renowned film guru Steven 
Spielberg is daydreaming about his plans 
to make the ceremonies of the upcoming 
Olympics “the most emotional anyone 
has ever seen.”  Half a world away, across 
the desert plains of Sudan, thousands 
of people continue to live out their 
nightmares.

OK. So I don’t actually know where 
Steven Spielberg is or what he’s doing at 
this moment or his taste in tobacco or 
alcohol. For all I know, he could be a fan 
of Marlboro Reds and cheap blendeds.  

That’s not the point.  The point is 
what I do know.  I do know from articles 
appearing in the Village Voice that 
China has appointed him “to orchestrate 
and direct the opening and closing 
ceremonies in 2008.” 

I also know that since Mia Farrow 
published an op-ed in the Wall Street 
Journal, China has become the focus of 
a worldwide shaming campaign aimed 
at exposing China’s relationship with 
Khartoum. 

According to an article in Reuters 
last week, support from China helped 
lift “Khartoum’s income to at least $1.3 
billion a year from oil revenues.” The 
report also showed “China as the largest 
military weapons and parts supplier to 
Sudan in 2004 and 2005” with the total 
in 2005 nearly reaching $25 million.

Figures like these led many people 
to the same conclusion:  the only way 
the Sudanese government will end the 
genocide is if China makes them.  The 
problem is, with altruism apparently 
ruled out, China has no motivation to 
do so.

Until recently. An article in 
BusinessWeek noted that China sent a 
military engineering unit to Sudan after 
activists had begun to call Beijing 2008, 
the “genocide Olympics.”  China also 
joined in a UN Security Council vote to 
send 26,000 troops to Sudan.  

I do know language that included 
the threat of UN sanctions should 
Khartoum fail to comply was removed 
from the original bill.  I do know that 
foreign troops are not authorized by 
this resolution to pursue war criminals 
sought by the ICC like the leader of 
the Janjaweed militia, Ali Kosheib.  I 
do know that China continues to give 
Khartoum financial and military aid.

To be fair to Spielberg, he claimed 
to have been unaware of China’s 
involvement and sent a letter expressing 
his disapproval.  I don’t know if I believe 
him but either way he hasn’t threatened 
to walk away from the project if the 
atrocities continue.  

I also know Olympic Dream for 
Darfur continues to look for volunteers 
to help keep the pressure up on China.  
Now you do, too. 

 What’re you going to do about it?  
Hopefully, more than send a letter.

Burgener Plastering Inc. will con-
struct the Exterior Insulation Finish-
ing System for the City Hall’s reno-
vation project, as they were the only 
company to bid on the project. 

The Charleston City Council 
awarded the bid to the Monticello 

company for $128,700 at Tuesday’s 
meeting. 

Talk of renovating for the City 
Hall has been going on since last year, 
and all other reconstruction bids were 
finalized at the last meeting.

Some of the other renovations in-
clude building a new elevator shaft, 
and a drive-up window will be put 
on the building’s west side.

Renovations will begin this fall 
and should be completed in the 
spring, said Charleston Mayor John 
Inyart. 

“The building might look kind of 
odd during the winter,” Inyart said.

In addition, the council autho-
rized a lease agreement from devel-
opers Charles and Nancy White for a 
vacant site along Garfield Avenue in 
the Fields subdivision. The site will 
be used as a Charleston Junior Foot-
ball League practice field. The lease 
was $1 for an entire year. 

They also approved an applica-
tion for the Assist Program, which is 
a first-time homebuyer’s down pay-
ment assistance program. 

“(The Assist Program) is a great 
deal,” said council member Larry 
Rennels. “I’m sure there are a lot of 
people who qualify for the program 

who don’t even realize it.”
Charleston has been using the As-

sist Program for nine years, and has 
served more than 100 families. 

The board also approved the clos-
ing of the intersection of Courtland 
Street and Lover’s Lane, as well as on 
Douglas Street from Hayes Street to 
McComb Street for the Charleston 
Challenge Duathlon.

The streets will be closed long 
enough for participants to pass dur-
ing the race from 8:30 a.m. to 1 p.m. 
Sept. 22.

“Realistically the streets are prob-
ably only going to be closed for 10 

or 15 minutes while the runners go 
through that part of the street,” In-
yart said. 

