Election results to be announced 
Student senate

The Student Senate has a full plate of 
business at its final meeting of the semes-
ter tonight, and all of it has implications for 
next semester.

Student Government will announce the 
results of the elections that were held Mon-
day and Tuesday and will swear in any of the 
new student senate members elected. 

The two parties on campus that ran in 
the elections are the Student United Party 
and the United Party for Students.

The senate will also vote on the Uni-
versity Board for its Mainstage and Special 
Events committees, costing $10,980 and 
$25,000 respectively.

The bills are being introduced as emer-
gency legislation for some time to give UB 
a chance to have its events approved before 
the semester ends.

$119,066 loan approved to 
buy new ambulance

The Charleston City Council voted Tuesday to 
place the tax levy ordinance for the 2008-2009 fiscal 
year on file for public review until the Dec. 18 meet-
ing. 

The ordinance sets out the amount of money the 
city will need during the year. The county will set the 
tax rate based on the levy after assessing all properties. 

The city is asking for $3,021,210, although Charles-
ton Mayor John Inyart said it will probably receive less 
than that because of the Property Tax Extension Lim-
itation Law. PTELL limits property tax increases for 
non-home rule tax districts such as Charleston. 

Last year, the city asked for $2,771,650. The 
increased amount this year is intended to cover new 
construction, Inyart said. 

The council also approved a resolution to borrow 
$119,066.95 from First Neighbor Bank to purchase 
a new ambulance for the Charleston Fire Depart-
ment. The city will put the new ambulance into ser-
vice immediately, Inyart said.

New students at Eastern are expected 
to take the AlcoholEdu program, 
which is designed to teach students 

about safe drinking.
It starts with the selection of five “guide” 

characters to give a personal element instead 
of just a string of questions.

For security, it has a separate password and 
log-in than the school network, because it is 
on an independent system.

A minor hiccup, but not a good way to 
start off an extensive, self-lead educational 
program.

There is the strong desire to just start the 
videos running, ignore it and then come 
back. It can make the questions difficult to 
answer, but you can’t fail out of the program.

It’s very blatant, saying “half of students 
coming into college drank in high school.” 
It’s far from an abstinence program. Instead 
it shows the willingness to admit that stu-
dents do drink.

Its goal is to help the student make a re-
sponsible decision, not convince them never 
to drink.

To that end, it begins with an extensive 
questionnaire spread across nine pages. There 
are only 43 questions, but most have more 
than one element. 

One takes up most of a web page, discuss-
ing how you think you react to alcohol, ask-
ing about physical aggressiveness, sexuality, 
mood and more.

It is possible to blow through that element 
in a few minutes, answering honestly. But its 
discouraging to see this questioning before 
the education even begins.

Then you launch into a pre-test. We’re not 
even in the testing yet. Sure, this helps elim-
inate what you see, but it is very discourag-
ing.

A participant can try to test and opt-out 
of some parts of the module.

Even a moderate memory of high school 
health class makes it easy to test out of some 

lements.
It even includes the option to learn about 

how alcohol is made and its positive effects.
Presentations are in multi-media formats 

instead of straight reading. It is a mix of 
slides with audio, limited acting and interac-
tive elements.

It is significantly more engaging than a 
long series of statements.

The testing does lead to some interesting 
responses. 

For example, “some non-drinkers, like 
you, choose to drink non-alcoholic beverages 
to get the taste and experience of drinking.” 
It then launches into a segue about what a 
non-alcoholic beverage is and how it does 
have some alcohol in it.

AlcoholEdu was not created by the uni-
versity. Instead, it is provided by Outside the 
Classroom, a Massachusetts-based company.  
It provides the program to colleges, courts, 
and high schools.

Taking part of the course, is a long aggra-
vating experience – not the sort of feeling 
you want with a safety-related educational 
program.

The fact that it includes a feedback ele-
ment after every section to improve the very 
test in progress is a big pain in the neck. It 
slows the tester down even more

The whole thing takes upwards of three 
hours to complete and comes in two seg-
ments. 

The second segment must be completed 
from 30 to 60 days after the first part.

The school cannot be faulted for attempt-
ing to reduce unhealthy drinking.

But such a long program with such irrita-
tions is not a good way to do it.
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Don’t forget

Something’s missing in the last week 
of publication for the Daily Eastern 
News.

On Halloween of this year, our 
Student Senate was treated with an 
emotional debate concerning the issue of 
having graduate students teach general-
education level biology classes.

Professors and administrators both in 
favor of and against the graduate student 
program spoke at the meeting, expressing 
their views on what they thought about 
the issue.

The problem is students aren’t 
completely sure how it affects them. And, 
for the most part, more than a month 
after, we don’t know how it affects us.

