“The BOG is sensitive to the
fact that mandatory fees can make
a significant difference in the total
price a student has to pay,” said
BOG Chair Nancy Froelich in a
statement released Thursday.
“The BOG is careful to balance
the need to maintain educational
quality against the responsibility
to keep that education afford-
able,” she said.

BOG is the governing board of
Chicago State University,
Governors State University,
Northeastern Illinois University,
Western Illinois University and
Eastern.

“We work very hard to keep
our fees as low as we can and we
have to give attention to fees,”
said Verna Armstrong, vice presi-
dent for administration and

The University of Illinois at Cham-

finance.
Eastern students may partici-
pate in the fee increases by voting
when there are referenda on the
student election ballots asking to
increase fees or create a new one.
“If students want to have an
activity or service, we will do our
best to provide that at the least
cost possible,” Armstrong said.
Keeping mandatory fees down
“has been our top priority and we
do it,” said Michelle Brazell,
BOG spokeswoman who was
referring to the study. “We realize
those fees are hardships, and

sometimes tuition is high
enough,” she said.
At Eastern, students are

required to pay $528.20 in
mandatory fees for the 1989-90
school year.

The fees include an activity fee
of $41.30, a recreational/athletic
fee of $65.10, a student union fee

Welcome to McDonald’s, which opened at 9
a.m. Thursday in the Martin Luther King Jr.
University Union.

Aesthetically, the new McDonald’s doesn’t
look much different than the old ARA Services
operation. The only major changes are in the
kitchen and counter area, which look like a
typical McDonald’s. There are no mauve
booths here, no caricatures of Ronald
McDonald, no way to tell this is McDonald’s
except for the golden arches on the glass doors
and, of course, the counter area.

The official ribbon cutting ceremony wasn’t
until 10 a.m., but that didn’t stop people from
coming in fo check out the place. “We’ve been
quite steady,” McDonald’s owner/operator
Hugh McHugh said, referring to the flow of
business prior to the official opening.

Still, there was an official opening, complete
with Eastern administrative executives, student
leaders and community officials, who spoke to
a crowd of about 70 people.

for Sept. 19, the day of the annual Union Open
House.

Speaking into a crackling microphone,
Union Director Joan Gossett got the first word,
introducing McDonald’s as “something stu-
dents have wanted for a long time,” and later
she even analogized the problem with the
microphone to some of the false starts and
problems of getting McDonald’s into the
Union.

In fact, Gossett said the Union approached
McDonald’s about opening a restaurant prior to
signing a contract with Hardee’s, which occu-
pied the space from 1981 to 1986, and again
before inking a deal with ARA Services after
the Hardee’s contract was terminated. “The
wait,” she said. “was worth it.”

Gossett then introduced Eastern President
Stan Rives, a long-time proponent of having
McDonald’s as a Union restaurant.

Rives said he sees McDonald’s as a catalyst
for change at the Union, which has suffered a
decline in use by many students who go off-
campus for services the Union offers.

There is an exception to every
rule.

Although Charleston city
zoning codes permit no more than
three tenants in most apartments,
one rule of the code will permit
more than three tenants in a single
unit, provided some of the tenants
are related.

The Royal Heights Apartment
Complex will soon be
investigated by the city for
violating a section of the city
code that prohibits more than
three tenants living in a single
apartment unit.

Royal Heights, much like the

majority of the 2,300 apartment
units throughout Charleston, is
zoned under the R-3 classification
that allows no more than three
tenants per unit.

On June 20, the owners of
Royal Heights paid the city
$3,000 in an out-of-court
settlement stemming from a
previous lawsuit, after the city
discovered some units had five
tenants in them during the 1987-
88 school year.

Charleston Building and
Zoning Officer Jeff Finley noted
there are only two apartment
complexes in Charleston
permitted to house more than
three tenants in some units,
despite being zoned R-3.

