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Strike vote scheduled for Monday,Tuesday

Members of the faculty union that rep­
resents Eastern and four other public uni­
versities will vote Monday and Tuesday 
on whether to give their executives the 
authority to call a strike, union officials 
said Thursday. 

"We think it's premature," Board of 
Governors spokeswoman Michelle 
Brazell said, "and it flies in the face of 
two memos sent out by. the union that 
said if mediation fails, then a strike vote 
would be taken. 

"It's not sending us a very good signal 
about how serious they are (about negoti­
ating)," she added. 

two groups has been the union's demand 
for salary increases that would bring 
BOG faculty salaries, which the union 
has sa~d are about 15 percent below state 
and national averages, up to par with 
their counterparts elsewhere. 

Other issues raised by the union 
include an increase in faculty health plan 
costs and faculty access to an early 
retirement plan available to other state 
employees. 

dents of attempting to negotiate with fac­
ulty directly, and the board has claimed 
that the union's salary demands, if met, 
would require severe cuts in other areas. 

BOG Chancellor Thomas Layzeil and 
the system's five university presidents 
issued a written statement to the faculty 
of all five universities, dated Tuesday, 
stating the status of bargaining from the 
board's point of view, because "we felt 
the union faculty were not given the full 
story," Brazell said. 

The vote would allow the union lead­
ership to call a strike if mediation 
between the University Professionals of 
lllinois and the Board of Governors fails, 
explained UPI President Mitch Vogel. 

"No date has been set for a strike," 
Vogel said. "When we do decide, you'll 
be one of the first to know," he told The 

The faculty union and the BOG have 
been negotiating a three-year contract 
since last spring, and faculty at the five 
BOG universities, including Eastern, 
have been working under an extension of 
the contract that expired Sept. 1. 

"The vast majority of issues have been 
resolved," Vogel said. "We're waiting for 
the board to repeal the loyalty tax." 

Tempers on both sides of the issue 
have flared this week as the union has 
accused the BOG and university presi-

"We will do everything possi­
ble to keep the universities open 
in the event of a strike," Layzell 
said in the statement.

"We expec·t 
to resolve (the issues) short of a 
strike."

she said. "We're not trying to 
deal with the faculty directly." 

In a memo to faculty Wed­
nesday, Vogel and BOG Exec­
utive Vice President Mary Ann 
Abella wrote that the UPI filed 
an unfair legal practice with the 
Illinois Educational Labor 
Relations Board. 

"The chancellor and presi­
dents can not negotiate with our 
members instead of our negoti­
ating team by offering them a 
proposal they have not made to 
us," the statement said. 

The proposal at issue is a 
BOG offer to provide $1.8 mil­
lion for salary increases in one 
year and a total of $8 million 
over five years. However, union 
officials say they never received 
this offer in writing and the 
resulting salary increases would 
cause faculty to lose ground 
towards salary equity. 

For example, the $1.8 million 
would result in "less than $400 
this year" per faculty member 
after subtractmg $600,000 set 
up to cover increased health

care costs, $400,000 for merit 
increases and dividing the 
remaining $800,000 by 2,000 
bargaining unit members. 

"Our contention is that $1.8 
million was not given at the bar­
gaining table," Vogel said. 
"$300 to $400 in equity raises 
'isn't going to solve the equity 
problem." 

"I think, first of all, the union 
needs a dose of reality," Brazell 
said. "We don't have the money; 
our offer is a good one in light 
of what we got from the state." 

The entire BOG system re­
ceived only $242,000 more from 
the state legislature than it did 
in 1990-91. 

Brazell said the board has to 
cut from its equipment, capital 
programs, travel, professional 
supplies and libraries budgets in 
order to come up with the $1.8 
million in salary increases. If 
the board is forced to provide 
more, Brazell said the board 
will have to cut from course 
offerings, grants and student 
services, would not fill vacated 
positions, and would need to cut 
additional positions. 

"We 're talking about cuts that 
would directly impact students," 
she said. 

Vogel countered, "I don't 
think there 'II be widespread 
cuts. 

"If we 're $1 million apart on 
salaries over 2 years ... over five 
universities ... that's $100,000 
apart for each," Vogel ex­
plained. "That's one and a half 
administrators less or two facul­
ty less or three less staff." 

Vogel said there are at least a 
dozen vacant administrative posi­
tions in the system and the board 
could raise the money by not filling 
some of those positions. 

