Much to its surprise, in July, 1957, the little town of
Sullivan, Illinois became the home of a “live’ stage
theatre. Guy S. Little, Jr., native of Sullivan, opened the
old Grand movie house with a "“Summer Of Musicals’’
which began with “‘Brigadoon‘’, Determination and an
interesting schedule that first year established that Mr,
Little was going to bring theatre art to Central Illinois,
come what may! The first season continued with
“WONDERFUL TOWN", "“ROBERTA, "“KISS ME
KATE", “SONG OF NORWAY", “CALL ME MADAM",
“WISH YOU WERE HERE", “FINIAN‘S RAINBOW"
and “GUYS AND DOLLS". In 1962, two straight plays
were incorporated into the season’s schedule, "THE
TUNNEL OF LOVE" and “THE GLASS
MENAGERIE",

Although Mr. Little was ‘‘new’’ in the position of being
a producer, his educational and working background
prepared him well for the purpose. While at the
University of Miami, he spent three seasons with the

famed Miami Opera Guild, appearing in support of
leading Metropolitan Opera singers. While still in high
school, he completed three seasons as a performer and
technician at leading theatres in the East. Now, after
Sixteen years, he has become a pivotal influence in the
world of professional stock theatre and in the lives of
hundreds of young theatre-minded aspirants, He has
brought one hundred and elghty one major productions to
Central Illinois audiences, From a total attendance in
1957 of 8,000, 1972 brought nearly 100,000 patrons to The
Little Theatre-On The Square!

In addition to casting, staffing and producing all of the
productions at The Little Theatre-On The Square, Mr.
Little has presented musicals on tour throughout the
Mid-west and has served as producer at the Sombrero
Playhouse in Phoenix and the Piccolo Playhouse in
Joliet, This past winter, Mr, Little served as Production
Stage Manager at the Coconut Grove Playhouse In
Miami for three months, working with Howard Keel,
Frank Gorshin, Hume Cronyn, Jessica Tandy, and
Shelley Winters. 1973 marks Mr. Little’s 22nd year of
working in professional theatre.

In February and March each year, the busy producer
auditions and interviews over four hundred people for
performing talent and staff positions in New York,
Chicago and Sullivan, Approximately one hundred and
fifty of these are apprentice applicants out of which
twenty to thirty are selected for professional training in
Sullivan in all phases of theatre, Only the most ex-
perienced and talented staff heads are engaged to assist
in training the young apprentice company each season,

Although Mr, Little occasionally appears In a
production, little does the general public know the
‘behind-the-scene’ story about this energetic man, He
assists in all areas of the theatre, giving a helping hand in
any and all departments. He might be seen working at
his desk a few moments before a performance, greeting
patrons as the doors are opened, taking orders on the box
office phones, sewing the last minute touches on a
costume, putting on make-up for a walk.on part in the
show, dashing home to put some delectable dish together
for later in the evening for the star and company after
the show, taping a radio or television Interview or one of
a hundred other things!

Mr, Little has been blessed with a family, mother,
father, wife and children who are all talented in varied
flelds. Mr, Little, Sr., actually is a Farm Manager
although, he laughingly refers to himself as ‘a.dollar-a-
year-man’’ as he goes about the duties of business
manager for the theatre, Mrs, Little, Sr. has appeared in
several earlier productions as well as handling the duties
of box office manager. Jerili Little has appeared in over
sixty productions at The Little Theatre.-On The Square
and is acclaimed in other leading theatres for starring
roles, Vanessa has held her professional Actors’ Equity
Card for seven years and has appeared in many Sullivan
productions and Sean has also been In many of the major
shows and Children’s Theatre productions.

Each season as the curtain rises on THE opening night
of the year, Guy S, Little, Jr. receives applause after his
personal welcoming message to the first-nighters but, as
he accepts this applause, he Is also applauding his loyal
patrons for making his theatre a success for the past
sixteen years!

Who's Who in the Cast

LESLEY WARREN (Irma La Douce, A Poule) is a rare com-
bination of multi-talents who first came into national fame as the
beguiling, innocent Cinderella of the Richard Rodgers - Oscar
Hammerstein television special. Her portrayal of Galatea, the
statue brought to life by the sculptor, Pygmalion, in the ribald
play, Metamorphosis at Los Angeles Music Center showed her to
the public as a seethingly sensual actress.

As a young child. Miss Warren was always interested in theatre
and studied singing and dancing for years. Although the teachers
at her high school’s performing arts department were not en-
thusiastic about accepting her, at the age of fourteen, she won the
ingenue lead in the National Company of Bye, Bye Birdie. Her
parents. however, would not allow her to accept because of her
youth. A short time later, she won out over 300 other girls for the
second female lead in the hit musical, 170 In The Shade. While
appearing in this production, Richard Rodgers selected her as the
perfect Cinderella and the critics concurred after seeing the musi-
cal televised for the first time. Cinderella has now become a TV
perennial favorite.

Playing heavy drama opposite John Payne in the play, A Sign Of

Affection and with Elliott Gould in the musical, Drat, The Cat
brought personal rave reviews. In addition to her regular role on
Mission Impossible, she has appeared in a series of guest spots on
TV shows including Gunsmoke, Dr. Kildare, Merv Griffin, Don
Knotts, Carol Burnett, Mike Douglas, Mod Squad, LoveAmerican
Style.and Jackie Gleason. Walt Disney took an interest in her also
and cast her in his hit musicals, The Happiest Millionaire and The
One And Only, Genuine Family Band. Some of her movies for
television are Seven In Darkness, Love, Hate, Love and Assign-
ment: Munich. Miss Warren next will be appearing around the
country in the musical version of Gone With The Wind as Scarlet
O'Hara.

Miss Warren and her husband, owner of a chain of hair salons
and clothing shops, live in Malibu, California with their son,
Christopher.

ED EVANKO (Nestor-Le-Fripe, a Law Student) was an instant hit
with Sullivan audiences in his first role as Johann Strauss, Jr. in
the 1971 production of The Grear Waltz and in last season's role
of Bobby in Company. The Canadian-born actor made a spec-
tacular Broadway debut opposite Sandy Duncan in Canterbury
Tales and won a Theatre World Award for his performance. New
York appearances include Leaves Of Grass and Love Me, Love My
Children. Mr. Evanko is well known on his native CBC TV net-
work. BBC in England and ITV in Wales for his appearances in
variety and dramatic shows. Some of his stock theatre perform-
ances in this country include both Mame and Forty Carats with
Janis Paige, Meet Me In St. Louis with Jane Powell. Damn
Yankees with Van Johnson, Plain And Fancy with Margaret
Whiting. The King And I with Darren McGavin and Cyrano de
Bergerac with Tom Poston. Since leaving Sullivan last season, he
was featured in a musical revue, Jump For Joy at Pheasant Run
Playhouse in St. Charles, Illinois, made a pilot for the CTV
network in Canada and appeared on numerous other TV shows for
CBC-TV, Canada.
