Group calls for increase 
in Coke, Pepsi boycott

The Haiti Connection 
decided Thursday that 
increasing awareness and 
gaining local support will be 
the next steps in their boy­
co tt against A.E. Staley 
Manufacturing Co. 

"We want people who real­
ly know the issue and want 
to be involved to sign the 
postcards," Chairman Chris 
Hoster said at the group's 
meeting Thursday night. "We 
don't just want peo ple for 
their signatures." 

Members have decided on 
a mixture of protesting and 
taJking to different organiza­
tions that will include a 
phone demonstration, setting 
up informational tables and 

blanketing the area with let­
ters and fliers. 

The Haiti Connecti on 
called for a boycott last week 
to support locked-out work­
ers at AE. Staley in Decatur. 
The plant locked out 763 of 
its workers on June 27, 1993. 

A.E. Staley produces a 
com sweetener used by Coca­
Cola and Pepsico Inc. for 
their beverages, thus the 
rationale for boycotting the 
two companies. 

Members said their next 
step will be to involve recog­
nized student organizations 
and campus labor unions. 
They hope to get the groups 
involved by this fall. 

Among the groups target­
ed for support will be the 
University Professionals of 
Illinois and other civil ser-

vice unions. 
"It is a huge task that will 

take a lot of time," Hoster 
said. "We d on't have that 
time right now. We hope to 
approach some organizations 
that members are involved in 
now, but the full-fledged tar­
geting of (recognized student 
organizations) and unions 
will be in the fall." 

The Haiti Connection also 
hopes to meet next week 
with Jody Horn, director of 
dining services, to try and 
get food services to join the 
boycott. The juice machines 
in Taylor and Thomas resi­
dence halls are owned by 
Coca-Cola.

Rec center fee hike

Bill sets end of 
BOG for Jan. 1 

According to a proposed 
bill in the Illinois Legis­
lature, the effective date of 
termination for the Board of 
Governors will remain Jan. 
1, 1996. 

However, Sangamon State 
University, a Board of 
Regents school, will be gov­
erned by the University of 
Illinois at Champaign begin­
ning July 1 of this year. 

Senate Bill 718, co-draft­
ed by Sen. Ralph Dunn, R­
DuQuoin, and Stan Weaver, 
R-Urbana , requ ests the 
effective date of termination 
for Sangamon State, one of 
the three BOR schools, be 
moved up from Jan. 1, 1996 
to July 1. 

Under legislation approv­
ed earlier this year, the five 
BOG schools and remaining 
two BOR schools will be 
eliminated in Janu ary. 
Individual boards of trustees 
will be created for the seven 
universities in the two sys­
tems. 

If the bill passes, Sang­
amon State will become the 
University of Illinois at 
Springfield in July. 

The bill currently is 
awaiting its first reading by 
the Senate's Higher Edu­
cation Committee when the 
Senate returns to spring 
session on April 18.

It isn't often that a group of Illinois' most talented public high school 
band members get the chance to perfonn under the directorship of 
one of this country's finest conductors and composers. 

James Curnow, a widely acclaimed conductor, clinician and prize­
winning composer, will grace Eastern's campus to direct the 1 9th 
annual Honor Band tonight. 

This will be a return visit by Curnow, who has been involved with the 
Honor Band twice before. 

"There are some (conductors) that are so good that they warrant a 
return," said Richard Barta, coordinator of the Honor Band. 

"His charismatic ways will create a memorable event for the students. He has a unique 
insight to music which enables the students to play with great enthusiasm," said Joseph 
Manfredo, the director of bands. 

In recognition of the University's Centennial Celebration, fonner Eastern director of 
bands, Bruce Moss, commissioned Curnow to compose a work specifically for �rfor­
mance of this year's Honor Band. 

Eastern's wind ensemble will perfonn Cumow's work, "Prelude and Celebration" at 7:30 
p.m. in the Dvorak Concert Hall of the Doudna Fine Arts Building.

Barta are in charge of selecting about 100 of 
approximately 200 applicants to be members of 
the non-competitive Honor Band. 

The selection process is based on the recom­
mendations and nominations of downstate Illi­
nois high school band directors and the extent 
of the nominee' s  participation in district and 
state instrumental music activities . 

