James Tidwell, Faculty Senate vice
chair, said members of the zoology and
botany departments met over the week-
end to see if they could come to an
agreement regarding the motion.

“I’m not real sure what will happen,”
Tidwell said. “I know they met this
weekend to iron things out. I guess we
will find out the outcome of that meet-
ing on Tuesday and then vote on the
situation.”

The proposed School of Biological
Sciences would combine the botany
and zoology departments into one pro-

Also included in the school are the
programs: environmental biology, med-
ical technology and health professions,
biological sciences with teacher certifi-
cation, and the master’s degree pro-
grams in biological sciences and educa-
tion/biological sciences.

The first item scheduled to be dis-
cussed Tuesday is the status of the
international programs and off-campus
programs.

Brian Bolter, associate dean of the
Graduate School and International
Programs, and William Hine, dean of
the School of Adult and Continuing
Education, are scheduled to give an
update on their individual programs.

Tidwell said the Council of Chairs is
again tentatively scheduled to present
their report regarding Eastern’s consti-
tutional planning process.

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Cambodlan leader calls for peace

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia (AP) — A newly
returned opposition chief led thousands of marchers
Sunday in Cambodia’s largest demonstration in
years, urging an end to the blood-soaked nation’s
chronic political violence.

For Sam Rainsy, it was a peaceful, sometimes joy-
ous repeat of a march that ended in disaster last
spring, when a grenade attack killed 16 protesters
and wounded more than 100 others, including Sam
Rainsy.

Sunday’s procession tripled in size as it wound
through the capital’s suburbs, drawing in disabled
soldiers and saffron-clad monks among the
marchers. At times, supporters bounced the opposi-
tion leader on their shoulders.

At the climax, about 3,000 Cambodians clapped
and chanted, “Peace! Peace! Peace!” Sam Rainsy —
who returned to Cambodia last week for the first

time since an armed coup this summer — urged
Cambodia’s warring factions to call a cease-fire.

He appealed to all politicians to “compromise and
to resolve all national issues by peaceful means.” In
July, Second Premier Hun Sen ousted First Premier
Prince Norodom Ranarridh, ending four years of rel-
ative peace in a country wracked by violence since
1970.

Ranarridh and many of his followers remain in
exile or in remote border areas, where they are bat-
tling Hun Sen’s forces.

Sam Rainsy gathered considerable popular sup-
port as an independent critic of the Hun Sen-
Ranarridh coalition government, accusing it of
widespread corruption and human rights abuses.

Sunday’s march was the largest in Cambodia since
1993, the year of the elections that installed the
doomed coalition.

Oil firm deals with Afghanistan

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No final agreements are expect-
ed during the trip, Mutta Wakil, a
spokesman for the Islamic Taliban,
said Sunday by telephone from
Kandahar in southern Afghanistan.

“They are just going to Texas to
talk. If any agreements are
reached, they will be signed in
Afghanistan,” he said.

The Taliban is at the center of
fierce competition between

Unocal Corp. and the Argentinean
oil company Bridas over rich gas
reserves in the former Soviet
republic of Turkmenistan, which
some estimate at 94 trillion cubic
feet.

For months, Bridas and Unocal
have been courting the Taliban for
rights to run the pipeline from
Turkmenistan, through Taliban ter-
ritory and into Pakistan, which is

The Taliban says it is waiting
for the best deal, but that whoever
begins construction first is most
likely to win the Taliban’s support,
Wakil said.

Bridas is offering the Taliban
roads and schools if it signs on
with them.

First African-American astronaut receives
posthumous honors from N.A.S.A. Sunday

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — Thirty years to
the day after his death in an Air Force plane crash,
Maj. Robert Lawrence Jr. is being recognized as a
full-fledged astronaut, the first black astronaut, in
fact.

His sister refuses to dwell on the long bureaucratic
struggle to get her brother’s name carved into the
four-story granite monument that honors astronauts
killed in the line of duty.

“The recognition is appropriate whenever it
comes,” said Barbara Lawrence, a university admin-
istrator in New York.

