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I n yet another attempt to retain the botany,
environmental biology and zoology majors,
Kevin Franken, a senior environmental
biology and botany major, submitted a peti-

tion signed by 782 students to a subcommittee
of the Illinois Board of Higher Education.

Franken said he submitted the petition to the
IBHEÕs student advisory committee after he pre-
sented the petition to the Student Senate, along
with a resolution at the Feb. 3 meeting, which
the senate failed to pass. 

The resolution requested the Student Senate
ask the IBHE to reinstate the three majors,
which were consolidated into biological sci-

ences. The IBHE
already approved the
consolidation in July
and and the curriculum
for the major in
February, and Franken

is still pushing for student support in his fight to
retain the three majors.

FrankenÕs determination may be admirable,
but his strategy regarding gathering student sup-
port is wrong.

Franken said the student advisory committee
members asked Liz Halbert, vice president for
public affairs, to have Student Government
members collect comments from students who
signed the petition. 

When Student Government members did so,
one member learned that 16 of the 17 students
he talked to knew very little about the merger.

Student Senate Speaker Bill Gruen said many
students that signed the petition did not even
know about the merger, which made it invalid.

Halbert said the reason senate members did
not pass the resolution was because many stu-
dents were ÒmisleadÓ with the petition. 

Franken in turn took an ÒinvalidÓ petition to
the IBHE student advisory committee. A petition
in which 782 Eastern students signed, and many
did not even understand or know what they were
signing.

State Representative
urges people to vote

Those voters who participate in the
April 13 elections will be making
Illinois history. For the first time,
municipal officials, school board
members, community college trustees
and park districts and library district
officials will all be up for election on
the same day.

As the chief House sponsor of the
law that consolidated all these elec-
tions, my goal was to save property
tax payersÕ money and increase voter
participation in these traditionally very
low turnout elections. The cost savings
to the tax payers will be at least $3
million statewide and there most likely
will be a greater voter turnout.

Voters in more than 100 communi-
ties in the collar counties and down-
state will also have the opportunity to

express their opinion on the Bernardin
Amendment or Universal Health Care.
Cook County voters sent a powerful
message to Springfield with an over-
whelming 83 percent approval last
November 3.

A growing number of people are
finding it harder to obtain health insur-
ance because of  their income level or
because of existing medical condi-
tions. Even more people are frustrated
with inadequate health care coverage
or by the way HMOÕs deny them care.
The main cause of rising health insur-
ance premium is the need of those
uninsured to obtain their health care at
hospital emergency rooms. There the

costs are astronomical compared to if
they could have gotten preventive care
or early intervention. An increasing
number of people with health insur-
ance are understanding that those
costs are passed on to them.

The Bernardin Amendment will be
on the ballot April 13 for readers liv-
ing in 100 communities in Illinois.
Please vote YES to send a message to
the legislature that you want a more
humane and cost-effective system. If
readers do not live in a community
voting on the Bernardin Amendment
please call my office at 309-752-7171
or write me at 605 17th Ave., East
Moline, Ill., 61244 and I will send
information on how your community
can vote on this important issue.

The Council on Academic
Affairs Thursday discussed a
revised new course proposal for the
industrial technology department.

The CAA could not take any
action on the course proposal
because there was no quorum pre-
sent at the meeting.

The new course proposal for
INT 1012 Technical Drawing was
originally proposed to the CAA at
the March 25 meeting along with
the course proposal for INT 1363
Graphic Communication
Technology. The course proposals
were sent back to the industrial
technology department so the
course outline could be revised to

include more information about the
course outline and objectives.

CAA member Marilyn Wilkins
said the revised proposal was much
more detailed.

“It certainly makes it easier to
understand the class,” Wilkins said.

Teshome Abebe, vice president
for academic affairs, said the only
problem he could see with the
course proposals was that both
courses required an additional
course fee.

“We are studying the impact (the
additional course fee) has on stu-
dents,” Abebe said. “We are not
likely to improve any additional
fees.”

Course fees are approved by the
President’s Council.

Mahyar Izadi, industrial tech-

nology professor, said if the course
fees are not approved students will
have to buy the course materials.

“If the fee is not approved stu-
dents will be asked to purchase
materials independently,” Izadi
said.

The CAA will vote whether to
approve the courses at the next
meeting.

In other business, CAA member
Justin Brinkmeyer spoke about the
possibility of having a poster cam-
paign on campus for academic
integrity.

Brinkmeyer said he has been
working on the poster campaign
with the Student Senate’s academic
affairs committee.

“I’ve come across several
posters that are short and to the

point and catch the eye,” he said.
Brinkmeyer said the academic

affairs committee is looking into
the poster campaign because the
academic integrity code that is
placed in classrooms across campus
is not read by very many students.

