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AFT official explains 
proposed contract 
by Melinda De Vries 

John Simpson, Eastern's chapter 
president of the American Federation 
of Teachers, detailed Monday the 
provisions of the tentative contract 
agreement reached Aug. 31 between 
the AFT and the Board of Governors. 

Three main provisions are included 
in the tentative settlement--personnel, 
work loads and salary. 

The tentative agreement uses 
"credit units" to establish maximum 
and minimum work loads. 

Simpson said faculty members may 
accumulate between 18 and 24 total. 
credit units per year. 

"Most credit units will work out to 
be one credit unit per one credit hour, 
but because of the amount of work 
involved in certain classes, a class 
could amount to more than one credit 
unit per one credit hour," Simpson 
explained. 

Faculty members can also receive 
credit units for oon-daSfil"oom and 
professional activities such as labora­
tory supervision, he said. 

Simpson said in addition to the basic 
alary increase included in the tenta­
tive contract, ( 4 percent of the faculty's 
18-79 salary plus $80 a month) faculty 
members will receive for every credit 
lllit over the maximum of 24. 

Another clause in the salary provi­
sions gives a $75 monthly pay raise for 
faculty promotions--an increase of $15 
from the current contract. 

Included in the same clause is a $65 
monthly pay raise for faculty who 
complete a degree, another increase of 
$15 from the current contract. 

Concerning the personnel policies, 
the contract includes a clause that 
guarantees tenure will not be taken 
away from faculty members who 
already have it. It also states that there 
will be no tenure or promotion quotas. 

A clause to strengthen individual 
clePartmmts by giving them more 
responsibility is also included. 

Simpson explained that each de- · 

partment will now have responsibility 
in establishing criteria for retention, 
tenure a n d  promotion of faculty. 

An increased ratio of faculty mem­
bers eligible for sabbatical leave is also 
a feature of the contract. 

The new settlement provides a ratio 
of one leave for every 18 faculty 
members, whereas the current con­
tract contains a ratio of one for every 
20 members. 

Eastern's Chapter will have an 
all-faculty meeting Sept. 24 to present 
the tenative agreement to the faculty, 
Simpson said. ·
