Taverns' 
hearing 
Tuesday

Charleston Liquor Commissioner Wayne 
Lanman will hold an arraignment hearing 
Tuesday at 9:30 a.m. for four liquor license 
holders charged last week with allowing an 
underage patron to enter their establishments 
and purchase alcohol. 

The four license holders: Jerry Meyer­
scough, of Jerry's Pizza and Pub, 1508 
Fourth St.; Donna Bickers of Panther 's  · 

Lounge, 142 1 Fourth St.; Jim Sears o f  
Thirsty's Tavern, 22 1 Sixth St. and Dave 
Isbell of Roe's Tavern, 4 10 Sixth St., 
allegedly allowed an 18 year-old police infor­
mant to enter and purchase alcohol Oct. 1. 

Lanman, who is also Charleston's mayor, 
will hear guilty or not guilty pleas from the 
license holders at the hearing , which will be 
in the City Council Chambers in .the 
Charleston Municipal Building, said Brian 
Bower, Charleston city attorney. 

Charleston city ordinances allow 19-year­
olds to enter bars, but they may not purchase 
alcohol. Liquor license holders who are first­
time violators or haven't been convicted on a 
violation in a year can face a $250 fine and 
three-day liquor license suspension. 

Although this latest crackdown was 
brought on by a number ofunderage drinking 
complaints, the city will be keeping an eye on 
liquor license holders in the future, Bower 
said.

MAP refunds distributed Jorns will lead parade

Eastern students whose Monetary 
Assistance Program grants were cut last 
spring by the Illinois Student A ssistance 
Commission received a refund from the 
commission last week, said John Flynn, 
financial aid director. 

Last year, 2,05 9 Eastern students 
received MAP grants. During the spring 
semester, those students had to return a per­
centage of the amount they received from 
ISAC because of Illinois' financial prob­
lems. Students across the state had to return 
6 percent of their grants totalling $95,000 to 
the state, according to Robert Clement, 
ISAC public information director. 

Last week, the portion of students who 
received full MAP grants were refunded the 
money they had previously given back to 
the state. The rest of the students who 
received partial grants did not receive a 
refund. 

"The business office distributed the 
checks last week," Flynn said. "The stu­
dents who received a full award last year are 
receiving a refund because they are the stu­
dents who are most needy." 

Flynn said the refund checks were sent to 
the students' campus addresses if they had a 
campus address. If there was not a campus 
address for the student, then the refund 
checks were mailed to the students' homes. 

Clement said the refunds were made pos-

sible because the state didn't need all the 
money the students had to give back. 

"Most of the money came back from stu­
dents who didn't use it," Clement said. 

Clement explained the procedure for 
applying for financial aid takes time and 
when.� the paper work was completed last 
spring, there' was an extra $3 million left in 
the state accounts. 

"When a student applies for a grant, they 
release that information on the financial aid 
form to the number one school of their 
choice. Let's say 500 students are granted 
aid and we send a one check to that school 
for the 500 students," Clement said. "Then, 
only 400 of the 500 students who picked 
Eastern attend in the fall. Then for that 100 
students who either dropped out, went to 
another school or didn't come to the school, 
that money is still there." 

Clement said between the students who 
didn't enroll and the audit findings, there 
was $3 million. ISAC then decided to give 
back some of the money that students 
returned in the spring. 

"We wanted to spend down and help 
those who were cut," Clement said. 

Eastern is using a procedure that allows 
the university to rank the students by the 
most needy and refund the full amount to 
the students who had to give back a percent­
age of their grant. With this procedure, 
some of the students who gave back money

"Compliance checks have usually been after com­
plaints of violations," Bower said. "Whether it is going 
to intensify is based on the actions of the bar owners. If 
there are no repeats of violations, there is no reason to 
check on a weekly basis." 

Charleston police chose to center on liquor license 
holders - who are usually the bar owners - allowing 
underage patrons to enter their establishments rather

than the underage patrons themselves because such an 
operation is simpler, said Charleston police chief Herb 
Steidinger. He added if bar owners stay within the law 
in the future, the police might switch to random identi­
fication checks of bar patrons by uniformed officers. 

Bower said such random identification checks are 
usually avoided in favor of covert operations. 

"(Covert checks) are more of a compliance check," 
he said. "It does not interrupt the bars that are in com­
pliance. It's a much more cost effective way."

MARTINSVILLE, Ill. (AP) -

A three-member c ommission 
will endorse a radioactive waste 
dump proposed for Clark Coun-
ty, the state's top nuclear regula-
tor predicted Thursday. 

After dozens of hearings and 
thousands of pages of studies, 
the c ommission meets here 
Friday to decide the fate of a 
1,400-acre site. 

