Murphy wins student presidency 
733 students cast 
ballots for executives, 
senate members

Michelle Murphy beat out Ron 
Jordan for student body president 
by a 375-321 vote. 

The Student Government elec­
tion results were announced during 
Wednesday's Sn.dent Senate meeting. 

Murphy, the United Party of Stu­
dents' candidate, is looking forward 
to next year. She will take office on 
July 1. 

"I'm excited," she said. "I'm 
always up for a new challenge, but I 
will miss having a voice on the sen­
ate floor because my opinion is dif­
ferent from the others." 

The student body president-elect 
said she has been campaigning this 
whole semester. 

"Visiting the different groups was 
a challenge and seeing as many fac­
es," Murphy said. "Winning by a 
few votes shows that it was imper­
ative because one or two of those 
groups could have helped me win."

Minority groups on campus for unity 
Black Student Union 
uses organizaton 
to get information out

The purpose of minority groups 
on campus can sometimes be mis­
cued, making others think these 
groups purposely separate themselves 
from the majority on campus. 

Leaders of these minority orga-

nizations want to make it clear that 
their goals are not to separate them­
selves, but to help diversify and unify 
the campus community as a whole. 

Jin-hee Lee, assistant professor for 
the history department and adviser 
for the Asian American Association, 
said the single most important goal 
is to create a community where peo­
ple see mutual support and have a 
sense of community. 

"1he reason for minority groups 
precisely is because of the experience 
they share," she said. "By gerting 

together with people who under­
stand similar experiences, or who 
are interested in those issues, it helps 
them to support their lives here on 
campus." 

DeMarlon Brown, president of 
the Black Student Union, said peo­
ple who say minority groups are sep­
arating themselves from the rest of 
the campus do not understand they 
are not the majority. 

"It's much easier to say that peo­
ple are separating themselves when 
you can look straight, left and right 

and see a person of your kind," he 
said. "It's not easy for us." 

Brown said some black students 
find it much easier to receive impor­
tant information from the organi­
zation when it comes to events and 
educational opportunities. 

"We find our members schol­
arships," he said. "We do Panther 
Service Day, and go to the nurs­
ing home and just sit there and play 
checkers with them."

Housing 
and Dining 
push new 
marketing

Colleges and universities across 
the country are looking to cut 
spending and increase revenue in 
any way possible as the economy 
continues to struggle and uncer­
tainties about state and federal 
aid circulate. 

With staffing quotas on educa­
tional departments and holds on 
non-safety related maintenance, 
like the hiring of janitorial staffs 
to save money, and increased 
marketing to entice more stu­
dents to enroll to make money, 
entire campuses are involved in 
pinching pennies. This is no dif­
ferent for Housing and Dining 
services. 

"Marketing" is the primary 
plan to increase revenue for Uni­
versity Housing and Dining Ser­
vices, said Mark Hudson, direc­
tor of University Housing and 
Dining Services. 

"The goal is to show students 
that the services we provide are 
quality services that make them 
want to stay in on-campus liv­
ing," he explained. 

However, many campuses 
are committing to more serious 
moves. 

Northern Illinois University in 
DeKalb has suspended their free 
on-campus summer living for 
those who work for housing and 
dining. Positions that include res­
ident assistants and dining hall 
workers must now pay regular 
residence hall rates for their sum­
mer sessions.

A former Eastern administrator 
died on Monday night. 

Jimmy Shonkwiler, budget 
director at Eastern from 2003 
until his retirement in 2007, 
passed away late Monday at 
O.S.S. St. Joseph's Medical Cen­
ter in Bloomington, McLean 
County Coroner Beth Kimmer­
ling said. 

University spokesperson Vicki 
Woodard said Shonkwiler and his 
wife Penny had recently flown into 
Central Illinois Regional Airport at 
Bloomington-Normal where they 
had returned from a vacation in 
Florida. 

Kimmerling confirmed the two 
had been driving to their home 
in Champaign when Shonkwil­
er began suffering a medical epi­
sode while behind the wheel of 

the vehicle. 
Mrs. Shonkwiler was able to 

successfully stop the vehicle with­
out injury to herself, Kimmerling 
said. 

