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Parked cars interfere with traffic by quarry

Cars parked on the road by the 
Charleston Stone Co. quarry have been 
disrupting traffic,  Charleston Sheriff' s 
Deputy Bob Campbell sai d .

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Hardee's will improve the Union 
We wish the Hardee's franchise luck in their 

new operations in the University Union. 
Hardee's is replacing Professional Food 

Management, which did not renew its contract 
this spring due to a total loss of$23,600 in sales 
since they opened operations in October of 
1980. 

We feel the Union should have a good food 
operation and we hope Hardee's determination 
and drive will prove more successful than that of 
PFM. 

Hardees will start serving food in the Panther 
Lair at the beginning of August and has been in 
operation in the Rathskeller since June 16. 

Denise Turk, publicity coordinator for Hardee's, 
said since the franchise has been operating in the 
Rathskeller, prices have already begun to drop. 

We commend the management of Hardee's for 
realizing that college students have tight pocket 
books and congratulate them for their anti­
inflationary tactics in this inflationary time.· 

PFM cut the hours of student employees and 
eliminated some student help entirely. 

We hope that Hardees does not intend to do the 
same. 

Gary Bassett, assistant manager for Hardee's, 
said he was going to "go to the student 
community for employment first." 

Advertisments for employees have already 
appeared in the Summer Eastern News. Bassett 
should be commended for his efforts to involve 
and employ Eastern students in the Union that 
student fees help operate. 

With an inexpensive, efficient food operation in 
the Union, students will be less likely to eat 
elsewhere. This much- needed business will 
provide vital revenue for the financially strapped 
food service. 

Eastern is attempting to keep up with the times 
in many areas, and contracting Hardee'.s to 
operate the Union food services is a step in the 
right direction for updating the facility. 

Abortion is multi-faceted issue 
I n  the past month or two, the Summer Eastern News has 

received several letters on the issue of abortion. I have 
purposely avoided sta1ing my opinions because I thought 
abortion had been discussed so many times that all the real 
issues had been brougl:)t out. 

I was also naive enough to think that both pro and anti­
abortionists had conside1 ed all the issues and possible cases 
before coming to a steadfast decision. The letters in the 
News demonstrate that this is clearly not the case. 

Arguments such as, "Would a wi.ndow into the womb 
decrease or· increase the likelihood of abortion?" are 
designed to toy with emotions rather than to evoke sound 
reasoning. 

Case 1: A woman , say in her twenties , fairly well educated 
about birth control , chooses not to practice it or is 
haphazard in her methods. She. has sex anyway, gets 
pregnant fou r  or five times and has four or five abortions. 
People such as this do exist and I defy any pro-abortionist to 
defend her. 

Case 2: A woman is raped , becomes pregnant as a result 
and has an abortion. This is �lso a possibility and for an 
l\nti-abortionist to argue for the rights of  the unborn child is 
to argue against the rights of the totally unwilling mother. 
To raise this unborn child would involve a sacri fice on the 
part of a woman who had no choice in the matter to begin 
with. Should a sacrifice of this nature be forced upon her? ·1 
would think not. 

Somewhere in between these two extremes fall the 
majority of abortion cases and I want to relate an example 
of this type. 

Case 3: A girl.with two years of college left goes toa party 
with her boyfriend. They both get drunk, return to the

dorms and have sex toget her for the first time. School let� 
out a few days later and the girl returns home for the 
summer. It  doesn ' t  take long for the girl to discover that she 
is pregnant and she calls her boyfriend for advice. 

He offers to pay medical expenses if she has the child or if 
she has an abortion. He offers no help toward supporting 
the child after birth nor does he offer any help in raising the 
child if she chooses to· have it. After the child is born he 
wants not hing to do with it. 

' 

The girl knows if her father finds out she is pregnant, he 
will throw her out of the house. She has no saleable j ob 
skills , no money and no place to go. She chooses to have an 
abortion. 

Thit" hypothetical" girl is a friend of my wife and I.  Her 
decision was not the cold and ruthless one portrayed by 
some anti-abortjonists-she had a hard time. She made a 
choice between her life in the future and the unborn child' s  
l ife. She knows her act was irresponsible, but that did n ' t  
help her undo it. 

I realize that the ability to conceive and the responsibility 
for conception don ' t  necessarily arrive at the same time in 
life and I find it hard to say that she made the wrong choice 
in opting for an abortion. 

It is  time to stop portraying abortion as one clear-cut issue 
and discuss all the possibilities sensibly.

t brought the math exemption into 
e. 
Alphonse DiPietro, chairman of  the 
th department ,  had sent a memo to  
e President for Academic Affairs 
nley Rives request ing formal act ion 
the math exemption . 

CAA member Steve Whit ley said the 
unci l  had first discussed the math 
emption in Oct . 1 979,  but had not  
ken any definite act ion .  
The  CAA discussed whether or not 
was a high enough score . 
Council member Don Rogers said " I  
lieve that ' s  plenty high" .to require a 
re of 26 for an exemption from the 
neral Education requirement · i n  
t h .  

Cal Campbel l ,  director of academic 
sistance, was at the meeting,  ·and he 
i d  h e  s u p p o r t e d  t h e  

recommendation, since it  was the same 
as the English one. 

The only difference between the two 
exemptions is  that the English 
exemption gives three hours credit for 
a 26 in English,  while the math 26 just 
exempts the student from the 
requirement . 

This does not excuse the student 
from other math requirements  in the 
varioos disciplines, j ust the  general 
education requiremen t .  

Campbell said t h e  math exemption, 
l ike the original intent of  the English 
one,  is " for the very bright student 
m'aj oring in disciplines which don ' t  
require" math or English a s  a maj or 
slice of the student ' s  program . 

By consensus,  the council approved 
establishing the math exemption , and it 
will go into effect this fall .  

Rives said h e  was " perfectly 
amenable" with whatever action the 
council took . , 

H e  also brought to the CAA ' s  
attention a - memo from George 
Schlinsog " requesting clarification" of 
the elementary education option for 
special education maj ors . 

I n  March ; Rives said he approved 
M a t h  1 22 0 ,  " N u m e r a l s  a n d  
Numbers ; "  Physical Science I I OO, 
" Physical Science ; "  and Music  1 42 1 ,  

" Fundamentals of Music" as courses 
which would meet general education 
requirements for elementary education 
majors .  

The problem arose in t h e  distinction 
between the special education major 
and ihe  elementary educat ion maj or .  

Rives proposed the option be 
extended to special education maj ors,  
and the council agreed . 

He also presented a request from the 
ROTC program, which asked for 
changes to be made in some courses to 
comply with government regulations . 

The CAA decided to make it an 
agenda item and take action on the 
request in the fal l , .  t reat ing it  as a 
normal course revision . 

CAA member Don Rogers said the 
request was a " valid " one, but he 
objected to the " principle of doing it 
this way (acting on the request without 
following regular procedure) . "
