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Union Advisory Board

The Union Advisory Board  is
seeking nominations for its annual
Outstanding Senior Award. 

Each year the Union Advisory
Board selects and acknowledges a
senior who has demonstrated student
leadership through participation in
co-curricular activities at Eastern
Illinois University or in the
Charleston community. 

Student nominations can be made
by an organization, administration,
faculty or staff member, a press
release said.

The Board expects 10 - 15 nomi-
nations, which has been the average
number for the previous years, said
Cathy Engelkes.

Criteria for the nominees are eval-
uated on significant contributions or
projects which the nominee either
was responsible for or participated in,
academic achievement (minimum
3.0 cumulative GPA) and participa-
tion in extra curricular programs, a
press release said. 

Requirements also must include
an officer or leadership position held
in Student Government, Residence
Hall Government, Recognized

Student Organizations,
Fraternity/Sorority Government,
Honorary or Professional Societies
and/or Student-fee-funded programs,
the press release said. 

Also considered are honors for
participation in extra-curricular activ-
ities, participation in community-
related events and employment expe-
rience with jobs held on campus. 

A student may receive the award
only once and must obtain senior sta-
tus (90 or more hours) before January
8, 2001, the press release said.  Even
though past recipients are ineligible
for nominations, past runner-ups may
be nominated, the statement reported.

The recipient will be honored
with a personal plaque at a lun-
cheon, Engelkes said. In addition to
the plaque, the recipient’s name
will be added to a permanent
plaque in the Bridge Lounge of the
Martin Luther King Jr. University
Union.  

Nominations must be received
before 4:30 p.m. on Friday, March
2, in the University Union Business
Operations Office.

In efforts to better communica-
tion between deans of colleges and
students, one student senate member
had the idea to organize forums.

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matter of initiative on the part of
senators.

press release.

In early December of 2000,
UPI petitioned the Illinois
Education Labor Relations Board
to allow first-year annually-con-
tracted faculty members to join the
Union. An agreement was reached
with Eastern later that month.

(without the community),” he
said.

Pohlman was unable to be
reached for comment, and
Edwards is no longer a student at
Eastern.

The partially constructed apart-
ment building that was completely
destroyed has not yet started to be
rebuilt, said Reggie Phillips,
owner of Unique Properties.

About one month ago, Phillips

began cleanup on the burned down
building after 11 months of dis-
agreements with his insurance
company and city officials.

Allied Insurance Co. has
agreed to pay the $4 million dollar
claim, but Phillips said he has not
received any of the money yet, so
he cannot begin rebuilding on the
apartments. If all goes well,
Phillips said he will begin con-
struction on the property in
approximately 90 days.

“I am fairly optimistic,”
Phillips said. “But I do not have
my hopes up too high.”

Today, Phillips will be present

at his bench trial, facing a citation
from the city that his burned prop-
erty had insect harborage and
visual blight.

Phillips said the property is
now cleaned up, and he was not
able to clean it earlier because of
an ongoing investigation with his
insurance company.

When a piece of property is
affected by a fire, it is a long
process to work out when it will
be rebuilt and to wait on insurance
money, Phillips said.

“Even though it is the one year
anniversary, I am still not ready
for the next year,” Phillips said.

House Speaker Hastert released
after kidney stone surgery

AURORA (AP) — U.S. House
Speaker J. Dennis Hastert was
released from a suburban Chicago
hospital Monday after undergoing
kidney stone surgery.

Hastert was smiling as he talked
with reporters outside his Yorkville
home after leaving Aurora’s Rush-
Copley Medical Center.

“I feel a lot better than I did last
night,” he said.

Hastert admitted himself to the

hospital about 9 p.m. Sunday after
experiencing abdominal pains that
had started a few days earlier, an
aide said.

Around midnight, the Illinois
Republican underwent a 40-minute
procedure called a cystoscopy, in
which the kidney stone was moved
from the area in which it was caus-
ing discomfort by an instrument
placed in the urinary tract, hospital
spokeswoman Lisa Brady said.

Northern Illinois dominates wrestling team

As the end of the season draws closer, the
burden of defeat is bearing down on Eastern’s
wrestling team after losing its third straight
meet falling to the Huskies from Northern
Illinois 34-7 on Sunday.

Eastern had another disheartening loss this
week as they were only able to capture two
victories throughout the match.

“We had a couple of good matches,” said
Eastern’s head wrestling coach Ralph
McCausland. “But not enough for good
results in a dual match.  We’re at a point in the
season that one tactical error can cost you the
bout.”

Northern went to work on the Panthers

quickly and controlled the meet for the first
seven matches before Eastern could win its
first match.

The meet kicked off at heavyweights when
Northern’s Jon Lovrich defeated Panther B.J.
Bertelsman 6-2.

At 125-pounds Eastern’s Brendan Holmes
was taken down and pinned by the Huskies’
Marlon Felton  in 2:20.

Alexis Rivers was able to capture a 12-4
win by major decision over Panther Mike
Stanley in the bout at 133-pounds.

“Mike had a similar match to Kyle
Bracey’s last week as to where he let it get
away from him,” McCausland said. “He is not
developing consistency from match to match.”

Northern continued their manhandling of
the Panthers at 141-pounds as Eastern’s

Shawn Slenczka lost by technical fall 22-7 to
national qualifier Ryan Egan.

