It is important to stress the creative 
aspect of RATM's music. In today's world 
of computers and technology, many 
bands record a great album without being 
able to recreate It in a live environment. 
For RATM, this is not the case. The weight 
of this responsibility lies on the shoulders 
of the creative guitar wizard, Tom Morello. 

Playing the lead role means more than a 
few heavy chords and an occasional 
wimpy solo. Morello uses his guitar as an 
innovative tool, giving birth to an arsenal 
of sound that can be called nothing short 
of amazing. 

You will find absolutely no computers, 
keyboards or samples here. Morello and 
company are able to create every sound 
heard on their albums with use of varied 
application and technique, along with a 
fortress of effect pedals. 

RATM is trying hard to break down the 
walls. Listen to its music, then listen to its 
message, and·then listen again. There Is 
much to be �l�~�m�e�d� here.

tt's been a long time coming. It was worth 
the wait But Rage Against the Machine's sec­
ond full-length album, "Evil Empire," will have 
my vote for the album of the year - even with 
three-fourths of 1996 to go! 

My review Is most likely biased because r 
like the band so much. In fact, RATM could hit 
two kitchen pots together and record it, and I 
would freak because of its past accomplish­
ments. 

But therfl are many reasons for the album's 
praise. 

Most striking of all is Tom Morello's avant­
gard3 guitar technique. J.D. Considiny, who 
�r�e�v�i�~�;�w�e�d� the album for Guitar World, hit the 

has �n�o�~�h�i�n�g� on Morello the Magician; and 
unlike Copperfield, Morello won't disappear. 

On "Bulls On Parade," Morello creates a 
whining , electrified porno-music effect. 
"Revolver" opens with intensely creative feed­
back guitar, the type that hurts your ears in a 
good way. And while Morello amus&s with 
strings, lead 'SiAgerj lack de-la Rocha amazes 
wtth his weal cords-likely reduced to mere 
threads after this album. 

De Ia Rocha shrieks, shouts and screeches 
poetic on a plethora of themes: Zapatlstas in 
Mexico, the:rrtUitary and spousal homicide. And 
he convinces you to stay the hell away from 
him when he's pissed off. 

Thing is, �i�t�'�~� hard to tell what de Ia Rocha is 
so pissed about, and why he's so intent on get­
ting your head inside a vise grip to pound his 

nail on the head and wrote that since Jimi Hen­
drix was the master of guitar tricl<ery, Morello 
would certainly be one of his prized students. 

Indeed, I can't even fathom how he creates 
such sounds. even with the flange, wah-wah, 
signal process pedals and customized guitars 
he uses. 

Besides Hendrix. I hear a lot of guitar similar 
to lan McKay's (Fugazi) playing. But don't mis­
understand - Morello creates his own original 
twist with his mastery of the six-string. 

Considiny was also correct in assessing Tim 
Bob (formerty Timmy C.) and his funky bass 
playing, when he stated the bassist fil ls in the 
low- and middle-end of the sound mixture to 
make up fer the lack of a second guitar. 

In addition, Morello plays a great deal of 
rhythm guitar along with his unbelievable 
leads. 

Brad Wilk rounds out the rhythm section

decessor, "Empire" nevertheless leaves a mark 
on the memory. This version's group of unset­

"Empire" is not just noise. although your 
folks will prefer jammln' to Nell ·original 
Grunge Master" Diamond. "Empire" is filled 
with messages, and the liner notes list no less 
than 12 actMst groups' addresses. 

But forget the history lessons and 5 o'dock 
news influences on "Empire: RATM is kind 
enough to disguise those with its fine-tuned 
fury. "Empire" is recldess and relentless. The 
result is unflawed and superb. 

with his simple and effective five-piece drum 
set On "Roll Right" it sounds like he plays a 
Latin beat during the verse. wflich has a hint of 
Bongos in the background. Many of the songs 
have a hip hop feel, wfllch Wllk uses in "People 
of the Sun." 

Certainly important is vocalist lack de La 
Rocha. He constantly raps and screams. trying 
to educate and infuriate listeners with diverse 
topics such as the struggles of �V�~�e�t�n�a�m� vets. 
wife abuse, the struggles and labors of women 
across the wor1d. the many evils of the corpo­
rate world, racism. police brutality, political 
hypocrisy. media monopoly, inner-city street 
life and the importance of family. 

Standouts are "People of the Sun." WBulls on 
Parade," �"�V�~�e�t�n�o�w �,�"� "Without a Face" and "Holl 
Right," but the whole album is incredible. I 
would give it a 13 out of 1 0 and a 120 percent 
out of 100 percent.

Alright, I’ll admit it: I own
both of Mark Wahlberg’s albums
from the Funky Bunch days. But
that didn’t serve as an inspira-
tion to see him in his first major
movie role.

I saw the previews, and he
just looked like one bad mother.
I had this crazy suspicion that
Wahlberg might be a decent
actor in a bad-guy role. “Fear”
seemed like the kind of film he
could carry.

The only thing that carries
“Fear,” though, is fear itself.
You’re just pretty damned
scared for Nicole Walker and
her family.

Wahlberg’s David looks like a
well-mannered, boy-next-door,
Beaver Cleaver-type fella; we
know that’s never true. He
hooks up with Nicole (Wither-
spoon), and she falls for him
despite dad’s pleas otherwise.

Nicole gives it all up – and I
mean everything – for David,
and when he knocks the crap
out of her for talking to a male
friend, she gets the clue.

She bails. He follows. She
says no. He says yes. She says,
“get the hell away from me, you
freak of nature.” He says,
“We’re meant to be togetha. Let
na-cha take its course” in per-
fect Bostonian twang.

Eventually Nicole gets the
clue. She makes daddy a happy
camper and dumps the chump.

But Marky Mark ain’t no ordi-

nary chump. He’s possessed
and obsessed, rejected and
dejected, and he’s not about to
give up the ship. He destroys
daddy’s prized Mustang convert-
ible with a blunt object, leaving a
note reminding Nicole’s old man
that he’s now “popped both
your cherries.” What a sweetie.

This kind of pursuit goes on
for awhile, and includes David
showing off his spelling and pro-
nunciation skills during a home
tattoo session. He burns
“NICOLE 4 EVA” on his chest.
Damned East Coast accent.

After getting away with stalk-
ing, among several other prison-
able crimes, David gathers his
perpetually drug-induced house-
mates and invites the whole
gang to the Walker residence for
a little destruction session.

The climax is thrilling and
suspenseful, even if the end
result is predictable. Guess who
wins.

On the whole, “Fear” has
only fair acting, the plot’s been
tried before (see “The Hand
That Rocks the Cradle”) and
intellectual quality is nil. But
Wahlberg doesn’t need super
acting skills to pull off the psy-
cho ex-boyfriend thing. He is
believable, as is Witherspoon’s
tormented stalkee.

“Fear” is everything you want
it to be. This type of movie isn’t
made for good reviews. It’s
made for good entertainment.
Just good entertainment, that’s
all.