The council also approved raf-
fle permits for the Charleston Area 
Chamber of Commerce Lootery at 
the County Club, the Gary Craig 
Memorial Scholarship, and Lincoln 
Heritage Chapter–Pheasants Forever.

Brenda Major told the Faculty 
Senate Tuesday that Illinois is the 
second highest exporter of college-
prepared high school graduates in 
the nation; California is the first.

The bottom line, how can East-
ern get more of those students on to 
campus earlier?

Major said that although the 
number of transfer students for this 

semester has increased, they would 
like to see a higher number of initial 
freshmen enroll at Eastern.

Major, Eastern’s Director of Ad-
missions, told the senate that more 
students are applying for colleges 
online than ever before, and, as a 
result, many do not thoroughly 
read through enrollment packages 
to gain a full understanding of the 
school. 

“When they apply online they 
are less likely to communicate with 
their guidance counselors,” Major 
said.

Major has been a regular at the 
first Faculty Senate meeting of 
the year for many years and Fac-
ulty Senate Chair Lynne Curry said 

her presence is beneficial for senate 
members.

“We find it to be a good way to 
find out who our students are and 
have an idea of the numbers,” Curry 
said.

Major said Admissions has been 
working very hard to send the en-
rollment packages directly to the 
students and guidance counselors.

The department will also focus 
on connecting on a more personal 
level with high school juniors and 
seniors.

“We are also going to start con-
tacting those students through e-
mail, mail, and telephone to talk 
them through the enrollment pro-
cess,” said Major.

She said the Admissions office 
will also be working more closely 
with Financial Aid, Housing, and 
Orientation to make sure that each 
student is continuing to get con-
sistent information throughout the 
process.

Curry said the meeting accom-
plished important objectives that 
will help the year go by efficiently.

Faculty Senate members were ap-
pointed to several committees, in-
cluding the nominations commit-
tee, student faculty relations com-
mittee, and faculty forum commit-
tee. 

The Faculty Senate Web site 
will be undergoing improvements 
throughout the next weeks but will 
still be accessible.

City Hall to be renovated over winter
Building to get new

Tribune Co. shareholders 
consented to the $8.2 billion 
buyout of the media conglomerate 
on Tuesday, an expected but 
noteworthy milestone in a drawn-
out transaction that still awaits 
federal approval and billions of 
dollars in promised financing.

The shareholder meeting in 
Tribune Tower, the last scheduled 
for the 160-year-old company, 
was marked by unions’ complaints 
that employees of the soon-to-be 
employee-owned firm will have no 
formal role in running it.

Some shareholders also voiced 
concerns about its ability to operate 
in a struggling newspaper industry 
under a mountain of debt.

But Tribune easily secured the 
backing of shareholders for the deal 
to take the company private under 
an employee stock ownership plan _ 
a foregone conclusion since the $34-
a-share transaction will pay them 
significantly more than the current 
value of the languishing stock.

Preliminary results indicated 
97 percent of those casting votes, 
representing a majority of shares, 
had approved the April 1 deal led by 
billionaire Sam Zell. 

Chief Executive Dennis 
FitzSimons, who will cede the 
chairman’s role to Zell when the 
deal is complete, said the real estate 
mogul had a prior commitment.

Zell later issued a statement 
through the company reiterating his 
commitment to the deal: “I believe 

Tribune Co. is reasserting itself as a 
national leader in news generation 
and distribution. Despite the recent 

upheaval in the credit markets, 
my view of the company as an 
investment has not changed.”

FitzSimons told shareholders 
the company anticipates receiving 
approval from the Federal 
Communications Commission in 
the fourth quarter, with the deal 
closing soon afterward.

He said Tribune expects its 
operations to remain in compliance 
with creditors, as required to hold 
lenders to their commitment 
for an additional $4.2 billion in 
financing.

He also assured employees that 
their retirement benefits are “safe 
and secure,” calling some union 
claims to the contrary “a blatant 
misrepresentation of facts.”

Several representatives of the 
International Brotherhood of 
Teamsters, which represents about 
2,000 Tribune employees, objected 
to the lack of clout that Tribune 
workers will have under the 
employee stock ownership plan.

They were unimpressed by 
FitzSimons’ statement that 
employees will be represented by a 
trustee, the GreatBanc Trust Co., 
which will vote on board directors.