The DEN and student government 
both have been in the process of 
researching both sides of the issue so 
the student body at large can be better 
informed. 

However, for whatever reasons, 
nothing new has been released on this 
conflict.

The first concern that professors 
address is the quality of education 
taught by graduate students. Some 
professors, like Amanda Poffinbarger, 
think graduate students aren’t qualified to 
teach students, and gen-ed classes or not, 
students deserve a quality education from 
someone with a teaching degree. 

Some professors, like Bud Fischer, are 
more optimistic about graduate students 
at Eastern. He trusts that the four 
graduate students the department chooses 
to teach roughly more than half of the 
gen-ed biology labs will be qualified for 
the job. 

The program is in its first year of 
taking effect. What do we care?

Opponents to the program say 
students in classes taught by graduate 
students think they are getting a poor 
education. 

The DEN,  student government and 
I would like to hear from these students. 
We need proof if this is what you think.

We’ve heard so much about  the 
possibly bad quality of education, or the 
possibility that teachers can lose their 
jobs.

Does anyone else realize that graduate 
students are students, too?

Let’s not forget about them, as well.
Graduate students are here to extend 

their education and get more from 
Eastern, as well as obtain a master’s 
degree in a field they care very much 
about.

I would assume biology graduate 
students care very much about biology. 
Sure, they don’t have teaching experience, 
but the program does have the potential 
to give them a shot at it.

Do our biology graduate students 
care about the whirlwind of debate 
surrounding them? 

What do our graduate students think 
about students and professors who say 
the quality of their teaching is poor? How 
would that make you feel?

I’m not trying to sound cold. I 
just don’t want our professors and 
administrations to forget that any issue in 
the university affects students as well.

It also passed a resolution to sell the 
city’s old ambulance, which has been 
in use since 1999 and has 170,00 miles 
on it.

“It was in the fleet plan to be 
replaced,” Inyart said. 

Charleston has a fleet of four 
ambulances, which are replaced about 
every eight years on a staggered sched-
ule. The old ambulance will be sold by 
sealed bid.

City Manager Scott Smith reported 
that a construction project to improve 
access to Lincoln Avenue from the Fire 
Department building should be fin-
ished by Dec. 25.

The Fire Department is located at 
Lincoln Avenue and Division Street 
behind McDonalds. 

The fire trucks and ambulances cur-
rently use A Street to get to Lincoln, 
but if a lot of traffic is on Lincoln, the 
truck or ambulance has to wait for traf-
fic to clear to turn. 

“It’s a bottleneck,” Smith said. 
The new project adds a driveway 

from the Fire Department building 
onto Division.

The intersection of Lincoln and 
Division will receive a traffic control 
device to allow the light to be changed 
from the Fire Department, eliminating 
the need for trucks to wait. 

Lincoln and Division is the only 
intersection in Charleston with an 
emergency control device. 

“We hope to, over time, roll that 
out to more locations,” Smith said. 

The wireless system used for the 
devices is very expensive, he said. 

In other news, the city is looking 
into the cost of doing a partial census 
in the spring.

To get the best possible count, the 
city would do the census when stu-
dents are in town, Smith said. 

Also at the meeting, the subdivi-
sion of a lot owned by Wal-Mart was 
approved.

Murphy Oil is located on the lot 
at the intersection of Illinois Route 16 
and Hawthorne Drive, and the new 
subdivision divides the lot between the 
two businesses. 

The council also voted to reim-
burse the Charleston Tourism Adviso-
ry Board for $1,500 in expenses from 
the Christmas in the Heart of Charles-
ton event Dec. 1. 

“A nice evening; a little breezy, but 
nicely done,” Inyart said of the festiv-
ities. 

During the public comment por-
tion of the meeting, Annie Cross, of 
Charleston, asked that the council 
allow the public to comment before 
voting at meetings. 

“Public comments taken before 
(voting) seems to be more in keep-
ing with … our form of government,” 
Cross said.

She also took issue with housing in 
the “Historic Corridor” of Charleston 
being converted to student housing, 
and large apartment complexes being 
built there. 

All items are placed on file for pub-
lic inspection before the council votes 
on them, Inyart said after the meet-
ing.

CHICAGO — Gov. Rod Blago-
jevich’s plan for a multimillion-dol-
lar expansion of a health care pro-
gram without legislative approval 
has landed the state in court, with a 
business group claiming in a lawsuit 
Tuesday that it would be unconstitu-
tional to spend the money.

“The message ultimately, when it’s 
played out, will be: ‘We’ve got a con-
stitution. Governor, obey the consti-
tution,’” said businessman Ron Gid-
witz, chairman of the Illinois Coali-
tion for Jobs, Growth and Prosperi-
ty, the group that filed the lawsuit.