Carlin agrees
to $29,500

for UB concert

Details on comedian George
Carlin’s Homecoming perfor-
mance are still sketchy, but Oct.
14, a Saturday, has been con-
firmed as the date of the perfor-
mance.

Trevor Brown, UB concert
coordinator, said the decision to
hold a Homecoming concert was
made last spring when UB got a
list detailing the acts that would
be available for Homecoming
dates.

“Carlin was our original
choice,” Brown said. Carlin’s ini-
tial asking fee was $35,000, but
he accepted the UB’s offer of
$29,500.

“There were a few groups we
considered, but we eventually
locked on George Carlin,” Brown
said. One of the groups consid-
ered was the rock group Simple
Minds, but the group decided to
cancel its concert tour.

“I have had mostly good feed-
back about the show,” Brown
said. “He (Carlin) is one of the
greatest comedians ever.”

Lantz Gym, which seats about
5,600, has been left open for the
show. “We are not sure how the
seating capacity will be for the
show because the stage specifica-
tions have not been set,” Brown
said.

Carlin provides stage specifica-
tions in the contract, and the UB
will have to try and meet them.
“If we can’t meet the specifica-
tions, we check back with them
and see if what we can do is
acceptable,” Brown said, adding
he does not expect a problem
because comedians usually do not
use an elaborate stage.

Brown said UB has not decided
whether one of the sections will
be blocked off or if tickets will be
sold for the entire building.
“When Bob Hope was here for
Parents Weekend, we (UB) sold
the tickets for all the seats in
Lantz,” Brown said.

Usually, tickets are not sold
behind the stage, but if Carlin’s
contract calls for a circular stage,
more tickets can be sold, Brown
said.

Brown said the ticket prices
will be set according to the
amount needed to break even if
60 percent of the tickets are sold.
Meaning, to break even on the
show, UB will have to sell 60 per-
cent of the seating offered for the
show.

“I don’t think we will have any
problem breaking even,” Brown
said.

Brown said the time of the
show, the day the tickets go on
sale and the prices have not been
set.

The ban on happy hours which Gov. Jim
Thompson signed into effect Aug. 31 was an
ideal lead-in for President Bush's latest battle
plan against drug use.

The law, which went into effect im-
mediately, prohibits several specials which

NN |uding drink prices which
fluctuate over the course of a day, two-for-
one specials and giveaways which award
drinks as prizes.

The law is the result of a statewide “drug-
free Illinois” campaign aimed at lowering
alcohol and drug-related fatalities, a fantastic
cause which has finally caught the attention
of the General Assembly, other key
politicians throughout the state and state
organizations.

But before any of the people instrumental
in getting this law passed stand up and take
a bow, let’'s take a look at what’s actually
happened here.

We know what we’'ve heard and the bar
owners and local officials krow what the
media has reported, but does anyone know
anything for sure?

No notification of the law has been
officially sent to any of the more than 15,000
liquor license holders in lllinois. That leaves a
number of questions unanswered.

What happens to all of the specials which
the bar owners advertised for the week the
bill was signed and for this week? Should
they be held accountable for these when they
haven’t been officially notified of anything?

And more importantly, who is going to
enforce this law and how? Sure, the
intimidation of license suspension or
revocation should be enough to prevent
anyone from bypassing the law, but how will
the state and cities ensure the law is
followed?

The purpose of the law is good, but so far
the state has botched the execution of it.

A. Bartlett Giamatti, 51, the
fifth commissioner of baseball,
was buried in New Haven,
Conn., yesterday after only five
months in office.

He died of a massive heart |
attack at his home on Martha’s
Vineyard last Friday, just nine
days after banning Pete Rose,
baseball’s all-time hits leader, for
allegedly betting on baseball
games.

Formerly, Giamatti was the
youngest president of Yale
University and was also a
renowned scholar of Renaissance literature.

Secondly, the publication of
the student directory coincides

Lastly, the yellow pages and
Touch a Topic pages, which gen-
erate the revenue needed to pub-
lish the book, are paid for on a
yearly basis, Mathews said.