"The problem is how the uni­
versity wants to spend its 
money," he said. "It wants to 
keep the same privileges it has 
in creating and maintaining 
positions that aren't as impor­
tant as faculty." 

Equity increases for faculty are 
"not reasonable, it's needed," 
Vogel said. 

"We have made a number of 
important concessions and com­
promises and are waiting for the 
board to do the same," he said.

Blake Wood, speaker of the senate was slotted to 
speak at the forum but could not attend because of 
his running for office for the Interfraternity 
Council, said Curtiss Cline, senate member. 

"I'm not doing anything new," Maculso said 
"There is already a rule for funding recognize• 
student organizations but many people don't know 
about it." 

Maculuso said he plans to make organizations 
well aware of the policy for funding recognized 
students organizations by continuing his efforts on 
behalf of the student organizations. 

"Budgeting was a problem for the s·enate," Cline 
said. "We planned on personal invitations to all 
campus organizations but we just didn't have 
enough in our budget to do that." "Many people 
may not have known about the forum," he added. 

Macaluso discussed funding for student organi­
zations and the requirements of organizations 
becoming recognized on campus. 

"In about two weeks the president of recognized 
student organizations will receive a letter from 
me," Macaluso said. "I will explain the methods 
that RSO organizations can received funding." 

Also at the forum, Koch discussed the process 
of student grade appeals. 

"The student should first contact the faculty 
member and state that they feel they should 
receive a grade change," Koch said. "If that 
doesn't work, they should come to me with a writ­
ten report as to why they should receive a grade 
change." 

Upon request, the student would then meet with 
Koch, the faculty member and the grade appeals 
committee, which would then make a final deci­
sion after hearing arguments from each party, 
Koch added.

AA reviews majors, approves art course 

The Council on Academic Affairs Thursday 
ssed a motion that established criteria for the 
uncil's review of academic majors. 
The new document, which sets guidelines for 
e CAA- to follow during their evaluation of 
jors, is based on recommendations made by the 

ommittee of Elected Officers, the Study of 
ndergraduate Education and CAA member Ron 
holson. 
"Dr. Gholson was trying to condense what was 
~sen t in the SUE document and what (the CAA) 
dis look at the SUE document and his conden­
tion as well as the committee's propos~l, which 
e already accepted, and then we tried to synthe­
e those," CAA Chair Ken Sutton said. 
"We now have a complete criteria with ratio­
le for reviewing majors," he said. 
Sutton said the council will now decide what 
uence the review will follow. 

The CAA also discussed a proposed amend-

ment by council member Kathlene Shank for a list 
of cultural diversity courses. That list provides 
community colleges with a list of courses so they 
can provide equivalent courses to students who 
are transferring to Eastern. 

"They'll have to have something that will be 
equivalent to any one of our courses or their gen­
eral education would have to parallel ours ," 
Sutton said. 

In order to graduate from Eastern, students 
must complete one cultural diversity course from 
the list. 

The council debated the proposed amendment, 
which modified the original list made by the CAA 
subcommittee to develop cultural diversity cours­
es, for some time but to no avail. They decided to 
delay voting on the issue because Shank was not 
in attendance to argue for the amendment. 

In other action, the council approved an experi­
mental fine arts course for spring semester 1992. 
The course, which is entitled Art and Culture in a 
Marginalized Community, is a class in gay and 
lesbian art.

ed students. 
"I think it's a really good idea," 

student senate member Jeff 
dhoff of the faculty's Oct. 29 

solut ion. "I haven't had a 
ce to look at their report in­

pth , but I am glad that the 
ulty Senate is taking steps in 
direction." 

The Faculty Senate's resolution 
came nearly a month after the 
Student Senate passed a similar 
resolution supporting a report 
Waldhoff completed. In the cam­
puswide report, Waldhoff cited 
several accessibility difficulties 
that disabled students had while 
commuting on campus. 

"There are blind students with­
out access to braille books; there 
are deaf students, all with varying 
degrees ofimpairment," Waldhoff 
stated in his report. 

"I think it's important that the 
Faculty Senate has addressed 
this issue. It won't become a 
dead issue and it will continue 
to grow," he added. 

Waldhoff said the resolutions 

seemed to have made the cam­
pus community more conscious 
of the many road blocks that 
exist on campus for disabled 
students. 

"I think that all of the campus 
in general is more aware that the 
university is not very accessible 
to disabled students," Waldhoff 

· said. "Now that awareness is 
higher maybe some more 
actions can be taken." 