Manfredo said the band directors are required 

to critique their nominee in the areas of tone 
quality, technique and musicianship . 

"It is an opportunity for a lot of students who 
come from relatively small public schools to play 
in a complete and quality high school band situ­
ation, "  Barta said . 

Some of the students may come from very 
small bands and have never experienced playing 
in a band which contains all of the instrument 
families, Barta explained. 

"For many of these students, it' s  one of the 
only opportunities they get to play in a com­
plete band . "  

Although the members o f  the Honor Band 
will be familiar with the piece of music they will 
be playing in advance, the band as a whole will 
only practice for one day. 

Today, the band will rehearse during three 
sessions, pausing only for meals and one break. 
After a consistent five hours of rehearsal and the 
Wind Ensemble's 7 : 30 p.m. performance, The 
Honor Band will perform for the public in the 
Dvorak Concert Hall .

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No 'Tank' you 
Tank Girl 's  worn plot 
barely treads water

When you don't have a coherent enough plot to 
sustain a film, heap on the style and pray to all that 
are holy that the audience won't notice. 

great use of still animation from the "Tank Girl" 
comic books. The still shots frequently mark scene 
changes and lend the movie some of the comic's cult 
credibility. 

This seems to be director Rachel T alalay' s philoso­
phy in bringing "Tank Girl" to life on the screen. For­
tunately for her, the ploy works - to an extent. 

Based on the cult comic of the same name, 'Tank 
Girl" is a sort of distaff "Mad Max. " After a comet 
strikes the earth leaving only desert, water is scarce, 
and most of it is controlled by a group called Water 
Power. 

And if the animation was indeed used to cover 
expensive action sequences, at least the money saved 
went to a worthwhile cause - the creation of the Rip­
pers, half-human, half-kangaroo warriors who team 
up with Tank Girl and fellow rebel Jet Girl {Naomi 
Watts) to overthrow the Water Power headquarters. 

Water Power is, of course, led by a maniacal bad 
guy with a British accent (the ever-sneering Malcolm 
McDowell, last seen popping off Capt. James Kirk in 
"Star Trek: Generations"), who will stop at nothing 
to obtain every last liter of liquid on the planet from 
the few straggling groups of loners still alive. 

The Rippers, created by ace creature designer 
Stan Winston of "Aliens" fame, are amazingly realis­
tic in their movements and appearance, and T alalay 
gets her money's worth out of them. 

In the end, though, neither the Rippers, nor Petty, 
nor even a riotous song-and-dance number of Cole 
Porter's "Let's Do It" are enough to hide the fact that 
"Tank Girl" is a movie without a direction. 

But the evil organization runs into some unexpect­
ed opposition from a fun-loving, hard-drinking punk 
named Rebecca (Lori Petty of "A League of Their 
Own") who vows revenge after Water Power troops 
execute her friends for their land and its water. 

Sure, the movie has plenty of laughs, gratuitous 
violence and a great soundtrack. But T alalay never 
manages to stylize the setting enough to win out over 
the lack of plot and characterization. 

The result is a cinematic comic book that's worth

minutes, Talalay ("Freddy's Dead: The Final Night­
mare") scraps any semblance of plot and just lets 
Rebecca, now as Tank Girl, kick some butt.

Sara McLachlan offers 
more than the same 
old song and data

From the beginning of her 
musical career, Sarah Mclachlan 
has be�n playing catch up. 

In 1985, she was approached 
at the . tender age of 1 7 by a 
recording company representative 
that heard her fronting a new­
wave band in her native Nova 
Scotia. But her parents, being 
protective as parents are prone to 
be, persuaded her �o wait a few 
years before letting the music 
industry sink its claws in her. 

Although her first albu m ,  
Touch, went gold in Canada, she 
failed to attain critical success in 
the United States until her third 
album released in 1994. 

Her most recent EP, The Free­
dom Sessions, marks the first time 
Mclachlan has been ahead of the 
game in more ways than one. 

The Freedom Sessions is a col­
lection of eight songs, the majori­
ty of which were first recorded on 
Fumbling Towards Ecstasy. How­
ever, the Fumbling versions were 
far different than the original con­
ceptions for the songs that actual­
ly started out as acoustic pieces. 