Lawrence’s son is less charitable.

While gratified that his father’s name finally is on
the Astronauts Memorial Foundation’s Space Mirror,
Tracey Lawrence had no intention of attending
Monday’s dedication ceremony because of “the
antagonism, or what might appear to be antagonism,
on the part of the board of directors.”

“They refused to recognize him. What do they call
it? It was really unanimous refusal to recognize him
for a period of years,” Tracey Lawrence said last
week from Chicago, where he runs a philosophical
organization. “The folks in the family have suffered a
lot through the years because of this ongoing circle of
non-recognition.”

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Minorities underpaid in Senate

WASHINGTON (AP)
Minority staff members in the
Senate are paid less than their white
counterparts, according to a con-
gressional study released Sunday.

The average pay for black staff
members dropped in 1997. A
report by the Congressional
Management Foundation, a non-
partisan group funded by corpora-
tions, found that black Senate
employees earned 76 cents for
every dollar earned by their white
counterparts. In 1993, they made
83 cents per dollar.

The average pay for Hispanic
staff workers increased this year,
but was still considerably lower
than white members. Hispanics
earned 85 cents for every dollar
whites earned in 1997; they earned
75 cents per dollar in 1993.

Asians and Native Americans,
who were grouped collectively in
the report, made up less than 2.8

Reno threatened with

WASHINGTON (AP)
Republicans threatened Attorney
General Janet Reno with con-
tempt of Congress on Sunday
over her decision to forego an
independent counsel’s investiga-
tion of White House campaign
fund raising.

One GOP senator, Orrin Hatch
of Utah, said he’s asking FBI
director Louie Freeh to bypass
Reno, his boss, and investigate
allegations of Democratic impro-
priety in fund raising.

“I have no doubt that the
political appointees in the
department who have been influ-
encing her are doing nothing but
protecting the president,” Senate
Judiciary Committee chairman

The study attributed the pay dis-
parity to an overrepresentation of
minorities in lower paying jobs and
an underrepresentation in positions
that paid more. Ethnic minorities
comprise 13.6 percent of Senate
staff, but they hold only 4.6 percent
of the five top-paying positions in
Senate personal offices.

The report emphasized that the
salary disparities do not reflect a
different pay scale for employees
who have similar experiences and
qualifications — even if they are of
different races.

Jackie Parker, a senior legislative
assistant who has worked for Sen.
Carl Levin, D-Mich., since 1979,
said the current system of hiring
often depends on internal contacts.

“I don’t
want to get into quotas, I don’t
want to get into looking for blacks,
I’m just saying the pool ought to be
diverse, just as this country is
diverse. The staff up here should
look like America.” Democratic
offices tend to employ more
minorities than Republican offices,
according to the report.

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Bears beat out Buffalo Bills

CHICAGO (AP) — Booed even
on good plays by their own fans —
those who showed, anyway — the
Chicago Bears won despite the
unfriendly environment and their
own early mistakes.

Erik Kramer atoned for two
first-quarter interceptions by pass-
ing for 270 yards and two touch-
downs as the Bears rebounded
from a resounding Thanksgiving
loss to beat the Buffalo Bills 20-3
Sunday.

In losing for the fourth time in
five games, Buffalo (6-8) couldn’t
manage a touchdown against the
NFL’s most generous defense.
Chicago (3-11) has allowed 380
points, the most its 78-year histo-
ry, but played well enough to hold
the AFC’s lowest-scoring team to
159 yards.

After giving up at least 20
points in each of their first 11
games, the Bears have sandwiched
two solid defensive performances
— this game and a 13-7 victory
over Tampa Bay — around a 55-20
Thanksgiving loss at Detroit.

The Bears were bolstered by the
return of end Alonzo Spellman,
who missed the previous nine
games with a shoulder injury.
During Spellman’s absence, he
was suspended by the team for
refusing to undergo recommended
surgery and suspended by the
NFL for failing to take a steroid
test.