He showed CAA members sam-
ples of the posters from Babson
College in Massachusetts. Babson
College has given Eastern permis-
sion to use the posters in any cam-
paign they use.

CAA member Frank
McCormick said he thinks the
poster campaign is a good idea.

“(Academic integrity) is not a
trivial issue and Student Senate and
(Brinkmeyer) have worked just the
right way to get us to think about
this consistently,” McCormick said.

Softball team enters critical stretch
Panthers play in three conference doubleheaders on the road starting today

The Panther softball team starts
a critical stretch of conference
games today when they take on
Tennessee State in Nashville for a
doubleheader.

After the Panthers take on the
Tigers, they will travel to
Cookeville on Saturday to take on
Tennessee Tech for a doubleheader.
Then on Sunday Eastern will play
their third conference doublehead-
er in three days against Middle
Tennessee in Murfreesboro.

The Panthers will look to start
off the Tennessee conference trip
on a positive note this afternoon
against a weak Tennessee State
team.

“Tennessee State right now is a
team you’ve got to jump on,” head
coach Lloydene Searle said.
“They’re a team with a new coach
and they’re trying to build their
program.”

The Tigers (3- 17, 0-8) are cur-
rently winless in Ohio Valley
Conference play and when Eastern
comes to Cookeville, it will be
Tennessee State’s sixth conference
doubleheader in 10 days.  

The Panthers will then travel to
Tennessee Tech (18-15, 2-4), who
has also struggled of late. The
Golden Eagles have dropped eight
of their last 10 games, with their
only two wins being over the dis-
mal Tennessee State club.

After taking on two of the con-
ference’s worst clubs, the Panthers

will travel to Middle Tennessee
(25-15, 8-0), who is in the midst of
an eight-game winning streak and
sits atop the conference standings
with an undefeated record.  

Although Eastern takes on two

weaker teams to start the weekend,
they still must maintain enough
energy and composure to take on
Middle Tennessee on Sunday,
which will be the Panthers’ fifth
and sixth games in three days.

An asset Eastern has in its cor-
ner is the abundance of good pitch-
ing they posses. 

“Our rotation of Sara DeLaere,
Amanda Perjenski, and Stacy
Siebert has been working well for
us,” Searle said. “And we plan to
stick with that.”

Having three pitchers to rotate
along with the help of freshman
walkon Bridget Schade who has
done some spot pitching, should
keep the Panthers well rested and
prepared for Middle on Sunday.

Searle feels in order to have a
successful weekend set of confer-
ence games, her team needs to pre-
sent opponents with a balanced
attack. 

“We need to get that formula of
offense, defense, and pitching
staff,” Searle said. “If we get good
contributions in those three areas,
we’ll be successful.

“We need to make sure we stay
consistent in those three areas.”

Eastern enters today’s double-
header on a four-game winning
streak after sweeping Tennessee-
Martin in a conference double-
header last Saturday, and a sweep
over a very tough Western Illinois
team on Tuesday.

Searle believes her team has
built a lot of confidence entering
this weekend’s games and believes
a lot of that stems from a practice
before the Western doubleheader.

“We did have a key practice
before the doubleheader against
Western where we worked on a lot
of things, and that was very impor-

tant,” Searle said.
Searle believes that hard work

has developed into success and
confidence for her athletes.

“When you go out there and
you’re successful,” Searle said,
“You get more confidence and you
see the payoff for working so
hard.”

Searle knew her team would
endure some hard times early on,
but she felt her team had that confi-
dence in them which has made the
Panthers considerably stronger for
the conference schedule.

“We accumulated a few losses
at the beginning of the season, but I
felt we’d have the confidence to
step it up,” Searle said. “The oppor-
tunity to play those tough games
has made us a better team.”

The key to winning this week-
end will be concentrating on the
fundamentals which has paid off
for Panthers of late.

“The fundamentals of getting
the extension of the bat and hitting,
not a pitcher’s pitch, but a hitter’s
pitch will be key,” Searle said. “We
really need to focus on hitting the
ball with power, laying down the
bunt, and moving along the run-
ner.”

Searle knows if her team puts
forth their best effort this weekend,
they will come away with a number
of conference wins.

“Our ultimate goal is to always
win ballgames,” Searle said. “And
if we play the best we can offen-
sively, defensively, and pitching,
then we’ll do that.”

“Getting into Drake is strictly based on per-
formance, and it is the dream of all athletes to
compete at either Drake or the Penn Relays.

“Stephanie Brandt had a breakout perfor-
mance in the hammer this past weekend,”
Craft said. “Her best event is supposed to be
the discus, but she now has the hammer, dis-
cus and the javelin. She has the potential to
have a breakout in the discus and I also do not
want to discount Dunlap in the shot put.”

Akers said John Davis has thrown well
since the Florida State Relays and with the
right weather, he can improve even more.