"It would appear to me th at 
t h ey probably would rule in  
favor, with some qualifications," 
said Thomas Ortciger, head of 
the I l l inois  Nuclear  S afety 
Department. 

"Obviously, those qualifica­
tions would be resolved as we 
finish the licensing process," he 
said. 

Bunkers built above ground 
would be the new home for tons 
of radioactive waste from power 
plants, hospitals, research cen­
ters and universities in Illinois 
and Kentucky. 

Mayor Truman Dean and the 
Martinsville City Council have 
thrown down the welcome mat, 
happy about the 100 guaranteed 
jobs and millions of dollars in 
revenue from Chem-Nu c le ar 
Systems Inc. ,  operator of the 
site. 

But the glee 1s not universal. 
A group called Concerned Ci­
tizens of Clark County is wor­
ried about radioactive leaks into 
ground water and the area's vul­
nerability to earthquakes. 

"I feel like we were definitely 
betrayed," said Kona Merrill, 
whose home is 14 feet away 
from the field targeted for devel­
opment. 

"They think it's going to be 
beautiful," she said. "Anything 
can be made beautiful on top. 
It's wh at's d ow n  below that 
counts." 

Ortciger, however, said every 
concern has been answered by 
the state or Chem-Nuclear.

Student Senate 
fails constituents 
at city council 

Student Government lost a considerable 
amount of respect with both the Charleston City 
Council and with the campus after their antics in 
Tuesday's City Council meeting. 

When Student Senate council representative 
Brett Gerber and senate member Dan Byer 
asked commissioners for faster movement on 
the proposed four-way stop at Ninth Street and 
Roosevelt Avenue, they turned what could 
have been a polite appeal into a degrading 
show of their childish impatience.

Using entirely the wrong approach, the two 
bragged about a recent voter drive and the 
campus' pull in local elections. Members likely 
interpreted that as a threat - an empty one. 

Given much of the community's traditional 
hostility toward the student population and the 
senate's irresponsible record of attending city 
council meetings, a less diplomatic move 
would have been difficult to make. 

Inflaming the issue even more, the rest of the 
senate voted blindly Wednesday to congratu­
late the two on a fine and appropriate job. 

Mayor Wayne Lanman told Byer at the top 
of the discussion the council had slated a public 
hearing next Thursday seeking input on the 
matter. Like a toddler who didn't get his way, 
Byer and Gerber dragged the council around in 
cirdes for almost 40 minutes, complaining the 
7-month-old issue needed prompt attention. 

Of all campus groups, Student Government 
should understand the requirement for a 
planned forum where both sides can present 
concerns. 

Is this another example of Student Govern­
ment jumping on the public opinion bandwag­
on? Having found an actual problem, they've 
lost sight of correct protocol. 

Rarely has university witnessed such unpro­
fessional and immature behavior in a public leg­
islative forum.

With increasing frequency, jour­
nalists and other public figures have 
been critical of higher education, cre­
ating a picture of professors who 
eschew teaching undergraduates in 
favor of "discretionary time" (ie. the 
time for research. for publishing and 
for supplementing their incomes 
with off-campus consulting). In the 
picture's foreground, furthermore, 
are teaching assistants. "kids teach­
ing kids," graduate students who 
play a major role in university dass­
rooms across America. 

Given such a scenario, it is not 
surprising to hear the increasingly 
shrill declaration that America's 
undergraduates are not getting their 
money's worth. Faculty don't want 
to teach anymore, we are told, and 
more particularly they don't want to 
teach undergraduates. Noteworthy, 
however, is the accusatory fingers 
are wagged at big-name schools, 
such as Harvard, Yale, Stanford, 
University of Illinois, University of 
Wisconsin-Madison and University 
of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. 

What is true about big-name uni­
versities not true about most of high­
er education. There are approximate-

• ly _ 1.� ���gn�:� "�����I� 
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in the country, and these are mostly 
big-name schools with large, well­
known graduate schools. 

There are, however, about 2,000 
other college's and universities for 
which the above noted criticisms are 
unjustified. In fact, there are many 
schools which proudly emphasize 
undergraduate teaching as their first 
priority - and Eastern is one of these. 

We challenge critics of higher 
education to visit our campus. look 
inside our dassrooms and talk with 
our students. What those critics will 
find is that our full professors teach 
not only upper-level courses but also 
freshman courses. We are far from 
being Insensitive to the need for 
undergraduate teaching. Our under­
graduate students will confirm that 
we do it exceeding well. 

Today, the major problem facing 
Illinois' higher education is bud­
getary - especially for schools which 
emphasize undergraduate education. 
Illinois' taxpayers spent about $40 
million last year for the central 
administration of the University of 
Illinois system, (two campuses, 
known for graduate education and 
research), while only about $3.S mil­
lion were spent for the central 
administration of the Board of Gov­
ernors and Board of Regents systems 
(eight campuses. most of which are 
primarily undergraduate institutions). 