He was then taken to O.S.S. 
St. Joseph's Medical Center in 
Bloomington where he was pro­
nounced dead at 11:44 p.m. 
Monday. 

He was 63 years old. 
Kimmerling said an autopsy has 

not and will not be performed and 
a review of medical records will be 
necessary in order to confirm the 
cause of death. 

Before his hiring at Eastern in 
2003, Shonkwiler held the posi­
tion of faculty specialist at the 
University of Missouri-Colum­
bia. 

He also owned and operated 
his own business producing kettle 
corn machines and training people 
to set up their own businesses and 

operating the machines, Shonkwil­
er said in a February 2003 Daily 
Eastern News article. 

Calvert-Belangee-Bruce Funer­
al Home of Farmer City is tenta­
tively handling the services, which 
should be held at a later date, a 
representative of the funeral home 
said. 

Shonkwiler was born Sept. 19, 
1945 in Champaign. He married 
Penny Huchel on June 20, 1988, 
in Mahomet. 

He is survived by his wife, 
Penny, of Champaign; daughter 
Shawn McLaughlin of Ottawa; 
two grandchildren, Declan and 
Lena McLaughlin, also of Otta­
wa. 

Shonkwiler was preceded in 
death by his parents and one 
brother.

Madonna promises $500,000 for quake relief

PACENTRO, Italy - The mayor 
of an Italian town shaken by Mon­
day's earthquake says Madonna has 
promised $500,000 to help people 
in need. 

Fernando Caparso, the mayor of 
Pacentro, the mountainside village 
where two of the pop star's grand­
parents were born, told The Associ­
ated Press on Wednesday that he had 
spoken to the pop star's manager. 

He said he was deeply moved by 
Madonna's effort to assist the town 
as well as surrounding areas. 

Pacentro, 100 kilometers (60 
miles) from hard-hit !.:Aquila, felt 
Monday's earthquake but didn't 
suffer major damage. Caparso said 
most of the donation would go to 
areas harder hit. 

Liz Rosenberg, the pop singer's 
spokeswoman, said Madonna had 
pledged a "substantial amount," but 
didn't disclose the exact figure. 

Whitney Houston 
countersuing stepmother 

FORT LEE, N.J. - Whitney 
Houston is countersuing her step­
mother for $1.6 million. 

The Grammy-winning singer 
claims Barbara Houston owes her 
the money for failing to make mort­
gage, tax, and condo association 
payments for the Fort Lee condo-

minium where she has lived since 
1987. 

Her stepmother initiated the le­
gal tussle last year when she claimed 
the 45-year-old singer, who issued 
the condo mortgage loan, improp­
erly kept proceeds from John Hous­
ton's $1 million insurance policy af­
ter his 2003 death. 

Whitney Houston's attorney says 
the 47-year-old stepmother is not a 
poor, elderly widow and that Whit­
ney Houston should not have to 
subsidize her living expenses. 

Fox to make TV show 
out of company layoffs 

NEW YORK - The Fox net­
work is letting employees of some 
troubled small businesses decide 
which one of their colleagues will be 
laid off and turning the results into 
a reality show. 

The series, "Someone's Gotta 
Go," is in production, but Fox 
wouldn't say on Wednesday when it 
would go on the air. 

Each episode will feature a com­
pany with about 15 or 20 employ­
ees that needs to cut costs because 
of the economy. Instead of the boss 
deciding who is fired, the company 
will open its books to show every­
one's salaries and let the employees 
make the call.

Self-defense workshop pays off

Many women who walk around 
campus may not expect to get 
attacked. But if it did happen, 
would they be prepared? 

As part of campus safety week, 
University Police Chief Adam Due 
organized a self-defense workshop 
to help women learn how to defend 
themselves. 

Twelve female students attend­
ed the workshop that Due, along 
with his son, Josh Due, taught on 
Wednesday night in the dance studio 
in the Student Recreation Center. 

When a possible attacker 
approaches, Due demonstrated how 
to be in cautious contact with the 
person. Being in a cautious con­
tact means being careful of one's sur­
roundings. He said to always have the

hands and arms close to the waist to 
protect the stomach and chest area. 