Joe Gassen was beaten by Husky Jamie
Hay in a 9-5 decision for 149-pounds, and at
157-pounds Panther Frank DeFilippis also
lost a major decision  13-3 to Scott Owens
from Northern.

“Frank had a nice match going, but he had
a couple of situations change for him,”
McCausland said. “He had a chance for a take
down, but he thought about it and lost the take
down. That ended up being a five or seven
point swing in the match.”

A difficult loss came to Eastern’s Mike
Kelly as he was pinned by Bryce Hasseman
after leading in the match at 165-pounds.

“Kelly was leading and then got caught
and pinned,” McCausland said.

However, at 174-pounds Eastern was final-
ly able to find its first victory of the meet when
Louis Taylor changed things up and defeated
William Lowney in a 7-4 decision.

“Louis wrestled well,” McCausland said.
“He changed tactics and used the adjustments
and had good results in the match.”

Panther Kyle Bracey was defeated by
national qualifier David Potter in a 3-1 over-
time decision in the 184-pound bout.

The final match of the meet was at 197-
pounds when Eastern’s Joe Gleissner locked
up with the Huskies’Greg Reardon.  Gleissner
dominated Reardon 8-0 to capture the major
decision victory.

“You can’t take anything away from
them,” McCausland said. “They have a nice
squad, and their guys wrestled well.”

finally turn around? Can just three games show the talent this
team has?

Eastern still has the road trip to Southeast Missouri State
before returning home to host Morehead State and Eastern
Kentucky where the Panthers could pick up its first home con-
ference win of the year.

The three-game series in five days has left the Panthers
tired, but with four days to prepare for Saturday’s game,
Eastern could once again be the underdog against the
Otahkians after suffering a 77-71 loss Jan. 20.

If the Panthers can keep this upswing for their final three
games, it could enter the playoffs as the underdog and become
the first No. 8 team to upset the No. 1 team in the history of
the Ohio Valley Conference Tournament.

Women fall just short of handing Tech its first OVC loss of season

Tennessee Tech’s women’s bas-
ketball team continued to sweep
through the Ohio Valley Conference,
maintaining its perfect 12-0 record
with a 69-63 win over Eastern.

The battle for the win was not an
easy one for the Golden Eaglettes,
however, as the Panthers (2-11, 6-18)
battled hard in the 40-minute war in
Lantz Gym.

“We knew Eastern was well-
coached and I’m really proud of
Eastern,” Tennessee Tech head bas-
ketball coach Bill Worrell said.

“They did
some good
things out
there. I
don’t care
what their
record is.
I’m very

impressed.”
While the Panthers found them-

selves in an 11-point hole early in the
second half, teamwork put Eastern
within three points with 4:41 left on
the clock. 

While Tech had a 59-56 advan-
tage, Eastern still held on to hopes of
derailing the Golden Eaglettes’ 14-

game winning streak.
Tech quickly took hold of the situ-

ation on the court and moved ahead
with a three-point field goal by junior
guard Allison Clark, her fifth of the
night, and two shots behind the free-
throw line by junior center Janet Holt.

With 1:13 left on the clock, senior
Angie Russell got the Panthers with-
in three, courtesy of two points from
from the free throw mark, but an
offensive rebound by Tech and a
three-pointer by Andrea Brown with
48 seconds left to play sealed the
Golden Eaglettes’ victory. 

Tech wrapped up the game with
two free-throws by Holt for a 69-63

win.
“When you play a team like Tech,

you have to play perfect,” Eastern
head coach Linda Wunder said.
“They’re such a smart team; they
make you pay for the mistakes you
make. You’ve got to play them per-
fectly for 40 minutes.”

Eastern opened the second half
with a 33-28 lead, but Tech made
some altercations in the locker room.
Feeding Holt the ball immediately in
the second half, the OVC’s leading
scorer proved her talent as she made
14 of Tech’s first 16 points in the sec-

The Panthers went on an 8-0 run
to start the game and never gave up
their lead the rest of the way.

“I told them they are not going to
get fatigued,” Panther head coach
Rick Samuels said. 

“We did not want that to be an
excuse. These are 18 and 19 year old
kids, what else are they going to do
but play basketball?”

Senior Kyle Hill took his turn at
leading the Panthers, finishing with
a team-high 23 points. Sophomore
Henry Domercant finished with 18
points, six points below his average
that has him at No. 2 in the nation
in scoring. 

“We had a couple of tough road
games and we just wanted to come
out here and play tough,” Hill said.

The Panthers jumped out of the
blocks early, leading by as many as
17 late in the first half. 

Tech started
creeping closer to
end the half, but
Hill gave Eastern
momentum head-
ing into the break
off of an alley-oop
dunk in which he
elevated over the
back of a Tech

defender.
The Golden Eagles tightened up

the game in the second period behind
the strength of a Leigh Gayden shoot-
ing clinic.

The sophomore guard made good
on six three point attempts to bring
Tech back into the game.

Gayden hit a three with just under
five minutes left to pull Tech to with-
in two before Tech sophomore Brent
Jolly tied the game off of a lay-up.

Conference loss Monday night to
Tennessee Tech, the Panthers have
been on a rollercoaster ride.

After a meager performance at
Tennessee-Martin with a 89-59 loss
Thursday night, the Panthers
avenged their last-second loss to
Murray State Saturday with a 57-56
win. And finishing off its three-game
stand in five days, Eastern held con-
ference leader Tennessee Tech to a
six-point win, 69-63.