“We’re going to continue to push 
for employee representation on the 
board and the ESOP,” Teamsters 
representative Louis Malizia said 
afterward. “These are future owners 
of the company now, and they 
deserve a fair shake.”

Tribune, which owns 11 daily 
newspapers, 23 TV stations and the 
Chicago Cubs, needs the FCC to 
grant it waivers from rules banning 
same-market ownership of television 
and newspapers.

Schools want governor 
to cut through red tape

SPRINGFIELD (AP) – School 
officials complained Tuesday 
that Gov. Rod Blagojevich, a man 
known for bending the rules 
occasionally, is doing nothing to 
cut the red tape blocking money 
to repair crumbling old school 
buildings.

A new law entitles 24 districts to 
share $150 million in construction 
funds. But Blagojevich says the 
law didn’t take effect until after a 
paperwork deadline, so he can’t 
deliver the money.

“I am pleading with the 
governor for the children of my 
community: Please release this 
money,” said Ruth Schneider, 
superintendent of Stewardson-
Strasburg District 5A. 

Former Gov. Ryan’s 
conviction upheld

CHICAGO (AP) - George Ryan’s 
hope of avoiding federal prison 
flickered to its dimmest level ever 
Tuesday only to flare up again 
in a fresh twist to the former 
governor’s racketeering and fraud 
case. A federal appeals court 
upheld his April 2006 conviction 
and later, with Ryan under orders 
to report to prison within 72 
hours, decided to let the 73-year-
old former governor remain free 
pending further appeal.

“We are grateful,” former Gov. 
James R. Thompson, a member of 
Ryan’s defense team, said. Ryan 
hopes to press the appeal that 
failed before a three-judge panel 
of the appeals court before all 11 
actively serving judges.

The day began with the U.S. 
7th Circuit Court of Appeals  
upholding Ryan’s conviction.

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. – Even 
as the wounded space shuttle En-
deavour brought its seven astronauts 
safely home Tuesday, NASA is look-
ing ahead to three more launches at 
risk for the same kind of damage.

There is a striking parallel with the 
2003 Columbia disaster in the space 
agency’s failure to anticipate the harm 
from breaking ice or insulating foam 
– this time from a new area of the 
shuttle’s fuel tank.

The 3 1/2-inch-long gouge in En-
deavour’s belly did not put the astro-
nauts at risk. And as soon as the dam-
aged tiles are popped off, engineers 
will know whether repairs are needed 
to the underlying aluminum struc-
ture. The gash seemed to weather the 
return flight well, NASA said.

But for the early part of Endeav-
our’s 13-day mission there was an ee-
rie sense of deja vu.

Back before Columbia flew its last 
mission four years ago, NASA knew 
it had a foam problem with its fuel 
tanks but never imagined a piece 
of the airy insulation could severely 
wound a space shuttle.

The result: Columbia shattered 
during re-entry to Earth’s atmosphere, 
just five days before engineers were to 
propose possible repairs.

This time, NASA knew it had a 
foam problem with brackets on its 
fuel tanks but never imagined a stray 
piece would ricochet off the tank and 
smash into the shuttle.

The result: Endeavour was gouged.
Retired Navy Adm. Harold 

Gehman Jr., who headed the 2003 
Columbia investigation, was reluc-
tant to comment this week on the 

troublesome brackets, which support 
the fuel feed line on the tank. He said 
he didn’t have enough information.

But he observed: “You have to as-
sume things are going to happen 
and you have to mitigate the conse-
quences, that’s what our report was 
all about.”

Endeavour’s gash was too small for 
scorching atmospheric gases to pene-
trate and cause serious damage, mis-
sion managers said during the flight. 
It was also on the belly, a more benign 
area than the nose or wings, which 

are subjected to much higher heat. 
The platesize hole that brought down 
Columbia pierced the left wing.

Commander Scott Kelly said he 
was “a little bit underwhelmed” when 
he saw the gouge for himself after 
touchdown. “We knew how big it 
was conceptually. We were told the 
dimensions. But to see it, it looked 
rather small,” he told reporters.

Officials who checked out Endeav-
our on the runway said there was no 
apparent charring to the exposed felt 
fabric, the last barrier before the alu-
minum frame.