Blagojevich has embarked on a 
piecemeal expansion of government-
subsidized health care since lawmak-
ers failed to support his plan to pay 
the huge cost of ensuring everyone 
in Illinois has access to affordable 
insurance.

As part of that, the Blagojevich 
administration has said it intends 
to go ahead with plans to add about 
147,000 parents and caretakers to 
the Family Care insurance program, 
despite the objections of lawmakers.

A bipartisan legislative committee 
last month rejected the administra-
tion’s proposal to operate an expand-
ed Family Care program. But Blago-
jevich contends the Legislature’s 
Joint Committee on Administrative 
Rules didn’t have the constitutional 
authority to block the rule to expand 
the program, which has an expected 
cost of $43 million this year.

Blagojevich is making promis-
es he may not be able to keep, the 
business coalition contends. People 

might sign up for health care that is 
never delivered and hospitals might 
provide services for which they aren’t 
reimbursed.

They want a judge to stop the 
state from expanding the program or 
spending any money on it.

“Every Democratic leader in Illi-
nois should join us in fighting this 
lawsuit and help protect the hard-
working people who rely on us for 
health coverage so they can keep see-
ing a doctor,” Blagojevich spokes-
woman Abby Ottenhoff said in an e-
mail.

The business group, whose found-
ing members include the Illinois 
Chamber of Commerce, said it filed 
the lawsuit Tuesday in Sangamon 
County. The lawsuit names Illinois 
Department of Healthcare and Fam-
ily Services Director Barry Maram 
and state Comptroller Daniel Hynes 
as defendants.

Gidwitz, a former Republican 
candidate for governor, said Maram 
and Hynes were named in the law-
suit – and not Blagojevich – because 
they would carry out the governor’s 
directive to expand the Family Care 
program.

A Hynes spokeswoman said in 
an e-mail that they were reviewing 
the lawsuit and had no further com-
ment.

The Blagojevich administration 
has argued it has the power to raise 
eligibility levels for the program. It 
wants to expand income eligibility 
to almost $83,000 from $38,000 for 
a family of four.

From log cabin to stone structure, 
the Coles County Courthouse has a 
long history.

In 1832, the courthouse was a log 
cabin located between Sixth and Sev-
enth streets next to the town branch.  
In 1835, the log cabin courthouse 
closed its doors, and a brick building 
was constructed. This is where Presi-
dent Abraham Lincoln practiced law 
and developed friendships that helped 
him through his career in politics.  

The courthouse Coles County 
knows today was designed by architect 
Cornelius Rapp and built in 1898.  

It was placed on the National Reg-
ister of Historic Places in 1978.  

Jean Tipsword, Coles County 
supervisor of assessments, has worked 
at the courthouse for 37 years.  

“It is all I know,” Tipsword said. 
“The Assessments office is responsible 
for the beginning basis of the taxation 
for real estate property.” 

In accordance with state law, prop-
erties will assess at 33 and 1/3 of mar-
ket value. The office is responsible for 
26,000 parcels of real estate. 

The office did not come into being 

until 1957, and back in the ‘50s, the 
point of this office was still market 
value

“Taxes will always be collected,” 
Tipsword said.  “I think that we are 
important because if the beginning 

of the tax process isn’t correct than I 
think your whole system can come off 
kilter a little bit.”  

After the properties are assessed, 
the information is sent to County 
Clerk Sue Rennels and the tax rate is 
established.

But the County Clerk’s office has 
many duties besides setting the tax 
rate.   

“We are the record keepers for the 
county. We record any document that 
anybody wants to record,” Rennels 
said. “We keep record of all marriage, 
death, birth certificates and DD214s 
(military discharge papers).” 

After the County Clerk’s Office 
has sent out the taxes, the Treasurer’s 
Office has the responsibility to col-
lect them from the 63 taxing bodies 
throughout the county.  

Deputy Treasurer Carla Faw said 
the Treasurer’s Office also handles pay-
roll, county investing and collection 
of privilege and inheritance tax. It also 
keeps all the financial records for the 
county. And as of October, they han-
dle passports as well.    

The second and third floors of 
the courthouse have up to five court-
rooms and six judges between them.  

Currently, the office is preparing 
for Illinois’ primary election Feb. 5.

“It’s a very long process,” Rennels 
said.

“Over time, they have seen that 
we are a solid program for both 
men’s and women’s teams. But they 
still don’t like seeing us win it,” 
Akers said. 

Eastern throwing coach Mary 
Wallace said plenty of OVC teams 
would like to see Eastern fall off its 
perch.