The phone book is divided
into five to six sections — the
yellow section, containing a
table of contents and information
on athletic events, the white sec-
tion containing names, numbers
and addresses of all Eastern stu-
dents and faculty, a second yel-
low section including advertis-
ments and coupons, and Touch a
Topic, which allows students to
dial a number and receive infor-
mation on such topics as campus
life, academic survival, tutoring,
student employment and sports
updates.

Students should be familiar
with the Touch a Topic section
and use it, Mathews said, adding
it’s very beneficial.

UV-B is a normal com-
ponent of sunlight. Most of the
radiation is filtered out by ozone
in the Earth’s stratosphere and
never reaches the ground. But
recent studies have shown that
some types of pollution are caus-
ing the ozone layer to thin in
places, creating what scientists
called “ozone holes.”

Experts are concerned that a
thin ozone layer would allow
enough additional UV-B to reach
the Earth’s surface to cause a rise
in skin cancers. UV-B can dam-
age the skin and this damage is
related to development of can-
cers.

Mattoo said that based on his
studies, an increase in UV-B
could also weaken and kill some
plants.

In a telephone interview,
Mattoo said experiments in
Beltsville and in Israel showed
that UV-B causes a breakdown of
a plant molecule called D1 pro-
tein.
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Bush unhappy with bill

BALTIMORE (AP) -
President Bush denounced a
House-passed defense bill as
“totally unacceptable to the com-
mander in chief’’ on Thursday
and accused the chamber of hold-
ing the defense budget hostage to
$20 billion in “unneeded pro-
grams.” Bush, in a speech to the
American Legion that mixed
defense and anti-drug themes,
also praised Wednesday’s deci-
sion by Colombian president
Virgilio Barco to extradite a
major drug figure to the United
States.

The extradition of Eduardo
Martinez Romero to face U.S.
drug money-laundering charges
“sends a strong signal of the
courage and determination of
President Barco and the
Colombian government to deal
with the scourge which drugs are
inflicting on all of us,” Bush
said.

Declaring “Remember Pearl
Harbor,” Bush also poked fun at
his 1988 campaign gaffe — to the
same group one year ago — con-
fusing Pearl Harbor Day.

“Today, surprisingly, is Sept. 7.
Can you believe it? And I'm
determined not to repeat the mis-
take I made exactly one year ago
when I referred to this as Pearl
Harbor Day.” A year ago, Bush,
a World War II combat veteran,
told the American Legion con-
vention in Louisville, Ky.: “I
wonder how many Americans
remember that today is Pearl
Harbor Day.” The Japanese air
attack on the U.S. naval base in
Hawaii occurred Dec. 7, 1941.

The president, moving from
drugs to defense, said Americans
deserve protection from both “the
fear of war abroad (and) the fear
of drugs and crime at home.” But
he claimed that the national

defense was threatened by the
House version of a defense
spending bill for the fiscal year
that begins Oct. 1. A House-
Senate conference committee
begins work on a compromise
version Friday.

While suggesting he could live
with the Senate-passed bill,
which preserves most of the
administration’s programs, Bush
declared: “The House version is
totally unacceptable to the com-
mander in chief of the United
States armed forces.”’
Congressional negotiators must
reconcile rival versions of the
legislation to authorize $295 bil-
lion in Pentagon spending and
$10 billion for defense programs
in the Energy Department.

The House refused to fuliy
fund either of the two types of
mobile intercontinental ballistic
missiles Bush wants.

It’s attached to a 5-7, 161-
pound frame, but the right arm of
Northwestern Louisiana senior
quarterback Scott Stoker has car-
ried him to the heights of presea-
son all-America honors.

Stoker set the Demon record
last season for most passing yards
— 1,966 — in a year, breaking the
mark of current New Orleans
Saints quarterback Bobby Hebert.