"I think it (the resolution) is 
something the Faculty Senate 
needed to do," said Shirley Von 
Bokel, Student Senate member. 
"Granted that we don't have the 
funding, maybe down the road 
the university will implement 
some of the suggestions (given 

in the resolutions)." 
Bokel is also a member of the 

disability service coordinator 
screening committee, which was 
formed this fall to search for a 
coordinator to address the needs 
and concerns of the disabled on 
campus. 

"The coordinator is someone 
the students can go to with their 
problems," Von Bokel said. 
"She's sort of like a counsel or." 

The coordinator is in the pro­
cess of being selected, said Jon 
Laible, dean of the College of 
Liberal Arts and Science and 
chair of the committee. "The 
research committee has inter­
viewed three people and have 
made a recommendation to Shir-

ley Moo.re, dean of academic 
development, who the coordina­
tor would report to," Laible 
said. 

Laible said the names of the 
three women interviewed by the 
committee, which the committee 
has already recommended, will 
not be released until Moore 
makes her selection and the 
individual accepts the position. 

Laible said if a disabled stu­
dent was in a situation where 
they could not reach a second 
floor class, th~ student would 
report to the coordinator and the 
class would be moved to a lower 
floor.

tions. 
However, one issue that we have not been 

able to effectively cover is what effects a 
possible faculty strike would have on Eastern. 

Not just how it will affect the students but 
the university as a whole. 

We have tried to gain some solid answers 
both from Eastern ' s administration, the 
Board of Governors and the union, but due 
to contract negotiations, we have been 
unable to gain the specific answers that we 
all need. 

Will students receive full graded credit for 
their courses this semester? Will the univer­
sity be able to continue operating with some 
of its faculty striking? How many faculty will 
walk with the union? 

The News is continually working to dispel 
rumors and gain some answers that would 
ease all our concerns. 

The answers simply have not been there. 
However, it is our g_oal to provide answers as 
they become available. 

In a statement released Thursday by BOG 
Chancellor Thomas Layzell, he stated, "In the 
event of a faculty walkout, students at 
Chicago State, Eastern, Governors State, 
Northeastern and Western Illinois University 
will not lose credits for (the fall semester) 
due to a strike." Layzell continued " ... but 
we are prepared to deal with the issue of 
grades if normal operations are no longer 

Strike: Students need some solid answer 
It's time for some answers. 
For over two months mem­

bers of the Board of Governors 
and the ·university Professionals 
of Illinois have been negotiating 
a new faculty contract and to 
date the two groups have yet to 
settle. 

Last Thursday members of 
the UPI barganinig unit broke 
off talks with the BOG and 
requested mediation. 

This seems to me like anoth- Ann 
er step closer to a faculty strike Gill 
for Eastern and the four other ------­
BOG schools, which include 
Western, Governors State, Northeastern and 
Chicago State Universities. 

And with talk of a faculty strike, rumors from stu­
dents and faculty a like have been floating around 
as to what will happen if there is a faculty walkout. 

Over the past few weeks some of those rumors 
have been put to rest with answers such as the one 
provided by the administration saying, "we will try 
to meet the needs of our students by keeping the 
instuition open and operating as far as possible." 

But what does as far as possible mean? 
What if the teachers are walking the picket line 

and are not in the class room. What are the stu­
dents supposed to do? 

It has been said that the administration will fill in 
for those faculty who are not in the classroom. 

First of all, are there enough administrators to fill 
in for striking faculty and can the administrators 
handle their regular duties as well as teaching class­
es? 

Will the teachers be in contact with the adminis­
trators so that there is open communication as to 
what is being taught in the class rooms? 

Personally, I don't see how the administration 
can handle all of the additional demands that will 
put on them. 

The important issues are that the teachers are 
underpaid and need increased salaries and benefits 
to put them in the · ranks with other colleges and 
university instructors, but as students we go to col­
lege for an education and that should be the main 
priority at this university and we need some 
answers to how a faculty strike will effect our edu­
cation. 

We have had no luck in gaining information from 
the administration on how all of this effects us as 
students. 

The students at Western have heard from their 
administration on what will happen if there is a

Though the automatic checker 
brings students through the line 
quicker and keeps better count 
of students meals, it has caused 
problems for food service emp­
loyers, according to senior John 

Spicher, a food service employ-
ee. 

"It seems like we run out of 
food more, like there are more 
people," Spicher said. 