The Freedom liner notes 
explain that a simultaneous 
release of two separate discs was 
planned, but the more polished 
production of the electric versions, 

as opposed to the rather poorly 
produced acoustics, won out; and 
only one disc was released. 

Mclachlan refused to let the 
original versions fade away, and 
pursued an EP deal that would 
see the acoustics released as 
something more than glorified B­
sides. The result was extremely 
successful. 

Freedom shied away from re­
recording the overplayed "Posses­
sion" but did rework Mclachlan's 
most recent single " Good 
Enough, "  as well as "Hold On" 
and " Ice , " which captures 
Mclachlan's first attempt at con­
trolling a fully distorted electric gui­
tar with the dial at ten. 

What is most pleasing about 
these versions is the fact that the 
semi-unplugged format doesn't  
compete with Mclachlan' s vocals. 
Her inherently high, and some­
times airy voice tends to mix with 
and get lost in the synthesizers 
used on Fumbling. But the instru­
mentation of Freedom does more 
to showcase her rich , melodic 
tones than cover them up. 

The Freedom Sessions is good 
enough to stand on its own and 
also acts as a perfect compliment 
to Fumbling. But for Macintosh 
and IBM Windows users, the disc 
holds an extra treat. 

The first track on Freedom is 

actually an interactive CD-ROM 
multimedia presentation. Through 
the use of Quicktime video clips, 
audio and still pictures, users can 
listen to interviews with Mclach­
lan and the band , as well as 
research bios and tour informa­
tion. The program also includes a 
complete listenable discography 
which also shows the music 
videos. 

It aiso fOllows Mclachlan�s tiiJl. 
to Thailand and Cambodia as a 
plug for her favorite humanitarian 
organization, World Vision. And 
even though Arista takes the 
opportunity to hawk several 
screens worth of Mclachlan mer­
chandise, the user does have the 
option to skip that section. At its 
worst , the program is a thinly 
veiled catalog, but it also acts as a 
high-tech fanzine that ought to 
satisfy her fans '  voracious 
appetites for news. 

The popular music CD-ROM is 
nothing new. The technology was 
pioneered by artists like David 
Bowie, Lou Reed and Bob Dylan. 
But Mclachlan has jumped ahead 
of the pack because rather than 
being sold strictly as a computer 
program, the disc is marketed in 
music stores and the price is no 
higher than a normal audio disc. 

For the music industry, The 
Freedom Sessions has opened 
the door to an entirely new type 
of product that will change the 
way artists and record companies 
interact with listeners. For Sarah 
Mclachlan, it breaks new ground 
in arrangement and style that she 
set out to accomplish almost years 
ago. Maybe now that she's caught 
up, she can take a well deserved 
rest.

3. A M·, T-, W-, or R- prefix indicates whether the first class day of the week is Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, or 
Thursday. For example, M 800 indicates the scheduled time for the final examination in a class having its first 
class hour meeting of the week at 800 on Monday, R 1 900 is a class having its first class hour meeting of the 
week at 1 900 on Thursday, etc. 

4. Final examination periods indicated in the above schedule as "makeup/arranged" are to be used only in cases 
where: , 

a. The first class hour meeting of the week does not conform to one of these schedule patterns; 
b. The meeting lime of the class appears in the Semester Class Schedule as "ARR"; 
c. A student obtains an approved examination change. 

5. Final examinations in one semester hour courses may be given at the discretion of the instructor and, if given, 
should be scheduled for the last regular class meeting of the term. 

6. Final examinations in  courses numbered 4750 or above may be given at the discretion of the instructor and, if 
given, are to conform to the schedule patterns established herein. 

7. Final examinations are to be given in all courses unless specifically exempted under the provisions of #5 and/or 
#6 above, or by departmental recommendation. 

8. Students may not deviate from the published final examination schedule without prior approval of the instructor 
in accordance with guidelines monitored by the Vice President for Academic Affairs. 

9. Instructors may not deviate from the published final examination schedule without written approval of the 
Department Chair and the Dean of the College in accordance with guidelines monitored by the Vice President 
for Academic Affairs.