The league action is under
appeal, and Spellman said he has
since passed the test, but he still
was booed when his name was
announced after making a second-

quarter tackle. On the next play,
Bryan Cox was booed when cred-
ited for a sack; fans consider him
an overpaid troublemaker. Free-
agent bust Rick Mirer, making a
token appearance at quarterback,
also was booed.

Paid attendance of 66,944
included 27,160 no-shows, per-
haps fitting for two non-con-
tenders playing in freezing weath-
er at Soldier Field. It was the fans’
last chance to boo the Bears this
season because the two remaining
games are on the road. Chicago
finished 2-6 at home.

While Todd Collins was awful
all day for the Bills, consistently
missing open receivers and com-
pleting 13 of 32 passes for 138
yards, Kramer was outstanding
except for his early interceptions.

Rams win second
game of the year

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Nothing that the St. Louis Rams had
done this season showed they were prepared to make a three-touch-
down comeback in the fourth quarter.

Quarterback Tony Banks engineered the fourth-quarter rally,
throwing two touchdown passes to Isaac Bruce and handing off to
Jerald Moore for another score, giving the Rams their second
straight victory, 34-27 over the New Orleans Saints.

Banks completed 22 of 41 passes for 267 yards and three touch-
downs as the Rams (4-10) overcame four turnovers — two of which
the Saints converted into 10 points. Banks was also sacked five
times and intercepted once.

The Saints (5-9) led 20-13 going into the fourth quarter after Billy
Joe Hobert hit Andre Hastings for a 34-yard touchdown. It was the
first passing touchdown for the Saints in 27 quarters.

New Orleans, with the last-place offense in the NFL, stretched its
lead to 27-13 with 13:50 left when Hobert passed to Irv Smith for a
1-yard touchdown.

lllinl women’s team
cages Golden Eagles

CHAMPAIGN(AP) — Players usually do not need to be asked
twice to shoot the ball.

But for Illinois” Alicia Sheeler, some extra prodding from coach
Theresa Grentz was just the push she needed to score a career-high
33 points in a 99-86 win over Marquette on Sunday.

“She’s been harping on me all week — the whole time I've
known her — to go to the basket and take it hard,” Sheeler said.

“That’s what I did tonight because the more that I do it, the more
I realize that it is true — nobody can stop me.” Marquette certainly
did not have an answer for Sheeler as the junior finished 11-for-15
from the field and 11-for-14 from the free throw line. She also
grabbed nine rebounds — six offensive — to help the Illini to a deci-
sive 45-36 advantage on the boards.

“We even had a hand in her face and she was still knocking them
down,” Marquette coach Terri Mitchell said. “She was in a zone.”

Sheeler paced a balanced attack that saw six Illini score in dou-
ble figures. The Illini improved to 4-1 under Grentz and extended
their winning streak to 15 games at Huff Hall.

Marquette (4-2) was led by Lisa Oldenburg, who had a career-
high 29 points.

After the Illini had blitzed the visitors with 11 straight points in a
two-minute span, they appeared poised to run away early from the
Golden Eagles. But on the strength of Oldenburg’s 14 first-half
points, Marquette got back to take an 18-17 lead and remained
close until the break.

De La Hoya retains WBC title

ATLANTIC CITY, N.J. (AP) — For a while, Oscar
De La Hoya was thinking that maybe the Convention
Hall wasn’t the place to be.

Boxing’s golden boy was in his dressing room
when WBC super welterweight champion Terry
Norris and IBF junior middleweight champion Raul
Marquez were upset Saturday night.

“In the back of my mind I thought, “Wow! is this
the house of upsets?”” he said. “It was scary.” De La
Hoya then went out and dominated Wilfredo Rivera,
knocking down the Puerto Rican in the fourth round
and stopping him in the eighth to retain the WBC
welterweight title. A ringside physician suggested the
bout be stopped because of cut over Rivera’s right
eye from a ripping left hook in the second round.

It was an impressive performance by the unbeaten
De La Hoya, much to the delight of most of the
crowd of 11,221 in the home of the Miss America
pageant.