“His physical progress is in the right direc-
tion,” Akers said. “He had a good day at the
shot put yesterday, but the discus is an aero-
dynamic object that the weather is a determin-
ing factor. (Davis) was the performer of the
meet and Wheeler was the competitor of the
meet last weekend, but now we need for more
guys to step it up.”

The people Akers was referring to was the
athletes that are on the fringe of making the
28-man roster for the conference meet.

“The guys that are up there just need to
stay consistent,” Akers said. “For the guys
who emerged, they need to show that it was
not a one competition fluke.”

The 800-meter run is an event Akers said
the team needs to focus on making better
because there is the opportunity for the team
to score a lot of points there.

“I would like to see the 800 crew step it
up,” Akers said. “Right now they are compet-
itive in the conference comparatively speak-
ing, but we could score a lot of points.

“Other than the 800, we need to get some
progress in the outdoor events,” Akers said.
“We need to get some more races under our
belt to gain experience and confidence going
into the conference meet.”

The steeplechase and the hurdles will be
important races at Western and later this sea-
son at the conference meet, Akers said.

“In the steeplechase, we should score real
well,” Akers said. “The intermediate hurdles
could be the most competitive competition in
the OVC and Eric Hill is running well and
Jacob Hunt is recovering from a car accident

and the hurdle accident he had last weekend.”
Craft said the women’s team is working

hard in an effort to show their improvement.
“Everyone practices hard and all of the

kids look to the weekend to the competition,”
Craft said. “They enjoy putting it on the line
and showcasing their hard work.

“Megan Wadas ran real well in the 400 last
weekend,” he said. “I know that she can run
and she showed it.

“Marissa Bushue in the long jump and
Candy Phillips in the hurdles could surprise
some people and Cynthia McGee has cleared
5 feet 6 in the high jump in practice.”

Unfortunately for the women, they will be
without the services of coach Craft and sprint-
er Melissa McMillan.

“Melissa McMillan will not be making the
trip because she got bronchitis from running
in the rain,” Craft said. “She really likes run-
ning outdoors and will hopefully be back next
week.

“I will be going home for a memorial ser-
vice – this will be the first time in nearly 20
years that I have missed a meet.”

While the loss of Alou hurts the
Astros, it still does not change the
fact that they are favored to repeat as
division champs, as they should be.
However, what doesn’t make sense
to me is how a Cardinal team with a
poor pitching staff and similar
offense can be favored over a Cubs
team that won the wild card last year
and practically has the same team
returning.

The Cardinals, whose starting
rotation features only two pitchers
with an ERA under five from a year
ago, hardly seems like a team that
will contend seriously for a wild
card berth even if Mark McGwire
hits 80 homeruns.

The redbirds’withered staff will
be led by Donovan Osborne (4.09
ERA) and Kent Mercker (5.07
ERA). The Cardinals’ fourth starter
Ken Bottenfield, who wasn’t good
enough for the Cubs to keep around
as a reliever last season, has the sec-
ond lowest ERA on the Cardinals
starting rotation from a year ago.

The Cubs, on the other hand,
seem to have a solid rotation, con-
trary to what the “experts” have said.
The highest ERA from last year on
the Cubs’starting rotation belongs to
Kevin Tapani (4.85 ERA), who won
19 games last season.

The Chicago rotation consists of
Tapani, Steve Trachsel, Jon Lieber,
and Scott Sanders, who had an ERA
under 2.00 in spring training.

The emergence of Lieber and
Sanders has allowed left-handed
extraordinare Terry Mulholland
(2.89 ERA) to move to the bullpen
along with talented rookie Kurt
Miller. Rod Beck returns to the Cubs
bullpen as the closer along with
Matt Karchner and Felix Heredia
who have shown great improvement
under the instruction of new pitching
coach Marty DeMeritt.

With a slimmer and more fit
Jeremi Gonzalez to return in June
after being sidelined most of the ‘98
season, the Cubs’bullpen, which
was to be their greatest weakness
could prove to be a strength for the
club as the year progresses.

With a couple of recent additions
to the bullpen and the signing of
Japanese phenom Hideo Nomo to a
AAA contract, the Cubs’pitching
staff  now has the potential to be

even more powerful.
Offensively, it has been said that

the Cubs will be one of the top hit-
ting ball clubs in the league, with the
potential to hurt opponents with the
long ball at virtually any spot in the
lineup.

With one of the leagues’s most
powerful offenses, a solid starting
rotation, and a better-than-average
bullpen, the Cubs certainly have the
ability to play with, and defeat the
Astros, Cardinals and Reds.

The Cubs chose to make few
changes in the offseason, keeping
essentially the same team in tact
from last season. In fact, the Cubs
only made two new acquisitions
over the winter, bringing in catcher
Benito Santiago (a great improve-
ment of Scott Servais) and Lieber.