So where have Illinois' legislators 
decided the bulk of taxpayers' dollars 
should be spent relative to hJgher 
education? Oearly not to undergrad.-

uate education, but to universities 
with titular prestige precisely be­
cause they are research institutions. 

Eastern receives a smaller portion 
of our operating budget from the 
state that at any time in recent 
decades - both on a percentage 
basis (about one-third) and in terms 
of actual purchasing power. Fiscal 
austerity precludes acquisition of 
new equipment for classroom in­
struction and the performance of 
essential maintenance to keep dass­
room buildings from deteriorating. 
We have been enduring such auster­
ity for years. Yet a new kind of fright­
ful austerity is about to be mandated 
by the Il linois Board of Higher 
Education: ie., not only is  this coordi­
nating board beginning to function 
as a governing board by rewriting 
the missions statements of various 
Illinois universities; but it is forcing -
via budgetary cuts - the reduction, 
consolidation and elimination of aca­
demic programs belonging mostly 
to undergraduate institutions in this 
state. 

Since proportionately fewer tax 
dollars are spent on higher education 
now than ever before, we can only 
assume that this newly mandated 
austerity and downsizing of under­
graduate education in Illinois is 
geared to accommodate the fact that 
higher education - particularly 
undergraduate education - is no 
longer a top priority of our state's 
governmental leaders .

A 
bunch of guys going out into 
the woods for a weekend , and 
finding their lost male-ness by 
wearing lo incloths , beating 
drum-s ,  and generally behav­
ing like apes? 

We l l ,  a b u n c h  of g u y s  
wrote a m us ica l about that . 

Actually , it ' s  a hoot . The 
play began with the m e n ' s  
guru l e a d e r  S t u a r t  P e n n  
(played by Rob Riley) recount­
. g in song the sorrowful tale 
of m e n  w h o  had l o st t h e i r  
mascul inity throughout t h e  
ages. "Who is the wildman?" 
he questions . There are men 
who will pay to find out . 

The first two men we are 
introduced to are , of course , 
the wimp and the fat, obnox­
ious guy , p layed by David 
Lewman and Mark Beltzman, 
respectivley . After they dis­
cuss women and beer, we also 
meet the clueless hardware 
store worker (Peter Burns) , 
and t h e  ove r z e a l ou s  " h e y  

guys-I 've done this four times 
before " rich guy (Joe Liss) . 
Afte r t h e y  a l l  get  t o  know 
each other, their leader joins 
them, and we're on our way. 

The first act of the play is 
hysterical . There is fun poked 
at the male 's inflated ego, but 
this play is far from a simple 
male-bashing fest . The men 
recount childhood tales ,  and 
y e a r n i n g s  f o r  r e a l  h e r o e s  
w h i l e  b e at i n g  d r u m s  a n d  
wearing masks representing 
the beasts of the jungle (the 
wimp ' s  mask is of course , a 
rabbit) . 

T h e  s o n g  " W i m m i n s "  
allows a vent for lust and frus­
trations for "the weaker sex . "  
But the true highlight o f  the 
f irst  act is  the song " O o h ,

Eastern looks to stop ISU rushing attack

Both Eastern Illinois and Indiana State football teams will 
attempt to snap its losing streaks in a Gateway Football  
Conference battle during Eastern's 77th Homecoming game 
Saturday in O'Brien Stadium at 2 p.m. 

The Sycamores were picked to finish at the bottom of the 
pack in the preseason Gateway Football Conference poll.  But 
Eastern coach Bob Spoo believes Indiana State is a better 
team than what the poll made them out to be. 

"They are very capable of beating anybody," Spoo said. "It 
is going to be a good football game . "  

The Panthers, 2 - 3  overall and 0 - 2  in the conference, are 
coming off a 47-46 loss to Southern Illinois, 2-3 overall and 1-
0 in  the conference. In that game the Salukis rushed for 3 1 6  
yards and compiled 482 yards i n  total offense. 

Spoo knows that the Panther defense is going to have to 
come up big because Indiana State has a solid rushing attack. 
It is averaging 262 yards per game, which is third in the 
Gateway Football Conference. 

The Panthers are in the cellar in the Gateway in rushing 
defense, giving up 276 yards per game. 

This means that the Sycamores have two running backs 
which could potentially give the Panther defense a true test. 
Von Ganaway and David Wright are fourth and fifth respec­
tively in the conference in rushing. Ganaway is averaging 

82 . 2  yards per game and Wright is averaging 75 .6 yards per 
game. . 