When punching the attacker, Due 
showed how to have one arm block­
ing the face and the other arm lying 
on the side of the hip ready to punch. 

When throwing a punch, follow 
the swing with the hips, Due said. 
He said putting the hips into the hit 
gives off greater energy and a stron­
ger strike. 

Another mechanism Due illus­
trated is to position one's self in a 
defensive stance. Never stand in 
front of the attacker straight on, he 
said. Instead, Due said to stand at 
an angle, but always look forward. 
This will help block blows to the 
chest, stomach or groin. 

He said the point of the presen­
tations was to offer the techniques 
to fight back. 

"We don't tell you to fight back, 

but how to fight back," Due said. 
The main purpose of these work­

shops is to help women know how to 
disrupt possible perpetrators, disable 
them and mn away as fast as they can. 

Cara Durkin, a freshman English 
major, attended the class because her 
sorority president asked members to 
go. 

She said she was glad she attended 
the session and recommends fi.l{ure 
workshops to all women on campus. 

'1t can only help you because you 
never know what situation you may 
be in," Durkin said. 

Student Body President Levi Bul­
gar, who helped organize this week's 
events, said self-defense workshops 
are also available every Wednesday 
and women are encouraged to come 
and learn defense mechanisms. 

"The things that they could 
teach you there can be the difference 

between you making it home safely," 
Bulgar said. 

He said the most effective tech­
nique is hitting a man in his groin. 

"Personally, if I get hit in the 
groin, I'm going down, no questions 
asked," he said. 

Kelly Kroll, a junior athletic train­
ing major, said she has attended a few 
workshops and finds the techniques 
helpfi.tl. 

"I haven't used any of them, but I 
think if I were in a situation, I could 
definitely use the stuff that I have 
learned from that class," Kroll said. 

Kroll said this self-defense class 
lacks advertising, and unless students 
bother to check the Rec Center's class 
schedule, no one would know about 
these kinds of presentations.

Forum advises students on campus safety measures 
Safety Week holds 
individual safety forum

As director of the Sexual Assault 
Counseling and Information Ser­
vice, Bonnie Buckley believes "the 
more people you can reach, the bet­
ter." 

Buckley and University Police 
Chief Adam Due headed a fomm 
centered on individual safety Wednes-­
day afternoon in the Andrews Hall 
lobby. 

Six students attended. 
The forum was part of Campus 

Safety Week, a Student Government 
initiative to raise awareness, and was 
in conjunction with the Residence 
Hall Association. 

Buckley and Due advised stu-

dents to be prudent and deliberate 
in their actions. 

"1he way you present yourself 
is your biggest asset," Buckley said 
about the risk of being assaulted. 
"Practice walking in a strong way. 
Do not just be aware; be assertive. 
Look alert." 

Due advised students to plan 
ahead and avoid bad situations. 
Watch your drinks, he said. 

"I've been here 20 years and 
about anything bad on campus 
involved alcohol," Due said. 

Alcohol also plays a part in the 
majority of SA CIS cases. 

Due encouraged students to 
enroll in the UPD's Rape Aggres­
sion Defense program, where wom­
en can learn to throw punches and 
land kicks to ward off would-be rap­
ists. 

Out of 14 assaults reported to 
SACIS this year, one occurred on 
campus. Due and Buckley conced­
ed difficulty in establishing concrete 
statistics for sexual assault. 

The UPD, SACIS and Charles-

ton Police Department do not 
readily share statistics because of 
confidentiality laws and the reluc­
tance of many victims to report 
assaults. 

Buckley urged vtcttms to 
remember, " It is not your fault." 

Other topics covered included 
the use of the emergency phones 
and lighting on campus. 

Due said students need to 
report any unlit emergency 
phones. 

Both stressed established stand­
bys: Do not walk alone at night, 
do not leave friends alone at par­
ties and be aware of strangers. 

"You should be able to do 
whatever you want within the law 
and within reason," Due said.