But now NASA finds itself playing 
catch-up. It’s analyzing a variety of 
temporary bracket solutions, which 
may or may not be in place before the 
next space station construction mis-
sion in late October.

Making the brackets with tita-
nium, which would require far less 
foam insulation than the aluminum 
version, is the permanent solution or-
dered after the problem first cropped 
up last summer.

But that won’t happen until next 
spring. By then, NASA will be two 
years from retiring its three remain-
ing space shuttles after wrapping up a 
schedule for finishing construction of 
the international space station.

Engineers are considering a variety 
of short-term options: shaving some 
foam from the brackets or possibly 
applying an oil to the foam to reduce 
condensation and the buildup of ice.

Wal-Mart pet food 
contained melamine

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (AP) - Tests 
of two Chinese brands of dog 
treats sold at Wal-Mart stores 
found traces of melamine, a 
chemical agent that led to another 
massive pet food recall in March, a 
spokeswoman said Tuesday.

Wal-Mart quietly stopped selling 
Chicken Jerky Strips from Import-
Pingyang Pet Product Co. and 
Chicken Jerky from Shanghai 
Bestro Trading in July, after 
customers said the products 
sickened their pets. Company 
spokeswoman Deisha Galberth 
said 17 sets of tests done on the 
products found melamine, a 
contaminant that’s a byproduct of 
several pesticides.

More than 150 brands of pet 
food were recalled earlier this year 
after U.S. inspectors said wheat 
gluten from China that was used 
to make the food was tainted with 
melamine. An unknown number 
of dogs and cats died.

Residents return home 
after 800-acre wildfire

BILLINGS, Mont. (AP) - Residents 
of a subdivision were allowed 
to return home Tuesday as 
authorities said an 800-acre 
wildfire that had destroyed two 
homes was under control.

Mop-up efforts were expected 
to continue for the next couple of 
days in the 300-home subdivision 
near Billings where two homes 
and a church cabin were 
destroyed by the fast-moving fire 
Sunday night and early Monday 
morning.

MINNEAPOLIS – President Bush said Tues-
day the federal government will use its power to ac-
celerate Minnesota’s recovery from a bridge disaster 
and flash flooding.

Bush’s comments here, after a briefing from fed-
eral and state authorities, were meant as a boost of 
confidence for a state that has dealt with twin cri-
ses this summer.

The Interstate 35W bridge collapsed into the 
Mississippi River nearly three weeks ago, killing at 

least 13 people and shutting down a major trans-
portation artery. And over the weekend, heavy 
Midwest storms and flooding killed at least 20, six 
of them in Minnesota.

Bush confronted both topics before heading 
nearby for a Republican fundraiser.

“Our job now is to cut through the bureaucracy, 
as best as possible, and get the people down here a 
new bridge,” Bush said from the Minneapolis/St. 
Paul Air Reserve Station.

Bush commended those who have led recovery 
efforts, including military divers who have searched 
for bodies. He personally met with about 20 of the 
divers to thank them.

“The spirit that caused the recovery to be well 
coordinated is the very same spirit that’s going to 
cause this bridge to get rebuilt,” Bush promised.

With the search for bodies over at the site of the 
interstate bridge collapse, authorities will focus on 
removing tons of wreckage from the Mississippi 
River so a replacement bridge can be built over the 
next year.

Bush on Tuesday declared an emergency exists 
in the state, freeing up the city and state for more 
federal aid in their recovery efforts.

On the flooding, Bush said the government 
would move quickly to process requests for help 
from Minnesota, so that residents could count on 
a “flood of help” to come down.

He later attended a fundraiser for Sen. Norm 
Coleman, a Republican whose seat is considered 
vulnerable in 2008.

The event raised $1.2 million for Coleman and 
the Minnesota Republican Party.

Before Baker was named, Dan 
Nadler, vice president for student af-
fairs, served as the temporary athletic 
director. 

“A lot of us scattered,” head wom-
en’s rugby coach Frank Graziano 
said. “So we all went to work.’

Baker did not seem too shocked 
that he got the job either.

Most of the coaches and faculty at 

Eastern share the same feelings when 
it comes to the hiring of Baker.