“Most definitely, teams will be 
coming after us this year in both 
men’s and women’s,” Wallace said.

Moore echoed her statement and 
said no matter the record of the 
opposing team, Eastern will play its 
type of basketball.

While the Panthers say they are 
more concerned with their own play, 
Sallee said he has been looking at 
other teams in the OVC.

“It’s really hard to judge anything 
right now,” he said. “Records are a 
bit skewed.”

Sallee said the scheduling of the 
schools non-conference records are 
all different. He said Eastern pur-
posely chose a tougher, non-confer-
ence schedule to best challenge and 
prepare his team.

Sallee said another team he thinks 
has done well and has prepared the 
non-conference in a similar fashion 
is Austin Peay.

“Austin Peay has played some 
really good basketball and schools,” 
he said. “They are really challenging 
themselves.”

Kluempers says she thinks the 
team has benefited from tough-
er scheduling, despite not having a 
winning non-conference record.

She also said she has not paid 
much attention to the other OVC 
teams’ records, and does not think 
the other players have focused on it 
either.

“I mean, there may be a few girls 
that have went online and looked at 
the other team’s records, but we’re 
just focused on practicing every day 
and our next opponent,” Kluempers 
said.

Eastern Kentucky women’s bas-
ketball head coach Larry Joe Inman 
wants league play to start later. 

“I wish we could start confer-
ence play in January,” Inman said. “I 
think a team like ours has got a lot of 
new kids that need a little bit more 
time to develop.”

The first conference game is 
tonight when Jacksonville plays at 
Samford. The last conference games 
are played March 1. 

The OVC Tournament will begin 
March 4 and the semifinals will be 
March 7.  

The teams Eastern Illinois has 
played this season include Illinois, 
Illinois State and Missouri. 

The Fighting Illini begins Big 
Ten conference play Dec. 27 against 
Northwestern. 

Illinois State begins Missouri Val-
ley Conference play Jan. 4 at Evans-
ville. 

Missouri begins Big 12 play Jan. 
9 against Colorado. 

The average OVC team plays an 
average of six non-conference games. 

The Panthers (1-7) have played 
eight non-conference games this sea-
son. 

The only teams that have winning 
records in the conference this season 
are Eastern Kentucky (4-1), Samford 
(6-2) and Murray State (4-2). 

“There’s definitely two thoughts 
of school on scheduling,” said East-
ern Illinois head women’s basketball 
coach Brady Sallee.

OVC coaches think league

Southeast Missouri was picked to 
finish fifth in the OVC last season.  

This season, the Redhawks are 
picked to win the league again. 

“The conference is going to be 
very competitive,” said Austin Peay 
head women’s basketball coach Car-
rie Daniels. “It’s been very impressive 
in looking at the conference mem-
bers and scores. I think the OVC is 
very upcoming. This year, it’s going 
to be competitive.”

The Panthers were picked to fin-
ish fourth in the conference this sea-
son. 

Less than five votes separate them 
and the sixth place team. The Pan-
thers had 119 points. Tennessee 
Tech was picked to finish fifth with 
118 points, and Tennessee-Martin 
was picked to finish sixth with 114 
points.  

“As most coaches will attest to, 
any team will win on any given 
night,” said Southeast Missouri head 
women’s basketball coach John Ish-
ee.

This season, men’s and wom-
en’s indoor track will be a marked 
team.

Last season, the Panthers 
swept the Ohio Valley Confer-
ence Indoor Championships. 
The title was first in school histo-
ry for the women, and the men 
have won the title for seven con-
secutive seasons.

While the men are used to 
being marked men, this will be 
new territory for the women.

The women must be prepared 
to get each team’s best shot at 
every single meet.

“You always end up a target 
when you win,” said head indoor 
track coach Tom Akers. “It is 
larger when Eastern wins. When 
we entered the conference and 
won, people did not like it.” “

Every year, when the new 
National Football League season 
opens, everyone talks about 
quarterbacks, running backs, 
defense and what not. The 
kicking position is always near 
the bottom in discussion. But 
come playoff stretch time or at 
the end of a big game, the kicker 
can become the biggest hero on 
the team. Here are three of the 
top kickers in the NFL and why 
they are making a difference in 
the game – and for their team.

1. Rob Bironas – The Tennessee 
Titans kicker has made 90 percent 
of his field goals this season, making 
26-of-29. Bironas’ longest field goal 
this season was for 56 yards. He has 
been perfect with extra points this 
season, making 22-of-22 kicks.
2. Kris Brown – The Houston native’s 
foot kicked the longest field goal 
made this season, at 57 yards. His 
percentage has made 89 percent of 
his kicks, making 24-of-27 field goals.