The Northwestern Louisiana
press guide chooses to parallel its
star with Doug Flutie, calling
Stoker “Northwestern’s rougher,
tougher, updated version” of the
former Heisman Trophy winner.

After last week’s opening-sea-
son 20-10 loss at Southwest
Missouri State, Stoker says he’ll
need to draw on some of that
strength Saturday when Eastern
hosts the Demons, ranked No. 8
in the Associated Press preseason
Division I-AA poll.

“You can pretty much hit the
nail on the head when you say our
backs are to the wall,” Stoker said
from Natchitoches, La., Thursday.
“We can’t live on last year.”

In 1988, Stoker was rated third
among Division [-AA quarter-
backs in pass efficiency, complet-
ing 115 of 207 passes with just
five interceptions during the
Demons’ 10-3 campaign.

But the impression shouldn’t be

made that Stoker has been
groomed to be the Demons’ next
Hebert.

In fact, Stoker walked on to
Sam Goodwin’s squad as a fresh-
man- and reached the lofty plateau
of ninth-string quarterback.

“They recruited five quarter-
backs that season and had three
already here,” Stoker said. “But I
played for my dad (at Alexandria
(La.) High School), and we ran a
pretty sophisticated offense. We
threw 35-40 times a game.

“So by my sophomore year
here, I was the mayday man com-
ing in on passing downs. Last
year was really my first to run the
option.”

Eastern coach Bob Spoo says
that Stoker must have been a
quick study.

“They run the option well,”
Spoo said. “They have a salty lit-
tle quarterback who can make
things happen. That quarterback
can throw the ball well, also.”

“They’re potent,” he said.

Stoker said the key to running
the option is the establishment of
the passing game.

“You’ve got to throw the foot-
ball to back (the defenders) off,”
Stoker said. “We lost some veter-
an wide receivers to graduation,
so we can’t do as much right now.
But I still think we’re just as good
as we were last year at this point.”

Back to the size question, Spoo
describes the entire Demon team

I believe Doug Flutie
opened opportunities for for. a lot
people.”

And while he rules out a shot at
the NFL because of stature,
Stoker said he thinks his size does
help him on the field.”No one
really gets a great shot on me,” he
said.

Spoo, who helped develop
quarterbacks Mark Herrmann and
Jim Everett at Purdue, compares
Stoker to former Northern Iowa
quarterback Mike Smith, who led

the Gateway Conference member
to the NCAA Division [-AA
semifinals in 1985.

“I know he is rated very high,”
Spoo said of Stoker. “This kid
resembles the quarterback (Smith)
they had at Northern Iowa our
first year here. He’s really makes
them a triple threat.

He’s been the lone rhino.
He’s been the twang bar king.
Now, he is Mr. Music Head!
Adrian Belews’ fourth solo
album is titled Mr. Music Head.
For those of you who just don’t
get it, I'll explain.

Mr. Belew hails from good
oI’ Champaign, and has played
guitar for the Talking Heads,
Frank Zappa, David Bowie and
King Crimson. He started his
solo career in 1980 with the
Lone Rhino album and more
recently was the leader of a
band called The Bears.

Casualties of War

“Casualties of War” is the lat-
est film in Hollywood’s Vietnam
saga.

And it seems, that after so
many good and bad films about
the war, the very best has been
saved for last. “Casualties of
War” is Brian DePalma’s visual
and cinematically realistic ver-
sion of America’s involvment in
Vietnam.

DePalma, one of our most
talented directors, brings to film
the true story of Army Pfc.
Michael Lang. Lang, whose
name is changed in the film to
Eriksson, witnessed and later
reported the kidnapping, rape
and murder of a Vietnamese
girl by four men in his unit.
Lang’s story was later published
in the New Yorker in 1969.

On the screen, Eriksson is
played by Michael J. Fox in a
rare “serious” role. Opposite
Fox is Sean Penn, who plays

Mr. Music Head excels in the
idea that less is more. He
doesn’t drown out the material
with redundant guitar chords or
booming bass lines.