In the future housing office 
plans to use the cards as keys for 
the residence halls as well as a 
system 'where the card can be 
used as a credit card, which 
would allow students to buy 
items in campus stores and 
vending machines, Hencken 
said. 

Although this sounds risky 
because of the possibility of stu­
dents with bad credit, the stu­
dents can only spend as much as 
they put into their account. 

"If a student doesn't have the 
money in his account, then a red 
light will go on the machines and 
they will not be able to make a pur­
chase," Hencken said. 

Eastern students 
return to high school

Eastern students Susan Bur­
roughs and Jennifer Harte, both of 
the psychology club, took a trip 
back to their pre-college days 
Wednesday as they fielded ques­
tions from area high school and 
junior high students. 

"It's definitely very interesting," 
said Burroughs, a senior and psy­
chology club president. 'That's not 
to say that I'm an expert. There 
were parents there wh0- talked, and 
it was really neat hearing the expe­
riences." 

The questioning, part of a six­
person panel discussion entitled 
"Because I Love You: Parents Who 
Worry," was all incorporated with 
the Teens in Touch Program. 
Sponsored by Citizens Against 
Child Abuse, Teens in Touch was a 
day of workshops that attempted to 
raise the awareness of local 
teenagers in areas such as teen 
pregnancy, sexually transmitted dis­
eases, self-esteem and child abuse. 

The event was co-sponsored by 
the Psychology Club and took 
place Wednesday in the-Martin 
Luther King Jr. University Union. 

The purpose of the panel was for 
panelists like Burroughs and Harte 
could give the high school students 
their views on why parents have 
certain views and why they try to 
enforce them. 

Along with Burroughs and 
Harte, Terry Clark of the Wesley 
United Methodist Church, Al 
Krietemeier of the Charleston 
Junior High, Mark Novak of the 
States Attorney's Office and 
Christy Kronk of Sarah Bush­
Lincoln Health Center were present 
for the discussion, which lasted 
approximately two bouts. 

The junior high and high school 
students were split into two groups, 
the first, high school students at 9-
10 a.m. and the second at 10-11 

a.m. Each student answered the 
questions, "What rules do your par­
ents have that you don't like?", 
"How can they change the rules?" 
and "Why do you think they have 
rules?" The panel would then 
respond to any question the groups 
had. 

"I was nervous as to what I was 
going to say," Harte said. "But I felt · 
I had insight because I was older." 

Some of the questions asked by 
the area youths were, "Why do we 
have curfews?," "Why can't we 
date before we are 16?" and "Why 
do we have to do chores?" 

"I felt old," Burroughs said. "I 
saw my parents' side and their rea­
soning behind rules and having to 
follow rules. I felt strange because 
I'm at a transition where I can see 
tne (aoOlescents ') point and tlie 
point of view of my parents. I felt 
kind of in the middle." 

"When I was younger I was in 
their shoes and I didn't like rules, 
chores and stuff like that," Harte 
said. "Now being older I can look 
at them and see why (our parents) 
had these rules. They (students) 
need to wait about four years and 
they'll understand." 

But for Burroughs, the biggest 
difference she saw was the split in 
the way the two groups of students 
acted, with the high school students 
showing the benefit of their extra 
years. 

"My biggest reaction was there 
was such a big difference in the 
two groups," Burroughs said. 
"There was a big difference in the 
questions they asked and their 
attention spans. The junior high 
studentw were less attentive; they 
were playing tic- tac- toe, throw­
ing things and talking. They had 
to separate some boys in the back 
from .each other. · 

"They (high school students) 
didn't care too much," Burroughs 
added. "But they didn't make 
trouble; they just listened."

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Job search service goes 'off line'

The College Job Line, a job­
search phone service, has become 
a 900 number casualty because of 
the bad reputation 900 numbers 
have hailed. 

The service, which was report­
ed on by the Daily Eastern News 
Nov. 4, went off line Nov. l 
because of the continuing shift in 
900 number regulations through­
out the country, according to Stan 
Rauch, vice president of New 
Frontiers Inc. 

"The 900 numbers have been 
abused by the porno people," 
Rauch said. "There are not too 
many people offering legitimate 
services." 

Created by New Frontiers Inc., 
College Job Line was a 900 
phone service connecting college 
seniors to a daily list of job open­
ings throughout the nation for 
$1.49 a minute. The service 

would break the job down in sub-. 
jects and geography. 

According to Rauch, stringent 
regulations was the reason for the 
downfall of the Palatine-based 
service, with many of the lines 
being blocked off in most states. 