“It was just another learning experience, just anoth-
er step toward becoming a complete fighter,” De La
Hoya said. “Maybe one day I’ll give you a complete
professional, maybe in a couple of years.” De La
Hoya is to make a mandatory defense against Patrick
Charpentier of France on Feb. 28 at Las Vegas.

For Norris and Marquez, it was no night for cham-
pions.

Norris was knocked down in the eighth round and
stopped in the ninth by 7-1 underdog Keith Mullings,
who went into the fight with a 14-4-1 record, with

nine knockouts.

Marquez was bloodied and battered by Yory Boy
Campas of Mexico before the fight was stopped in
the eighth round.

“I got nothing to say,” Norris said. “I got a lot to
think about.” Norris can think about blowing a $4.5
million payday. He was supposed to relinquish the
154-pound title and then get what would have been
by far the biggest purse of his career for challenging
De La Hoya for the 147-pound title in June.

Promoter Bob Arum mentioned Mullings and
Campas as possible opponents for De La Hoya, but
they would have to drop to the welterweight division.

First, Mullings — who is billed as ““Brooklyn”
Keith Mullings although he lives in Fayetteville, N.C.
— must make a mandatory defense against Felix
Trinidad of Puerto Rico, the IBF welterweight cham-
pion.

Trinidad wants to fight De La Hoya, but he can’t
make the welterweight limit of 147 pounds, which
means he would have to wait until De La Hoya
moves up.

Ike Quartey, the WBA champion, is another possi-
ble opponent for De La Hoya. Arum also mentioned a
rematch with Pernell Whitaker, but not with a lot of
enthusiasm.

De La Hoya (27-0, 22 knockouts), a former junior
lightweight, lightweight and super lightweight cham-
pion, won the welterweight title on a unanimous but
controversial decision over Whitaker on April 12.
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Keenan heads back to St. Louis

ST. LOUIS (AP) — The man St.
Louis Blues fans loved to hate —
even before he was forced out —
is back. For one night only.

Mike Keenan, who came to the
Blues spouting rhetoric about
Stanley Cups and left after two
seasons last December with the
franchise in disarray, returns as
coach of the Vancouver Canucks
on Monday night.

Big game? Brett Hull, who sur-
vived the stormy period, insists
not.

“You know I have no
thoughts,” Hull said. “That was a
chapter in my life and the Blues’
life that is over now. I know I'm
glad it’s over and I'm sure he’s
glad it’s over.”

Hitting the old haunts is get-
ting to be old hat for Keenan,
who along with former Rangers
captain Mark Messier made a

similar reunion stop less than
three weeks ago in New York.
Messier was reduced to tears by
the tribute from fans who will
never forget his role in ending a
50-year Cup drought in 1994.
Then he scored shorthanded in a
Canucks victory.

The Messier subplot shifted the
focus from Keenan in that game.

But the reception figures to be
icy in St. Louis, where the memo-
ry of his failure is still fresh.

Fans never adjusted to his radi-
cal roster makeover, in which he
casually dealt off fan favorites
such as Brendan Shanahan and
Curtis Joseph and got little credit
for picking up young standout
defenseman Chris Pronger in the
Shanahan deal or reviving the
career of Grant Fuhr.

Not long into his stay,
Keenan’s mug stopped appearing

probable for the Tennessee State
game, Klein said.

Bowl-season polls

Michigan and Nebraska may
have perfect records, but the
Wolverines finished as the near
unanimous choice at No. 1 in The
Associated Press’ final regular-
season college football poll.

1), No. 9 Ohio State (10-2) and
No. 10 Kansas State (10-1).

In the USA Today/ESPN
coaches’ poll, the top five were
Michigan, Nebraska, Tennessee,
Florida State and North Carolina.

The Lady Panthers basketball
team lost a close game 59-55 to
the Boston University Terriers in
Saturday’s consolation game of
the Roger L. White Tournament
in Evanston.

Heading into the tournament
with a two-game winning streak,
Eastern has now lost two
straight with its record falling to
2-6 overall. On Friday, the Lady
Panthers scrapped with the host
Wildcats of Northwestern and
lost 81-51.

In the game for third place