One of the biggest weaknesses
the Cubs do have is the fact that they
have gotten a year older. When Sosa
turns 30 during the season, every
one of the Cubs’ regular starters will
be over the age of 30. 

That has been the reasoning
behind many of the predictions this
spring. But if they were successful
last season with veteran players,
what difference is one more year in
age going to make? 

History could be the greatest
thing working against the Cubs this
season as they haven’t made back-
to-back playoff appearances since
1930.  But to count out a team like
the Cubs this early in the season is
preposterous, especially considering
the large amount of talent the club
brings back this season.

Now, I’m not saying the Cubs
are the top team in the National
League and are a favorite to go to
the World Series, but they certainly
deserve more respect that they have
been given. They have shown they
have the potential to play with, and
beat anyone in the league, including
Houston who they pounded
Wednesday night 9-2.

While at times a key injury can
make or break a team’s season, this
is not true for a veteran Cubs team
that has a plethora of postseason
experience.

Last season the Cubs came out of
nowhere to make their first postsea-
son appearance of the decade, and
unless these so called “experts” take
another hard look at the National
League team from Chicago, they’ll
be scratching their heads again this
September and saying, “Man, how
did I miss that one?”

Wood has
successful surgery

CHICAGO (AP) – Kerry
Wood, last season's NL Rookie
of the Year, underwent recon-
structive elbow surgery Thursday

in Birmingham, Ala., with
renowned surgeon Dr. James
Andrews performing the opera-
tion. 

Wood will miss the entire
1999 season. The 21-year-old
right-hander went 13-6 for the
Cubs last season and struck out
20 batters against Houston last
May, tying a major league
record. 

During the surgery, Wood's
torn ulnar collateral ligament was
repaired and wrapped with a
graft from his right forearm.
Cubs officials said the surgery
was successful. Wood missed the
final month of last season with a

sore elbow before returning to
start Game 3 of the NL playoffs
against the Atlanta Braves. He
tore the ligament after making
just 26 pitches in his first spring
training start last month. 

Wood is scheduled to be
released from the hospital Friday
and then will travel to Chicago
after two weeks to begin range-
of-motion exercises, the Cubs
said in a release. 

Wood struck out 233 batters
last season, had a 3.40 ERA and
allowed hitters just a .196 aver-
age against him. He was the
fourth overall pick in the 1995
June amateur draft.

division? 

Both ESPN and
Sports Illustrated
magazines have
predicted the Cubs
to finish no better
than fourth, both citing Wood’s injury elimi-
nates all hope for the season.  Both magazines
have the Astros winning the division, followed
by the Cardinals in second and the Reds in
third.

Something certainly smells fishy here.  Now
maybe it’s my optimistic outlook as a Cub fan,
but things certainly aren’t as bad as they’ve
been made out to be. My first reason being that

the Cubs are playing in an injury-plagued divi-
sion that is essentially up for grabs. 

Houston has lost their top hitter and run pro-
ducer, Moises Alou, for the season with a torn
knee ligament.

Reid faces old
team in Ohio
Valley contest

After a tough loss against Washington University
Wednesday, the women’s tennis team will host its
biggest competitor, Southeast Missouri, on Sunday in
hopes of a needed win with the conference tournament
only three games away.

Eastern lost to Southeast Missouri in the Ohio
Valley Conference Tournament last year in one decid-
ing match, giving fifth place to SEMO. To add to the
pressure, two years ago head coach Marla Reid left
SEMO’s tennis program to coach for Eastern. 

“As a coach, it means a lot to win because I used to
coach there,” Reid said. “It’s an emotional match up.”

For the players, however, the win isn’t as much for
their coach as it is for revenge. 

“It’s head-on competition and it’s going to be a good
match,” senior Adeline Khaw said. 

The close loss by four points to Wash U Wednesday
night sparked some much needed improvements for the
Panthers before the OVC tournament. Reid said the
team lost its focus and wasn’t ready when it stepped out
on the court, but she felt the work they were putting into
the two days before SEMO would improve such weak-
nesses. 

“We lost some momentum,” Reid said. “We need to
work on some key elements to get those doubles wins.”

Doubles play has always been a hindrance on the
team, relying on their stronger singles play for a win. A
balance needs to be established in order to see good
results in the conference tournament.

“The team as a whole needs to change their attitude
and generate positive energy,” Khaw said. “We need
more motivation and play more aggressively.”

Aggressive play is what Khaw and teammate Linda
Stakic have in their doubles matches, giving the team
their only doubles points on Wednesday night. 

“I like playing with Linda because she is a strong
player,” Khaw said. “We pick each other up and moti-
vate each other.”

The team has begun to rely on its success heading
into singles play, but Stakic said the other doubles wins
are necessary to take the pressure off the singles wins.

“We need to stay focused and be more consistent,”
Khaw said. 