"They are rushing the ball extremely well , "  Spoo said. "I 
expect them to rush the ball because they have run the ball 
against everybody this year, and they have played some out­
standing teams. "  

"They are stout i n  their running game. They have always 
been a good blocking team and they execute very well . "  

In last week's 30-24 loss to No. 7 Youngstown State, both 
Wright  a n d  Ganaway were pretty busy on t h e  fi e l d .  
Ganaway, who was a starter a t  safety last year, played on 
both sides of the ball in the game in addition to special 
teams. Although his name didn't make the box score in the 
last game, he is the only player in Indiana State history to 
have a scored a touchdown on offense, defense and special 
teams. 

"Last year I remember him as being a stellar player in the 
defense, "  Spoo said about Ganaway. "He �s just an outstand­
ing player. " 

Wright, who is a freshman tailback, ran for a career-high 
140 yards on 22 carries. 

"David Wright looks very good on film; he's very quick 
and is picking up a lot of yardage" Spoo said.

Quarterback situation depends on ·Thorne' s health

Going into 1 992 football  campaign ,  
Eastern 's  junior quarterback Jeff Thome 
was the leader of the Panther offense  
going into h is  third year as a starter. 

But when Thome went down with a 
sprained j oint in his  throwing shoulder 
Sept. 26 at Illinois State , the finger was 
pointed in freshman Pete Mauch's  direc­
tion to take the snaps.  

For Mauch ,  matching the performance 
of an All-American candidate, is a diffi­
cult role to play. But Spoo said, judging 
from Mauch ' s  performance so far, he is 
doing just fine. 

"I think he is  doing a very good job," 
Eastern coach Bob Spoo said. "I would 
guess that most  teams don ' t  have the 
benefit of very little drop off from their 
first and second quarterback�. Pete did a 
very fine job  con sidering the circum-

stances .  He 's got  a lot of drive and he is  
an exciting player and he makes plays ."  

In Mauch ' s  first co l leg iate s tart last  
weekend in the 47-46 loss  to S outhern 
Illinois ,  Mauch was 8 - 1 6  passing for 1 47 
yards and three touchdown passes .  

"I thought he played a great game last 
S aturday," Thorne said .  "I don ' t  think 
you could ask for anything more for a 
guy who is stepping in for a starter. He 's 
a competitor and he was looking forward 
to starting all week." 

Although Thorne may be in uniform 
for the 77th Homecoming Game against 
the Indiana State Sycamores ,  Spoo real­
izes the value of Thorne and said he ' d  
elect t o  g o  with Mauch i f  Thome i s  not 
1 00 percent. 

" I ' d  rather go with a healthier Pete 
Mauch than an inj ured Jeff Thorne , "  
Spoo said. 

But Thorne , with his shoulder feeling 
fine , sees himself as the starting quarter-

back for this  weekend's  contest. He said 
he threw the ball as far as he could last 
Tuesday without pain and the week 's rest 
helped make his shoulder feel  stronger. 

"If the coaches don 't want to expose 
me to any shots, then that i s  their prerog­
ative, but as far as I am concerned, I am 
1 00 percent and ready to play," Thorne 
said. 

T h o r n e  's pre s e n c e  on t h e  fi e l d  i s  
a lmost  irreplaceab l e .  Last  season , h e  
completed 6 1 .4 percent ( 1 5 1 -for-246) of 
his passes and connected on 2 1  touch­
down passes with only six interceptions .  
B ut thi s year, Thorne just  hasn ' t  had that 
game where he stood out. 

"I think he is  more more capable than 
what h i s  performance has  shown thus 
far," Spoo said .  "I think he has a great 
deal more to accomplish this year." 

Mauch walked on and made the team 
last year and was red-shirted. Spoo said 
it is rare to have such succe s s  from a 

walk-on. 
"It just goes to show that recruiting is  

not as scientific as some people think it 
is ,"  Spoo said.  "You do over look some 
kids who all of a sudden pop in the pro­
gram and become ·very successful ."  

M a u c h  is  s e c o n d  i n  the G a t e w ay 
Football Conference in passing efficien­
cy. So  far, he i s  2 1 -46 "for 392 yards and 
has connected on five touchdown passes 
while throwing only one interception. 

"Jeff understands the game more and 
is more experienced,"  Spoo said.  "But  
they both have a great deal of confidence 
in their game ."  

One deminsion that Mauch adds to  the 
game is a threat to use the run. 

"Pete probably has a little more quick­
ness than Jeff, but Jeff is  certainly is  a 
more c apable  thro w e r  at t h i s  p o i n t , "  
S p o o  s a i d .  " We a r e  v ery fortunate to  
have two individuals ,  who are quite com­
parable in the things that they can do."