The president is using the last $100 
billion from the $700 billion bailout 
for banks to continue to loan money 
to them, and he desires an option for 
another $250 billion.

The average hourly pay of the 
unionized workers, including hourly 
rate and all the extravagant fringe ben­
efits, is approximately $75 per hour 

compared to $ 45 per hour for non­
union workers at foreign manufactur­
ers with plants in the U.S. 

The U.S. auto industry has to reor­
ganize, manufacture small, fuel-effi­
cient vehicles and cut the salaries of 
executives and get the pay of hourly 
workers close to $45 per hour. 

However, the government should 
not be running any private corpora­
tions. 

We have to stop bailing out banks, 
the AIGs and the auto industry.

2010 budgets approved with no opposition 
Student Se nate 
approves $54,000 for 
campus o rganizations

Bills for budgets for fiscal year 
2010 were approved at Wednes­
day's Student Senate meeting. 

After being tabled from last 
week, budgets for the Apportion­
ment Board, the Student Recre­
ation Center, the University Board 
and Student Government were 
voted on. 

The Student Senate usual­
ly holds a period of discussion 
for each bill, but little discussion 
occurred at Wednesday's meeting. 

Student Body President Levi 
Bulgar said this may have been 
because the budgets were all

straight-forward, and the members 
of the senate knew which way they 
were going to vote. 

In other business, the senate bill 
to release the funding for the Live 
Line Demo was tabled until next 
week. 

The Live Line Demo took place 
Tuesday, but the company does 
not expect to receive payment for 
the event until April 24, which is 
17 days after the event. 

The AB has approved the allo­
cation, but Student Government 
still needs to approve the money 
at a meeting for it to be released 
from the reserve account. 

Since the senate approved all 
the Campus Safety Week events 
with enthusiasm, Bulgar said he 
was hoping the bill would pass 
Wednesday. 

" If (the student senate mem­
bers) didn't like the Live Line 
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Demo, they would have gotten rid 
of it and the $500 to fund it," Bul­
gar said. 

"The fact that they left it in 
the original bill shows me that 
they did think it was a worthwhile 
event, it's just the timing of it they 
have a problem with." 

Tiffany Turner, vice president 
for business affairs, said she was 
not pleased with the lack of dis­
cussion held over the past week 
about the Diversity Involvement 
Requirement bylaw change. 

The members of the senate had 
many concerns with this change at 
last week's meeting and voted to 
table it until this week. 

The bylaw change was tabled 
again for next week to allow more 
time for discussion.

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Clown plays off crowds, 
warms up audience

For the first time in its history, the 
Children’s Theatre program at East-
ern will now have its own image and 
mascot.

The mascot made its debut last 
Saturday at the first of two perfor-
mances of “The Commedia: The 
Princess and the Pea” for general 
audiences.

“We changed most of what hap-
pened on stage for the adult audi-
ence,” Brinson said.  “We have a dif-
ferent, longer version for the chil-
dren’s show in the week. We actually 
have more of a ‘stand-up, everybody-
move-around’ thing. We weren’t sure 
how the adults would respond to 
that.”

Similar to how the mascot chang-
es performance to performance, it 
will also change year to year. 

Oertling said the student playing 
the mascot will be different at each 
Children’s Theatre production.

“It will provide an image,” 
Oertling said. “We do a children’s 
tour, and I can see this clown travel-
ing with them to help introduce the 
plays and talking about what the the-
ater is.”

Eastern freshman baseball player Zach Borenstein has made plenty of adjustments this year. 
The Buffalo Grove native has fared rather well. Staff Reporter Richard Morse sat down with the former 
shortstop earlier this week to discuss these adjustments and how he misses basketball. 
What made 
you choose Eastern? 

They did a good job recmiting. I 
had a lot of fi.m on my visit. The guys 
on the team were cool, I liked the 
campus, they gave me a good offer, 
and it seemed like the right fit. 

What's the biggest 
difference from high school? 

It's tough, because every guy on 
the team was the star in high school. 
You come here and you're a freshman 
and it's 'You're a freshman, go do 
that.' You're not batting cleanup, and 
stuff like that. The competition is a 
lot better, but it's fun. It's definitely 
fi.m. It's a challenge. Its just baseball, 
you just play. 