“Ken is real familiar with the EIU 
community and athletic depart-
ment,” baseball coach Jim Schmitz 
said. “It’s a quick decision, but a 
good decision. He’ll provide the 
leadership we’ll need for the next few 
months.”

Sports Information Director Rich 
Moser said he felt confident about 
Baker’s hiring and was happy for 
Baker.

A national search will begin the 
fall with input from the university 

and the athletic department.
“(Baker will) be a good represen-

tative of Eastern athletics,” said head 
softball coach Kim Schuette. “His 
energy and compassion for the uni-
versity is great as well he trusts peo-
ple to do their job.”

Schuette said leadership is an in-
tegral part of athletics.

Supporting people through hard 
times and helping lead them to the 
right answers is an integral part of 
being a leader, she said.

Another coach is also excited 
about having Baker as athletic direc-

tor. 
Graziano has developed a good 

working relationship with Baker for 
the past nine years. 

“It’s a nice, nice fit for the next 
three or four months,” Graziano 
said. “I don’t know anybody in the 
department that would say anything 
negative about Dr. Baker.”

Graziano thinks Baker will be fine 
with all of the work he has handled.

“We all multi-task,” Graziano 
said. 

Baker was chosen from sev-
eral nominees, and as much as he is 

happy with the decision, he has been 
told that as of right now, Baker will 
only serve as interim and will prob-
ably not return as the athletic direc-
tor after this year, though that’s not 
because he does not want him to re-
turn.

Baker said that he is taking this 
one day time and is not too worried 
about next year or the next selection 
of AD.

“I have no personal agenda in 
mind,” Baker said. “I have no plans 
to apply.”

Baker has served as di-
rector of campus recreation 
since 2000. 

“I enjoy working with 
students,” he said. “It’s fun 
to have all the students 
back and get school started 
again.”

In a written statement, 
Nadler said the university 

will immediately begin re-
viewing temporary lead-
ership alternatives for that 
area. 

Besides his work at East-
ern, Baker has been a foot-
ball referee for the Big Ten 
and the NFL. Although he 
retired from refereeing on 
the field in 2001, he has 
been a replay official since 
2003. 

Prior to Baker being 
named, Nadler served as 
temporary athletic director 
before an interim director 
could be hired. 

The athletics department 
will still report to Nadler, 
Perry said, because it makes 
it easier to communicate.

“(Nadler) and I are right 
down the hall from each 
other,” Perry said. 

There will also be regu-
lar meetings between Perry, 
Nadler and Baker. 

A nationwide search for 
a permanent athletic direc-
tor is set to begin this fall. A 
search advisory committee 
should be formed by Sep-
tember, Perry said.

Perry said Baker will not 
be a candidate for the per-
manent position.

In order for Eastern to com-
ply with an NCAA regulation 
that calls for residence halls to 
be composed of at least 51% 
non-athletes, the track and 
cross country teams as well 
as a few other athletes were 
asked to move from Lincoln 
and Douglas Halls out to Tay-
lor Hall. 

Effective with last year’s in-
coming freshmen, student ath-
letes were required to live on 
campus for their freshmen and 
sophomore years as opposed to 
just their freshman year. 

This regulation doubled 
the amount of athletes placed 
in Lincoln and Douglas and 
forced Eastern to take action 
in order to comply with the 
NCAA ruling.

Track and Field was one of 
the main sports chosen for the 
move because their team had 
the most people and would 
help to even out the numbers. 

I realize that Taylor is not 
a ridiculous walk to the Rec 
Center or the field house and 
I am not going to argue that 
these athletes have to walk an 
extra 100 meters to practice.

The extra 3-minute walk 
these athletes are going to have 
to make is not the argument 
here. 

Head track and field coach 
Tom Akers said, “If our track 
athletes can’t make that extra 
walk then we are going to have 
serious trouble as a track pro-
gram.” 

The argument is that by try-
ing to comply with the NCAA 
rules, to treat athletes the same 
as non-athletes, they are in-
stead treating the athletes un-
fairly by forcing them to live 
somewhere else.

Athletes like Phegley, or fel-
low sophomore thrower Kan-
dace Arnold who had already 
acquired leadership positions 

in their hall, are not being 
treated fairly because they no 
longer have the ability to fulfill 
jobs they had earned.