"In the last 30 days there has 
been some new legislation that 
has brought new criteria," Rauch 
said. "Any job lines are being 
blocked in every state in the 
country with the exception of I 0 
states. Because of those actions, 
we took our service down." 

Since the conception of the 900 
number almost two years ago, 
countermeasures· such as 900 
number lock outs on phones_, 
restrictions in some areas and 
restrictions in the type of service 
offered have been implemented. 

The loss of the service upset 
Rauch, as he claimed the service 
was truly .doing some good th­
roughout the country.

Paul McCarney' s other significant release in the past 
month is the world-wide release. of Choba B CCCP -
The Russian Album. 

In 1988, The Russian Album was released solely in 
the Soviet Union in a limited-edition format of 500,000 
copies (in vinyl, no less) as an offering of musical peace 
from the Western world. Its re-release, in part, celebrates 
the ending of the Cold War as much as it attempts to sat­
isfy the legions of devout McCartney followers voracious 
and unending appetites. 

The Russian Album returned McCartney to the six.­
string that he wielded before the departure of original 
Beatie bassist Stu Sutcliffe. Paul also returns to the ver­
sions of all those rock and roll anthems that moved 
McCartney to pick up the guitar for the first time. The 
album is entirely compiled of covers that range from Fats 
Domino to Eddie Cochran to Sam Cooke to Leadbelly. 

Recorded in only two days, McCartney provides a look 
back at the legends that inspire him even today. T earned 
with Chris Whitten (his current skinsman), Mick Green on 
the guitar, and Mick Gallager on the on the piano, 
McCartney & Co. kept rehearsal to the bare minimum 
and recorded 14 tracks that capture the simple, yet liber­

Oratorio's biggest conflict arises in the sixth move­
ment, where Shanty marries to a woman whose position 
in the workplace is above his own. In a fatuous display of 
male ego, Shanty dismisses his wife who has been trying 
to explain that she is pregnant. His wife storms out -
only to be struck down by a car - leaving Shanty at her 
bedside pleading to God for her life. 

The story of Shanty's !if e and his ordeals - the exis­
tence of God, his father's mortality, and his own self 
worth - are complemented beautifully in the score. 
Oratorio winds through several repeating melodies which 
perfectly reflect the emotion conveyed through the libret­
to. The ironic highlight in Oratorio is the superb perfor­
mance by the Liverpool Cathedral Choristers. The solos 
by Shanty as a young boy (sung by Jeremy Budd) and 
the boys chorus that echoes him can only be described as 
otherworldly. McCartney's superb vision is also his retri­
bution. McCartney auditioned for the Liverpool Cathedral 
Choir at the age of 11, and was turned down. It's fitting 
that he's directing the same choir at age 49. 

Together, these latest releases by the former Beatie 
once deemed "the cute one" demonstrate McCartney's 
ability to adapt, to thrive in different genres of the infinate 
music continuum, and above all else to entertain. When 
that day comes that McCartney joins Lennon, Cochran, 
Bach, Holly, Tchaikovsky, and the rest of those best 
known for writing and playing for the world, perhaps 
someone may remember that even though Paul 
McCartney never learned to read music, he wrote songs 
for everyone. And Paul McCartney's Liverpool 
Oratorio and Choba B CCCP will go down in music his­
tory books as further proof that the music was damn 
good.

Al Pacino, America's quintessential 

thinking-man's tough guy, plays the 
role of Johnny, a recently-paroled 
forger who has a natural aptitude for 
the kitchen. He takes on the job as a 
short-order cook at a classically 
depicted New York City diner which 
is where he meets Frankie, a waitress 
with a tough exterior, but a tender, 
lonely soul, played by Michelle 
Pfeiff er, and here is where the story 
begins. 

The courtship between this unlike­
ly couple continues through a series 
of twists and turns in their shared 
lives at the diner. Existing within the 
ever- present circumstances of death, 
sex, business and everyday survival in 
the city, it is indeed incredible - to a 
point of sicl5.eningly incredible - that 
their tel~ticm~hip 1 g~9~s from a sin­
gle-sided infatuation into a full-bodied 
mutual sharing.

Threats said. "People want to hear that 
on Friday. They hear dance music, and it 
gets them all rewed up for the evening. " 

The format also fits in well with the 
overall goals of WEIU , according to 
WEIU-FM adviser Joe Heumann. 