“When we dig a hole for ourselves in the doubles
play we need to be mentally tough to pull ourselves out
of it.”

Khaw speaks from experience as she suffered a loss
in her first set Wednesday night, but came through to
win both the second and third sets to help the team.

“It helps winning the first set for me because I’m
more confident going into the second, but like
(Wednesday) I was more determined to go after the
second win because I lost in the first set,” Khaw said. 

For the Panthers, a win on Sunday will not only help
their conference record for the tournament, but will
boost their confidence and show the team’s true consis-
tency and focus.

After striking out 22 batters in his last
two starts, the last team Morehead State
pitcher Jon Rauch wants to see is Eastern.

But the Morehead strike out leader is
going to have to face the team that put him
in the record books in the doubleheader
Saturday at Monier Field. Rauch is not in
the record books for a good reason, after
he allowed the Panthers an NCAA record
five-straight homers last season.

This three-game set against the Eagles
will be the Ohio Valley Conference home
opener for the Panthers and will begin at 1
p.m. on Saturday and Sunday.  

Morehead State head coach Jon
Jarnagin said Rauch, who has an OVC-
leading 51 strike outs, has improved since
last season. 

“I don’t know if he put it behind him,
but he’s a force to be dealt with,” Jarnagin
said. “He’s much better than he was last
year.”

Panther head coach Jim Schmitz
agreed with Jarnagin, saying Rauch is one
of the top pitchers in the OVC this season.

“Jon has pitched against us before and
he’s a quality starter,” Schmitz said. “Last
year was just one of those unique days,
and I don’t think it could happen here.
Hopefully he’s not on, because when he is
he’s difficult to score on.”

While Rauch will not have to face two
of the five Panthers responsible for putting
Eastern in the record books, he still has to
pitch to senior right fielder Brian Hantosh,
senior first baseman Mark Tomse and
junior third baseman Matt Marzec.
Missing from this group of five are gradu-
ates Josh Zink and Clint Benhoff.

Jarnagin said the OVC strike out
leader will be going into this series with a
different attitude. 

“Jon is thinking more positive and to
do the right thing,” the Eagle coach said.
“It could happen again, but he has a more
strategic way of getting them out.”

And even though Jarnagin has not
brought up the subject of the NCAA
record to his pitcher, he has talked to
Rauch about the powerful Eastern offense. 

“I do bring up to him that Marzec,
Tomse and Lyons are good hitters and you
have to pitch them correct or they will get
hits,” Jarnagin said. 

“If we make mistakes then they will hit
the home run out, but if we pitch them
right then they won’t.”

Rauch (2-3) is coming to Monier Field
at the wrong time, as the Panther bats
seem to be coming to life. Eastern is fresh

off of a 25-9 win over Chicago State
Wednesday where it pounded out 24 hits
against the Cougar pitching staff. The
Panthers have now reached double figures
in hits in nine out of their last 11 games. 

“We’ve put everything together,”
Schmitz said. “Our line up is set so people
know their place and role on the team and
what they need to do to complete that
role.”

A key component of the current
Panther power surge is Tomse. Last
week’s OVC Player of the Week contin-

ued his hot streak Wednesday against
Chicago State, as he went 3-for-5 and
drove in six runs. One of the three hits was
his third homer of the season. 

After getting 35 hits in three games and
taking 2-of-3 from Murray State last
weekend, Eastern brought its OVC record
to over .500, at 5-4. 

This is the same Murray State team
that swept Morehead in a three-game
series to open up the conference schedule.

“We want to be known for our
food as much as for our produc-
tions,” said owner Dave Hall, a 26-
year-old businessman/entrepreneur
who completely remodeled the
building after getting the idea for
the dinner theater from a similar
experience.

“I’ve owned the building for
years but I didn’t really know
what to do with it,” Hall said. “I
went to a dinner theater in
Branson and thought turning the
building into a theater would be
a great way to introduce culture
to the area.”

Friends then told him about
someone who could help turn
the former campaign manager’s
vision into results – Hello Dali
member and senior theater

major Matt Fear.
“Once I figured out what I

wanted to do with it people in
the area told me to hire Matt
Fear to get it off the ground,” Hill
said.

“I’m really, really pleased with
the support from the area,” Fear
said. “We’ve got a really good
thing here – this area has needed
a theater outlet. And the food is
really, really good too.”

As part of his production man-
ager duties, Fear  consulted
Actors Revival Theater Company
(ARTCO) member Tom Hawk to
develop a pool of actors to set
up and perform shows. The
results are three upcoming plays
to be presented by the Actors
Revival Theater Company– “Love
Letters, ” “She Loves Me” and
“Shakespeare Abridged.”

Hawk said he is optimistic
about working with the new the-
ater.

“This is a brand new concept
for Mattoon,” he said. “It’s a

learning experience and they are
going for it. That’s why I’m excit-
ed to bring (these productions)
out here and give them a boost.”