What was it like to move 
from shortstop to the out­
field? 

I played short my whole life. 
Then I came here and after a cou­
ple weeks in the fall I was moved to 
third base. We've already got a couple 
guys at short that are locked in there, 
especially (senior) Jordan Kreke, and 
I worked with (assistant coach Sean) 
Lyons a lot at third base. (Senior 
Zach) Skidmore is the starter at third, 
so I learned a lot from him too. He's 
a shoo-in at third, so they moved me 
to the outfield, and it's worked out. 
I'm just trying to adjust. 

How do you like 
your new position? 

At first, it was kind of nerve rack­
ing, because I hadn't been out there 
taking balls off the bat in a long time.

Junior sprinter determined 
Nwordu receives 
multiple awards

Eastern junior sprinter Violet 
Nwordu is still focused, and it was 
evident last week. 

The Ohio Valley Conference 
announced Nwordu as the Female 
Track Athlete of the Week. 

She was honored for her perfor­
mance last weekend at the Big Blue 
Classic, where she posted two first 
place finishes and one second place 
finish. 

Nwordu placed first in the 1 GO­
meter dash in 12.05 seconds, which 
placed her eighth on the Eastern 
career list. The time was also the 
top mark in the OVC this season. 
Nwordu was second in the 200-
meter dash in 25.07 seconds. 

In the 400-meter relay event, 
Nwordu ran one leg of the event to 
help the women's squad place first in 
46.49 seconds. The time ranks the 
relay team third in Eastern history. 

Eastern head coach Tom Akers 
said he was especially impressed 
with the way Nwordu ran at the Big 
Blue Classic. 

"She did a great job," Akers said. 
"She ran a very strong leadoff leg in 
our 4xl00 and she ran an excellent 
leg in the 4x400. She obviously had 

a very strong weekend." 
Aside from her strong perfor­

mances this past weekend, Nwordu 
and her teammates remain focused 
on capturing their second confer­
ence championship in three seasons. 

"We told ourselves last season 
when we lost that we were going to 
have to make it up to everybody," 
Nwordu said. "We want to show 
people that we are a good team and 
for them to start to recognize that." 

Nwordu said while practices have 
been tough this season, the coaching 
staff has given the proper amount of 
rest to the runners. 

"Practices have been a whole lot 
better this year, with less injuries 
than last year," she said. "On Mon­
days and Wednesdays we have real­
ly strong workouts, while on Tues­
days, Thursdays and Fridays we 
have a more relaxed, restful work­
out. These lighter workouts have 
allowed us to maintain our speed 
and keep increasing our speed, 
instead of burning out early in the

season." 
As a junior, Nwordu said she feels 

she must help the younger team­
mates understand what it will take 
to capture their second conference 
championship in three years. 

"We have really been trying to set 
the tone for the younger teammates, 
because we don't know exactly who 
will be back next season," Nwordu 
said. "Our goal before we graduate 
is to help the younger teammates 
understand that you must be a team 
if you're going to win the conference 
championship." 

Junior hurdler Chandra Gold­
en agreed with Nwordu that, for the 
sprinting squad to be able to cap­
ture another conference champion­
ship, they need to run as a team. 

"We just need to have the same 
common goal and come together as 
one," Golden said. "We need to give 
it our best and leave everything out 
on the track."

In the fourth, Eastern extended its 
lead as red-shirt freshman designat­
ed hitter Ben Thoma hit the Panthers' 
second home mn and freshman catch­
er Gerik Wallsten had an RBI single 
to extend the lead to 6 -2. After scor­
ing two runs in the fourth, Eastern 
scored five more in the fifth on a two­

In the sixth and seventh innings, East­
ern combined for 14 runs with senior 
shortstop Jordan Kreke and Thoma 
hitting back-to-hack home nms in 
the sixth and junior first baseman Jake 
Samuels hitting a three-run home run 
in the seventh. 

Schmitz said although the hit­
ting was impressive, one of the most 
important moments of the game came 
in the third inning.