Other athletes that may not 
have had leadership roles did 
at least develop some relation-
ships with other athletes in the 
Lincoln, Stevenson, Douglas 
complex and are now isolated 
from them. 

The regulation was put in 
place when larger Division I 
schools started making their 
athletic residence halls the elite 
halls on campus. 

That is not the case here 
at Eastern, with Lincoln and 
Douglas being some of the old-
est halls, it is not like the ath-
letes are getting preferential 
treatment by staying in these 
buildings. 

The only advantage of put-
ting athletes in Lincoln and 
Douglas is the proximity of 
those buildings to their prac-
tice facilities, not to give them 
added luxuries that non-ath-
letes don’t get.

Staying in Lincoln or Doug-
las was not about luxuries and 
fancy things for these athletes. 
It was about being close to 
their practice facilities, coaches, 
and other athletes on campus. 

It wasn’t meant to exclude 
non-athletes but to keep ath-
letes included with easier and 
efficient opportunities to train.

HARRISON, N.Y. – Tiger 
Woods has played four straight 
weeks on the PGA Tour only five 
times in his career, and two of those 
stretches came in 1996 when he was 
a 20-year-old rookie trying to avoid 
going to Q-school.

So his absence from the first of 
four playoff events in the FedEx Cup 
should have come as no surprise.

Nor should it be a problem.
Once the inaugural “PGA Tour 

Playoffs” head toward a conclusion, 
no one will remember that Woods 
skipped The Barclays. Even if he 
doesn’t win the FedEx Cup, odds 
are he’ll be in the running. And that 
beats any interest golf used to have 
in the fall, which was next to nil.

Truth is, Woods might have done 
the tour a favor.

Considering how he has been 
playing lately (two straight victories), 
and how he finished last season (six 
straight PGA Tour victories), it was 
conceivable the world’s No. 1 player 
could have wrapped up the FedEx 
Cup and gone home before the Tour 
Championship.

Which would have looked worse: 
Woods skipping what amounts to a 
wild-card game or sitting out the Su-
per Bowl?

“Maybe he figured he had a first-

round bye,” Woody Austin said 
Tuesday on a dreary day of rain at 
Westchester, which seemed to set 
the mood for those who believe the 
playoffs already are a bust because 
one guy didn’t show up.

Woods, of course, cares more 

about himself than an organization 
he could have supported by showing 
up in New York.

Nothing wrong with that, either.
The tour is bringing a team con-

cept to golf with these playoffs, but 
it’s still an individual sport.

PGA Tour commissioner Tim 
Finchem must have come to the 
same conclusion Sunday during the 
final round of the Wyndham Cham-
pionship, the last tournament to 
qualify for the playoffs. Yes, he was 
disappointed that Woods decided 
not to play The Barclays, especially 
after the tour was banking on all the 
stars playing the final four weeks of 
the FedEx Cup.

“On the other hand,” Finchem 
said, “I can’t second-guess Tiger 
about what he thinks he has to do to 
win.”

History shows that Woods plays 
his best golf when he paces himself, 
just as Jack Nicklaus did before him.

The best example might have 
been in 1996, when he played four 
straight weeks while trying to earn 
enough money to get his PGA Tour 
card. With a job secured and his en-
ergy drained, Woods unceremoni-
ously pulled out of the Buick Chal-
lenge, then won two of his next three 
starts to qualify for the Tour Cham-
pionship.

The most he has ever played in a 
row on the PGA Tour was five weeks 
in early 1999. His lone victory dur-
ing that stretch came at the Buick 
Invitational, where he flirted with 
missing the cut before a 62-65 week-
end.

Of his 59 tour victories, Woods 
has won only 10 times while playing 
his third consecutive week.

He has a formula, and it seems to 
work.

Contrast that with Brandt Snede-
ker, who won in Greensboro to im-
prove his seeding in the playoffs from 

No. 32 to No. 9. The tour rookie 
also played in the PGA Champion-
ship, so he could finish the season 
playing six straight weeks.

“Some guys play their best golf 
after weeks off. That’s just the way 
it is,” Snedeker said. “Everybody 
is different. I seem to play my best 
golf when I go on stretches like this 
where I play a lot on the road for 
some reason.”

K.J. Choi once closed the 2000 
season by playing six straight weeks. 
He missed the cut five straight times 
before a tie for 29th in the Southern 
Farm Bureau Classic.