"We're committed to bring new alter­
native music to east central Illinois ," 
Heumann said . "Obviously hip-hop, 
industrial post-modern dance stuff is not 
played anywhere else (in this area) but by 
us. It works out pretty well and people 
apparently like the music." 

The idea for Beatbox began in August 
1989, as Craven - formerly "Vanilla 
Wafer" - and former WEIU D.J.s Drew 
Daniel and Alfonso Mitchell attempted to 
bring an industrial dance show to the sta­
tion 's format , featuring groups such as 
Nitzer Ebb, New Order and Ministry. 

"It was one format the station didn't 

have," Craven explained. "At the station 
we didn't have any dance music. We 
didn't get to play it"during our regular 
rock show; it didn't fit. We got the show 
on Friday nights. The show that we 
bumped was the contemporary jazz 
show. On Friday from six to nine there 's 
not much of" an audience to listen to 
jazz." 

But the industrial show almost immedi­
ately began to fade way as the trio of 
prime-time hosts began to incorporate 
rap and house records. 

"As we started the show we integrated 
more of the rap and hip hop and more 
of the house music too," Craven said. 
"We kept industrial for the first year, but 
we weren't getting a good enough supply 
of music. It was dying out. There was not 
much of an audience for it." 

The lineup for the format works as 
Sherman, Threats and Vance alternate 
for the first two hours, opening with rap 

and maintaining it from 6 to 8 p .m. After 
that, Craven comes on the air to close 
out the last hour of the show with the 
house/hip hop format. 

"It's a slightly different format because 
there's a lot of mixing going on ," 
Heumann said . "People are trying to 
come up with half-hour dance music and 
half-hour dance mixes. It's different than 
our other formats because it showcases 
one kind of sound. It's pretty challenging 
for the D.J.s. " 

"It's a challenging show to do so 
because there's so much new music com­
ing out in hip-hop," Sherman said. "We 
have to be on the ball to come out with 
the new stuff. We really like to play the 
new music, so that makes it all the more 
challenging." 

Although personality in a D .J. is usual­
ly down played as opposed to spinning 
records, Threats admitted a sparkle from 
the D .J .s every now and then gives the 

show an added boost. 
"We also get across a little personal 

but not much at all," Threats said. "1

Garden offers interns experience

The Chicago Botanic Garden is now accepting 
applications for their 1992 internship program, 
which is offered to college students and to those 
who have graduated within the last two years. 

Intern-coordinator Cynthia Baker said the gar­
den has had this program for about 14 years, tak­
ing students from not orily the United States but 
overseas as well. 

"There are usually about 20-25 students in the 
program at one time, which consists of a minimal 
three-month intern period to a 12-month maxi­
mum period," Baker said. 

Depending on when the internship takes place -
winter or summer - the students rotate every two 
weeks to a different area of concentration to learn 
all aspects of what goes on within the botanical 
garden, she added. 

"The students put in over 40-hour work weeks 
doing almost the exact same work that the perma­
nent staff does," Baker said. 

Besides working in the botanical garden, 

interns also work with greenhouse and nursery 
production, urban horticulture, education, 
research and conservation and public garden 
administration, she noted. 

"There are also specialized internships avail­
able in horticulture therapy, conservation ecology, 
integrated pest management, graphic arts and pub­
lic relations," Baker said. "The only requirements 
are that one's major must be in the field that is 
being applied for. 

"There are about 40-45 staff members at 
Chicago Botanic Garden with about 30-35 percent 
of them previous interns," Baker added. 

Baker also said about 85 percent of the interns 
remain in jobs related to their field, largely due to 
the experience they gain throughout the internship 
program. 

"The internships are great to-give a student that 
first job experience and a chance for career explo­
ration," she added.

INGLEWOOD, Calif. (AP) -
Magic Johnson said he had test­
ed positive for the AIDS virus 
and retired from pro basketball 
Thursday, shocking the sports 
world and lea".ing it without one 
of its true superstars. 

In 12 sparkling seasons, 
Johnson showed the world a new 
way to play basketball and 
helped turn the pro game into 
the biggest sports success story 
of the 1980s. 

Both he and his doctors 
stressed that he did not have 
AIDS, a disease of the immune 
system for which there is no 
known cure. Both also said that, 
while Johnson 's playing days 
were over, he was far from 
through. 

"I plan on going on living for 
a long time and I guess now I 
can enjoy some of the other 
sides of living," Johnson said at 
a news conference.

"Magic" - Johnson led the 
Angeles Lakers to to five 
titles and helped lift the lea 
to unprecedented success.