ARTCO is a relatively new
group themselves. Formed in
September, the professional com-
munity group is in the process of
remodeling an old Pentecostal
Church in Tuscola to house their
theater. Hawk said “Love
Letters” and “She Loves Me” are
the first productions for ARTCO.

“‘Love Letters’ is a poignant,
funny take on how two rich peo-
ple grow up; one becoming trou-
ble and one becoming so straight
laced, It’s scary,” Hawk said. “‘She
Loves Me’ is an old tale based on
the book that the movie “You’ve
Got Mail” came from.

Since both ARTCO and the
Broadway Playhouse are new to
the area, working together is cru-
cial for their survival, Hawk said.

“We have a really diverse
group,” Hawk said. “It’s a blast-
We’ve got everyone from oil
workers, retail managers, tele-
communicators, electricians,
retired guys, housewives and stu-
dents in the company. We
produce quality stuff.”

Fear also has tentatively
planned children’s plays for the
summer, for which he is holding
open auditions at 8 p.m. Monday.
ARTCO is also holding auditions
for their production of
Oklahoma from 5 to 10 p.m.
today and from 10:30 a.m. to
1:30 p.m. Saturday.

Both Hall and Fear said they
want everyone to know that the
playhouse is a professional acting
company – one that comes at a
good price.

“We want people to be able
to come in and experience the
atmosphere and see what it’s all
about for a reasonable cost,” Hall
said. “We sold 675 tickets for
our first production.”   

Tickets for the theater, which
include dinner and a show, are $15
in advance and $17 at the door.

Hello Dali will take the stage at
blah tonight, Saturday, Thursday,
April 16 and 17.

“We (Hello Dali) have never
actually had a stage to perform
on,” said Fear. “We are going to
do new long form improv’s and
also throw in some old favorites
– It’s going to be cool.”

ARTCO’s presentat ion of
“Love Letters” will begin at 7
p.m. April 22 through 24 and
“She Loves Me” at 7 p.m. April
29 through May 1. Matt Fear
presents “Shakespeare
Abridged,” a three man perfor-
mance of a l l  Shakespeare’s
major works, at 7 p.m.

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Motherlode, a trio of conscien-
tious Charleston women, will
unite people in Haiti and
Charleston through their music
tonight in the Dungeon behind
Friends & Co.

The show, set to kick off at
9:30 p.m., will be a benefit con-
cert for the Haiti Connection, a
student organization which raises
awareness and funds for people
in Haiti –  the poorest country in
the Western Hemisphere.  

The band, which performs a
wide variety of music ranging
from Irish folk music to blues to
popular, is made up of Gaye
Harrison who plays violin and
mandolin, Althea Pendergast,
who sings and plays stand-up
base and Wendy Meyer who
plays rhythm guitar. 

“We know stuff that was pop-
ular in the 1800’s (and) we know
stuff that’s popular in 1999,” said
Meyer. “ We do a combo of folk,
blues and popular.”

Brought together in
Charleston 10 years ago, each
member of Motherlode has or
has had an affi l iation with
Eastern.  Pendergast formerly
worked with the Counseling
Center at Eastern and is now a
counselor at Lakeland College.
Meyer is a Building Services
Worker in the residence halls.
Harrison formerly worked at

WEIU, and now works for a
Sarah Bush Lincoln Health
Center program in which she
tells high school students
about staying healthy through
being involved with the arts.

The Haiti Connection ben-
efit is not the first time
Motherlode has played for a
good cause.  Meyer said the
band has performed for
Eastern’s Peacefest, Earthday,
Habitat for Humanity and has
put on shows for schools and
nursing homes.  When a
nuclear waste dump was going
to be put in Martinsville,
Motherlode played on the
steps of the state capital in
protest, Meyer said. 

“We’ve supported causes
concerning environmental
issues, women’s issues and
human rights,” Meyer said.  

Although Motherlode per-
forms a lot of covers, the band
also performs some original
tunes.  

“Althea’s written the most
original tunes,” Meyer said.  “I’ve
written a couple too.”

Meyer also said however,
“Althea does a very wonderful
version of ‘Summertime.’”

Meyer said Motherlode was
glad to accept the invitation to
perform for the people of Haiti.

“It’s for a good cause,” Meyer
said.  

Motherlode will be the first
benefit concert the Haiti connec-

tion has ever held.  Roy Lanham,
advisor of the Haiti connection,
said the concert is a benefit to
everyone involved.

“It’s a win, win, win (situation)
Lanham,” said. “We have an
opportunity to raise awareness
and funds. Secondly Charleston
gets to listen to a great band. It’s
also a win in that the folks of
Charleston get to stand in solidar-
ity with people of the third
world.”

Lanham said he is grateful to
Motherlode for agreeing to per-
form for free.