“By the fifth week, I was so worn 
out,” Choi said. “All my shots were 
weak and I had no energy.”

If there’s a problem with the Fe-
dEx Cup, it might be asking play-
ers to cram so much golf into such 
a short stretch. Golf is more about 
quality starts than endurance, which 
is why so many players set their 
schedules accordingly.

Woods is among those who can 
get away with it.

Scott Verplank already is think-
ing about skipping round two at 
the Deutsche Bank Champion-
ship. He is No. 11 in the standings 
and is virtually a lock to play in the 
Tour Championship at East Lake, a 
course on which he feels as though 
he can win.

“I know me better than anyone 
else, and my body is not going to 
hold up over four weeks,” the 43-
year-old Verplank said. “If I’m beat 
up and dead tired going to Atlanta, 
on a course where I feel I can win, 
what good is that?”

Eastern may not use what has be-
come its signature punting style this 
season.

The Panthers have used a rugby-
style punt the past two years. The 
style has the punter roll out to their 
right and kick a low, line drive punt 
that will bounce on the ground and 
roll – either forward, backward or 
sideways.

Former special teams coach Jeff 
Choate, now the special teams coach 
at Boise State, brought the style to 
Charleston in 2005.

Tom Schofield averaged 39.3 
yards per punt that year, which was 
second in the Ohio Valley Confer-
ence. Last year, Zach Yates averaged 
36.1 yard per punt, which ranked 
seventh.

This year, Eastern has red-shirt 
freshman Kevin Cook at its disposal. 
Cook is a traditional drop-back 
punter who is slated to start.

Yates said he is hopeful the rugby 
punt will still be used, especially in 
situations where Eastern opponents 
would begin their series in bad field 
position.

“We got a good red-shirt fresh-
man in Kevin Cook who can just 
bomb them when given the oppor-
tunity,” Yates said. “But the rugby 
punt is pretty effective in pin situa-
tions.”

Yates, last year’s starting place 
kicker, is competing with junior Ty-

ler Wilke for the job this season. Last 
year, Yates made 12-of-16 field goal 
attempts and converted 33-of-38 ex-
tra point attempts. 

“It’s my job to lose at this point,” 
Yates said. “But you know, Wilke’s a 
great kicker. The better he does, the 
better I do.”

Seven of Eastern’s 11 games this 
season will be televised, including a 
national television audience for its 
home opener.

Eastern’s game against Tennes-
see Tech Aug.30 will be televised by

Munoz new offensive coordi-

Jorge Munoz was promoted to of-
fensive coordinator last April, a role 
he shared last season with Hutson.

Munoz said not much will change 
in terms of this year’s play-calling.

“The overall philosophy: we’re go-
ing to be no-huddle,” Munoz said. 
“We’re going to pound the ball and 
establish the run. We’re going to try 
to get (wide receiver Micah) Rucker 
the ball more.

Rucker, nursing a foot sprain that 
has kept him from practicing yet, 
said he is prepared to be the focal 
point of opposing defenses this year. 
Last year, he caught 49 passes for 
966 yards and 13 touchdowns. He 
was named by the Sports Network to 
its third-team All-American team last 
year and has been named by various 
publications to different All-Ameri-

can teams this preseason.
“I think I kind of saw some of the 

things last year when teams would 
play defense and they would dou-
ble-team me,” he said. “Bring a line-
backer under or bring a safety way 
over the top to take away the deep 
ball. We’ve got some new stuff and 
some new plays in this year to kind 
of single me out and get me moving 
in some different motions.”

 
Daniels’ closing thought:

Any out-of-town media or visit-
ing sports information director usu-
ally is surprised once they see East-
ern punt.

The rugby-punt has certainly 
left people a little confused the first 
time they see it, but it is an effective 
punt – when done correctly. Yates 
had a punt travel 59 yards in last 
year’s playoff loss to Illinois State and 
pinned the Redbirds at their own 5-
yard line.

But the ball was only in the air for 
maybe half the distance.

The ball rolled the rest of the way, 
and slowed as it approached the end 
zone, allowing Eastern’s special team 
members time to down the ball.

Then again, Yates had a punt 
blocked deep in Samford’s territory 
in last year’s game against the Bull-
dogs.