“It’s tough for people to play

for free,” he said. “I want to
thank Motherlode for their will-
ingness to lend their beautiful
voices and their talents to people
sitting in the poorest country in
the Western Hemisphere.”

In addition to being grateful to
Motherlode, Lanham said he is
also appreciative of Shannon
Sherwood, owner of Friends and
Co. for lending out the Dungeon
for the concert.  

“She’s giving us the Dungeon,”
Lanham said.  “That’s cool.”

The Motherlode concert  is
about building a relationship with
countries like Haiti, Lanham said.  

“It’s all about relationship
building,” Lanham said. “That
kind of relationship building can
transform our lives.” 

The fun will not stop with live
music though.  Ann
Wengornowitz, a member of the
Haiti connection, said she is
encouraging the public to bring
drums, harmonicas or any musical
instrument they choose to the
concert. In between sets, the
audience will be welcome to play
their musical instruments and par-
ticipate in a musical “free for all,”
an activity that Haitian people like
to do in during their free time.  

“We’re trying to create a
Haitian mood or feeling,”
Wengornowitz said. “I’ve always
found that very spontaneous
playing turns out to be wonder-
ful.”

Sherwood said she is glad to
have Motherlode come to play at
the Dungeon.  

“It’s grand,” Sherwood said.
“Anything for live music .
Motherlode is always welcome
here.”

Sherwood describes
Motherlode as a “local band with
a conscience.” 

“They have done benefits for
me before so they don’t mind
doing them on occasion,”
Sherwood added.

Admission to the concert is
$3. All proceeds from the con-
cert will go to benefit people in
Haiti.

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Spectacular effects save Matrix from certain doom
As a film, “The Matrix” (rated

PG-13) should not work. It seem-
ingly exists as a mishmash of every
science fiction and action film made
in the last 10 years. It contains a
great deal of puzzling dialogue, and
it even expects viewers to accept
Keanu Reeves in the lead role.

But it does work.Well.
Andy and Larry Wachowski, the

Chicagoan brothers who entered
the Hollywood scene in 1996 by
writing and directing the slick crime
flick “Bound,” have certainly done
their homework. With “The
Matrix,” they pull every trick they
can out of the event movie bag and
somehow deliver a fresh, fascinat-
ing film that is exciting as hell.

Any accomplished moviegoer
could sit through “The Matrix” and
name each and every movie that
the Wachowski boys have bor-
rowed from: “Dark City,”
“Terminator 2,” “Strange Days,”
“The Fifth Element,” “Men in Black,”
“The Lawnmower Man” and so on
and so forth. The real feat here is
that the obvious similarities do
very little to hamper the film’s abil-
ity to entertain.

It would be hard to describe
“The Matrix” without giving away
some of the film’s secrets (which
are definitely part of the fun), so
proceed with caution.

Reeves stars as Thomas
Anderson, a software engineer
who also happens to be an accom-
plished hacker, who goes by the
name of Neo online.He gains quite
a reputation and catches the atten-
tion of an elusive computer genius
named Morpheus (Laurence
Fishburne), who offers to show
Neo the truth behind an entity

known to hackers as the Matrix.
It does not take too long for the

film to reveal to the audience just
what the Matrix is, but don’t both-
er trying to find out what it is by
reading the rest of this review.
Instead, just know that the story
that lies ahead involves mysterious
men in sunglasses,a trip on a space-
ship, menacing robotic creations
and lots and lots of guns.

Neo finds himself in the midst of
a power struggle that spans worlds
both real and virtual, and leads him
to understand the awful truth
about the world he inhabits. The
story unfurls at a slower pace than
one might expect, but captures our
attention and our imagination
nonetheless.

All of this is presented with
some of the best visual effects that
have ever been put on screen –
effects that bend reality much in

the same way that the film’s plot
does.

What really stands out about
“The Matrix” is its unique fight
scenes. Instead of the usual pedes-
trian brawls and shootouts, “The
Matrix” is populated almost entire-
ly by fighters as electric and explo-
sive as Jackie Chan – on crack.The
hand-to-hand combat is portrayed
with a speed and freedom never
seen in a real film before.The style
is best compared to the action one
would find in Japanese animation.

Through the combination of live
fighting, digital effects and an innov-
ative use of slow-motion, the
Wachowskis’ showcase countless
scenes of intense action that would
probably get old in any other film.
Here, the audience can’t wait to
see which rabbit they’re going to
pull out of the hat next.There are
at least five highly memorable

action sequences,
and one involving a helicopter
crash that will likely inspire jaws to
drop across America (including
mine).

If there are any detriments to
the film, they would be the heavy
doses of cliched dialogue and an
ending shamelessly designed to set
up a sequel.And,admittedly, the fact
that this film does recall so many
sci-fi movies of the past does take
some of the luster off (but not
much).