Yates rolled out to his customary 
right, but Samford overloaded the 
right side of the line.

The result: Yates’ punt was easily 
blocked.

It still pains senior linebacker 
Donald Thomas to talk about it.

By the time Eastern hosts Illinois 
State on Sept. 15, it will have been 
exactly 300 days since ISU defeated 
the Panthers 24-13 in a first-round 
Football Championship Subdivision 
playoff game at O’Brien Stadium.

It was the second loss Eastern suf-
fered to the Redbirds following the 

regular-season’s 44-30 loss in Nor-
mal. In the regular-season game, 
ISU scored a late touchdown in the 
final minute to win by two touch-
downs. After the game, ISU line-
backer Cameron Siskowic said, “I 
haven’t lost to them in four years 
and we don’t lose to Eastern.”

In fact, Eastern has lost its last 
five games to Illinois State, out of 
the Gateway Conference, and eight 
of the last nine games in the longest-
standing football rivalry in Illinois.

“I think who leaves the nastiest 
taste in my mouth, non-conference, is 
Illinois State,” Thomas said. “The first 
game we played them (last year) was a 
real close game and the playoff game 

left a real bad taste in my mouth.”
By the time the two teams meet 

Sept. 15, Eastern will have already 
played two games and have a good 
idea just how important the game 
against the Redbirds is.

The Panthers’ open the season is 
next Thursday night at home against 
Ohio Valley Conference opponent 
Tennessee Tech. The game was origi-
nally scheduled to be played Nov. 3, 
but Tech arranged in late-January to 
play at Auburn on that day. Eastern 
and Tech worked out an agreement 
to have their seasons start with the 
first conference game in the FCS.

The following Saturday East-
ern travels to West Lafayette, Ind., 

to face Big Ten foe Purdue. The trip 
will be Eastern head football coach 
Bob Spoo’s first trip to coach against 
his alma mater and the school he 
coached at from 1978-86. 

Senior wide receiver Micah 
Rucker, who transferred from Min-
nesota prior to last season, said that 
game will be a good test for the team.

“I tell you, that’s going to be a 
live game,” Rucker said. “They’ve got 
some crazy fans.”

After hosting Illinois State, the 
Panthers are on the road for the next 
two weeks. They  travel to face an-
other Gateway school in Indiana 
State on Sept. 22 and then OVC op-
ponent Southeast Missouri.

During Family Weekend, the 
Panthers host Eastern Kentucky on 
Oct. 6 and host Tennessee-Martin 
on Oct. 20 for Homecoming. UTM 
beat Eastern 15-9 last year in the 
Panthers only conference loss in the 
last two seasons.

“My sophomore year, I had a 
terrible game against those guys,” 
Thomas said about UTM. “Last 
year, I had an OK game. They just 
beat us and it just hurts because we 
were a better team than those guys.” 

Eastern ends the regular sea-
son on Nov. 17 with a home game 
against Samford. That game will be 
Samford’s last game playing football 
in the OVC.

He graduated from Eastern in 
1972 and attained his masters from 
Eastern as well. He taught at East-
ern and Lake Land College. He also 
coached and taught at Charleston 
Junior and Senior High Schools.

“I think he is very well-received,” 
said Mike Miller, Eastern’s head 
men’s basketball coach. “(His inter-

action with the community) is very 
consistent and I respect it.”

Baker also earned the Eastern Dis-
tinguished Honors Faculty Award in 
1999 and earned a varsity letter in 
1972 as a senior. 

Baker has also served as National 
Football League referee.

Baker will continue to serve as the 
director of campus recreation and 
also an active NFL replay official. 

He said he was content with his 
position before the recent appoint-
ment.

 “I love my job at the Rec center,” 
Baker said. “I wasn’t looking for this 
job, but I am looking forward to this 

position.”
 Baker will serve as the head ath-

letic director until a replacement is 
found.

He replaces Rich McDuffie, who 
was put on paid leave on Aug. 13 
following charges of sexual harass-
ment.

“I’m prepared for the job ahead of 
me,” Baker said Tuesday evening. “I 
was just in front of 10 to 20 million 
people this past weekend. 

But is there work to be done? Yes, 
and that’s why I’m still here at 5:30 
today.”