Surprisingly enough, the acting
here is first-rate.Reeves’ dialogue is
limited, allowing him to actually
succeed in being likable and believ-
able as our hero. Fishburne, always
an interesting actor, delivers his
sometimes-ridiculous philosophies
with conviction. He’s almost doing
a quieter, more thoughtful version
of his Furious Styles character from

“Boyz N the Hood.”
Acting-wise,“The Matrix” makes

two real finds in Carrie-Anne Moss
and Hugo Weaving. Moss, who has
previously languished in the hell of
direct-to-video movies and sci-fi
television, hits the mark as Trinity,
Morpheus’ partner and (or course)
Neo’s eventual love interest.What
makes her character different from
most others of its type is that she
is not passive and never really
needs the men to save her.She is as
much of a protagonist and an
aggressor as anyone else in the film,
and does so with intensity.

Weaving,who has been heard as
the voice of Rex in the “Babe” films,
plays the lead villain, a suit-and-tie
agent who regards Morpheus and
his kind as a virus to be gotten rid
of. The key to Weaving’s success
here is his quietly disturbing voice
that allows him to make the most
of his many monologues.

But in the end, the acting in “The
Matrix” really won’t be remem-
bered. I’ll remember Bill Pope’s
stunning cinematography, the
Wachowskis’ thrilling use of the
camera, and those hyper-kinetic
fight scenes. In this movie’s case, I
think that’s all we really needed.

Here is a film filled with flaws
and stale ideas that overcomes
itself.Very few movies of this sort
are able to be little more than fun
diversions.“The Matrix” sets a new
standard that films of its ilk will be
compared to for quite some time.
In short, it’s a great way to tide us
all over until “Star Wars: Episode I”
arrives on May 19.

Family Values: Are they worth having?
Korn – They are not the first band to

integrate rap with heavy metal, but they
are one of the first to bring it to the
mainstream. Their huge following and
experimental style has spawned dozens of
new bands: including Limp Bizkit and the
Deftones. The new release, Family Values
Tour ‘98, is a virtual CD sampler of bands
that both came out of this popular new
style or influenced it from the start. Songs
from six bands make up this album, giving
listeners a range of music not often seen
in live albums lately.

The first song on the CD is by a band
called Incubus. I haven’t had a chance to
really listen to them before, but their one
song starting off the album makes me
want to check out the rest of their stuff. 

They are another new band that mixes
metal with rap, although it is in a different
style than Korn. Instead of making their
guitars sound like a turntable like Korn,
they are more melody based. This band
seems to be more on the metal side. The
rap components come from the vocals,
which range from rap-like rhythm to
heavy metal yelling to a Faith No More-
like harmonization that is impressive for a
live recording.

The next 3 songs are from Orgy. For
the first time, I got to hear them doing a

song besides Blue Monday. Although they
are the least rap-like of all the bands, it
adds to the range of this mini-music festi-
val. Techno-industrial is not an easy type
of music to play live, but they pull it off
well. My only criticism of these songs is
that there is no background vocals like in
the studio recording.

Limp Bizkit is next, but
in a style that has not
been heard before on
disc. Besides the manda-
tory “Faith” cover, the
other songs consist of an
unreleased song called
“Cambodia,” and an inter-
esting cover of “Jump
Around.”  “Cambodia” is
an interesting song, but it
does not sound like it was
quite ready for release.
It’s a l ittle sloppy, and
sounds like they were just
jamming while Fred Durst
was free versing. It is a
new song though, and def-
initely worth checking
out. DJ Lethal puts a new
spin on “Jump Around,”
changing over to his new
“Bizkit Style.”

Ice Cube follows next
with a remix of “Check
Yo Self ” with a new

melody. Along with “Natural Born Killaz”
and “Straight Outta Compton/F* Tha
Police” from NWA, we can now see
where this new style came from.

Luckily, the CD only wasted one song
on Rammstein. “Du Hast” is repetitious
and annoying as it is, but when they try to
get the audience involved, it goes beyond

repetition.  
Last but not least, Korn has the last

four songs on the disc. The first one is the
high point of the CD. They call it the
“Shot Liver Medley,” and it contains parts
of songs from all three releases. This was
a great idea since there are only four
songs from the headlining band. You could
tell they put a lot of work into it, with
very smooth transitions, and all kinds of
playing to the crowd. Other songs by
them include “Freak On A Leash,
Twist/Chi,” and of course “Got the Life.” I
have seen Korn several times, and they
always put on a good show.

Another addition to the CD is the
interludes between bands.  Each one is
about a minute long, and consists of a DJ
called C-Minus scratching out different
beats. Although they are interesting to lis-
ten to at first, they get old pretty quick.
There is not much to them.

Over all, for a live CD, this one has
some good new songs along with excel-
lent samples and remixes of older ones. It
is definitely worth checking out, if not
adding to your CD collection.
