Energy Center depends on b||

New amendment
is needed to help
administration’s
ideal construction

The administration is in the pro-
cess of a.itering llinois ieg‘isiation in
order to finance the construction of
the Renewable Energy Center.

President Bill Perry said the uni-
versity has worked with Sen. Dale
Righter, R-Mattoon, and Rep.
Chapin Rose, R-Mahomet, in
amending the Public University
Energy Conservation Act.

If passed, the amendment would
allow Eastern to forgo the tradition-
al construction bidding process, and
allow for quicker and flexible con-
struction, while putting the univer-
sity in control of construction costs.

“We wouldn't be asking the state
for capital money,” Perry said. “We
wouldn't be asking the students for
a fee. That is the value of this.”

But many concerns exist with
lawmakers in the General Assembly
about giving unique access to East-
ern with the amendment.

The administration hopes the Illi-
nois Senate will vote on the amend-
ment next week when the Senate
reconvenes from Easter recess.

Paul McCann, interim vice pres-
ident for business affairs, said the
amendment is necessary for a vari-
ety of reasons.

Mainly, the current act does not
allow a state agency to build a new
energy conservation facility. He said
the current act allows for repairs to
existing energy conservation facil-
ities, such as replacing heating and
cooling systems.

If the amendment is approved,
McCann said the Capital Devel-
opment Board, the state entity that
typica.iiy handles state construction
projects, would not be involved in

building the center.
He said Eastern and Honeywell

cools steam from the upper level.

International would create concep-
tual designs of the center. Honey-
well would then hire a contactor,
who would be in charge of building
the design at a fixed cost up front.

This process is called design-
build, and McCann said the pro-
cess is the greatest advantage to con-
structing the center through the act.

He said with the traditional bid-
ding process, if the architect who
controls the design wants to modify
the center during construction, the
change in order would create addi-
tional costs.

But, with design-build, because
the contractor is in charge of build-
ing the conceptual design, the con-
tractor does not have stringent
demands during construcrion,
McCann said.

Some architects are critical of
the design-build process because

they say it increases costs long-term
because of possible modifications to
the structure in the future, McCann
said.

“We like the design-build because
it gives us a little more flexibility on
how we go about deing a project,”
he said. “It allows us to be involved
in the project.”

With the center expected to be
around $40 million to construct,
Eastern intends to enter into a guar-
antee with Honeywell. Because
of that, Honeywell would have to
ensure the center could generate
enough heating and cooling savings
for 20 years to allow Eastern to pay
off the loan borrowed for construc-
tion.

McCann said state appropria-
tions and student fees would still go
toward utility costs but not increase,
it Honeywell's guarantee proves

true.

“It’s going to save us enough
money by itself to pay for itself,” he
said.

McCann said that state law
makes purchasing contracts last up
to 10 years, where as Eastern is look-
ing to enter a contract with Honey-
well for 20 years.

The energy conservation act,
however, allows purchasing con-
tracts for energy conservation proj-
ects, which last up to 20 years, the
time length needed for Eastern to
pay the loan borrowed for con-
structing the center.

Perry said the university has
entered into these types of agree-
ments before with smaller-scale
energy projects, and the company’s

guarantee has a.iways ilappcnad

Lincoln
Log Cabin
to re-open

Historic site funding
reinstated to 11 sites
throughout state

The Lincoln Log Cabin in
Lerna is scheduled to re-open
next week.

Site Manager Matthew Mit-
telstaedt said the historic site
would open by April 23.

The site has been closed
since Dec. 1, after former Illi-
nois Gov. Rod Blagojevich cut
funding to the Illinois Historic
Preservation Agency during the
summer.

Eleven historic sites were
closed from the cuts, includ-
ing four national historic land-
marks.

Thirty-three employees were
laid off after the closing of the
sites.

“We have issued recall notic-
es to all laid-off employees,”
said David Blanchette, spokes-
man for the Illinois Historic
Preservation Agency:

The one full-time worker
laid off at the Lincoln Log Cab-
in was recalled.

“We will hire seasonal staff
for the summer,” Mitrelstaedt
said.

Blanchette said the fund-
ing to re-open the sites will last
through June 30, the end of the
current fiscal year.

He said Gov. Pat Quinn is
committed to keeping the sites
open after the conclusion of the

ﬁSCﬂi year.

Eastern pays to lobby capitol

President Bill Perry believes the
university should have as much
information as possible when it
comes to tracking iegisiation in
Springfield.

He said, on a consistent basis,
many bills affecting higher edu-
cation and the operations of state
agencies flood the legislature, which
makes it difficult for the university
to stay informed with the different
bills.

“We can't be over there all the
time,” Perry said.

Because of this influx of ieg-
islation, Eastern has a $48,000
annual contract with Govern-
mental Affairs Specialist, Inc., a
lobbying firm, of which Loretta
Durbin, wife of U.S. Sen. Dick
Durbin, is a principal partner.

The firm is based in Spring-

field. Perry said the firm presents
issues pertaining to Eastern to
legislative staff members and law-
makers.

He said at the beginning of each
legislative session Eastern gives the
firm an agenda of important legis-
lative items.

Currently, the firm is lobby-
ing for Eastern’s amendment to the
Public University Energy Conser-
vation Act.

Thar bill, which is sponsoreci
by Sen. Dale Righter, R-Mattoon,
would allow Eastern to construct
the Renewable Energy Center
without the use of the Illinois Cap-
ital Development Board.

With the university enduring
tight financial times, Perry said
paying the lobbying firm is a neces-
sity, while at campus, certain facul-
ty and staff positions are not being
filled because of scarce state appro-
priations.

He said paying a staff member
to lobby in Springfield would be
more costly because of living and
housing costs.

“If we are going to continue to
serve the students, faculty and staff,
we need to be as effective as we
can in terms of our dealings with
the General Assembly,” Perry said.
“We found this to be an efficient
and cost-effective way to do that.
I don't see any particular reason to
change.”

Aside from lobbying specific
bills, the firm promotes Eastern’s
mission and communicates with
legislators on the House and Senate
higher education appropriations
committees.

The firm also coordinates with
campus officials about institution-
al positions in response to legisla-
tive action.

Scholarships suffer losses

Capital campaign
moves slowly

Eastern, like the national econ-
omy, is facing fiscal difficulties as
state and federal aid is undecid-
ed and the Eastern endowment, a
fund that supports student scholar-
silips, has decreased signiﬁcanti}f.

Because of the financial insta-
bility caused by the decreasing
endowment, scholarships have been
directly affected. Specific informa-
tion on the number of dollars each
scholarship has lost has not been
released.

The Eastern Illinois University
Foundation lost more than 26 per-
cent of its value during the course
of 2008. It ended the year with a
market value of about $32 million,
down from about $45.6 million.

“2008 has been an extremely
difficult year for the financial mar-
kets with nearly every asset category
in decline,” said Karla Evans, direc-
tor of philanthropy. “Most every-
one has felt the impact in their per-
sonal portfolios, as we have here at

the EIU Foundation.”
‘The loss has led to several schol-
arships decreasing their funds

or being unavailable altogether.
Evans explained that the scholar-
ships are held to a spending policy
that requires each fund to pay the
endowment 4.25 percent of their
earnings that year.

If a fund cannot support this
balance, the fund must pay the
actual earnings of the year and stu-
dents lose the scholarship.

“Because our scholarship pay-
outs are determined on a 12-quar-
ter rolling average, the impact of a
few bad quarters will continue to
play out for the next few years,” she
said.

Blair Lord, vice president for
academic affairs, said that other in-
house scholarships are also affected.

Scholarships that are granted
from Eastern operating funds are
not affected by the endowment,
but as the budget decreases from
losses of state and federal aid, they
become “distressed.”

The administration and the
Office of Philanthropy have been

working on a national campaign
to raise capital with a goal of more
than $40 million.

This campaign is targeting move
than 70,000 alumni for dona-
tions across the country, which will
replenish funds in different aspects
of the university.

“One of the focuses of the cam-
paign will be support for students,”
said Jill Nilsen, vice president for
external relations. “This will trans-
late to more scholarship dollars for
our students each year.”

Evans explained thart it will also
be divided among teaching and
research aid, university programs
and capitai projects, or the build-
ing of new and remodeling of exist-
ing facilities.

She said the money raised
would be donated in “outright
cash, endowment gifts, as well as
deferred giving through the future
fund.”

Lord said that campaign focuses
on the “generosity of our donors.”

“We want them to have a clear
understanding of how their dollars
are invested and how the current
economic environment impacts
their gifts,” he said. “Some donors
will choose to supplement their
endowment carnings with an out-
right cash gift paid directly to the
student. Others will prefer that in
time the market conditions improve
and their endowed fund gains.”

However, this campaign has had
a “slow start” because of the eco-
nomic recession. There is an uncer-
tainty about whether the campaign
will meet its goal, so the adminis-
tration is advising students to be
prepared.

“The economic climate is affect-
ing the university and the extent of
the ‘help’ it can provide students,”
Lord said. “At the same time, the
economic climate is affecting stu-
dents and their families’ ability
to meet the costs of college atten-
dance.

“Those seeking financial aid
need to be very timely in getting all
their necessary paperwork into the
financial aid office. Being early will
be a powerful virtue in these chal-
lenging times.”

you and your major. Do not pay
for the information.

Go to Google and search

“scholarships and grants.”

5) Local Business and Unions:
Companies around town may offer
scholarships for students who go
to the schools in the area. Unions,
like the faculty unions and oth-
er labor organizations, also have
schoiarships available.

To find these takes call-
ing around to the businesses or
unions.

Ask if they have one and how
you can apply.

6) Outside organizations: Reli-
gious organizations, foundations
and cause groups, fraternities and
sororities and Charleston area
clubs offer scholarships. Groups
like the YMCA, Lions Club, and
others all distribute financial aid
to students.

Ask if they have one and how
you can apply.

Student Senate should keep

diversity requirement

Diversity is something that’s celebrated in American culture.
Children and adults alike are both encouraged to explore
and respect others’ cultures and to hold them in high regards to
their own. To make a conscious effort to pursue the knowledge
of another culture is left entirely up to the individual based on

how one will apply that knowledge in day-to-day life.

Politicians are especially held to a high standard of cultural
sensitivity; a racist remark or an unwitting ethnic slur can kill a
politician’s career and blacklist the individual forever.

So it’s understandable if Student Senate required its mem-
bers to have some semblance of cultural awareness on Eastern's
campus.

However, for the third time this semester, Student Sen-
ate decided to reconsider rewording the bylaw that requires its
members to meet certain diversity requirements.

As it was, the Student Senate bylaws stated, “All senators are
required to participate in a selected event, program, or meeting
that promotes diversity on campus.”

"The bylaws further provided three options for senate mem-
bers, including but not limited to, planning events that pro-
mote diversity on campus or in the community, or attending
“at least two ... or more diverse forums as deemed appropriate
by the diversity affairs chair.”

In February, senate members expressed frustration with the
wording, particularly “diversity.”

In an article published on Feb. 4, senate member Mark
Olendzki called it “a matter of clearing things up.”

“The problem is that the word is open to interpretation,”
Olendzki said.

But that’s whete the issue laid for the senate, encouraging
the need for a bylaw change that would get senate members
more involved with the student body.

“As it was, the Student Senate bylaws stated,
‘All senators are required to participate in

a selected event, program, or meeting that

promotes diversity on campus.’”

Olendzki, along with Tiffany Turner, vice president for busi-
ness affairs, headed a bylaw change that would require Student
Senate members to “facilitate or help plan a (an) event or pro-
gram that promotes of the EIU/Charleston community.”

The vote passocl through the senate with 18 yes, three no
and three abstentions.

By eliminating options such as simply attending events,
the bylaw change now requires senate members to participate
more in the campus community, developing stronger bonds
with their constituents.

By the penalty of a given senate member’s vote carrying no
worth, senate members must fulfill the stated requirements.

This is a positive move for the Student Senate, one which
Olendzki and Turner should be applauded for authoring and
getting through the senate.

The new requirements provide each member with valuable
cultural and ethnic insight that can be applied to the campus
and the community.

Visitors to the site can also tour
the log cabin of Abraham Lin-
coln’s father, Thomas Lincoln, and
his stepmother, Sarah Bush Lin-
coln, which looks like it did in the

1840s.

Lincoln was a lawyer by that

time, so he did not live on the site.

McCann said construction
completion is another advantage
with Eastern wanting to abandon
the traditional bidding process and
Capital Devclopment Board.

He said Eastern officials have
estimated construction to be com-
pleted in 18 months with the
design-build process, opposed to
three years with CDB controlling
construction.

“We control the speed,”
McCann said about why construc-
tion would be quicker.

But all of these intricacies with
Eastern and Honeywell cannot
happen unless the amendment
to the energy conservation act is
passed.

McCann said the current act,
which includes the design-build
process and the 20-year purchasing
contract, only applics to repairs to
existing energy conservation facili-
ties, not the construction of a new
tacility.

He said from conservations
with Springfield lawmakers, the act
was designed that way to ensure
public universities were not abus-
ing the broad power of the law

to create facilities that were not
intended to conserve energy, such
as a sports stadium.

Because of this, many concerns
exist with lawmakers in Spring-
field about the amendment, with
Speaker of the House Michael
Madigan, D-Chicago, having the
MOSt CONCErns.

McCann said Macligan’s prima-
ry concern is making sure Honey-
well comes through on their guar-
antee.

He said Madigan wanted Hon-
eywell to promise an agreement,
similar to an insurance policy.
Honeywell has agreed, McCann
said.

Another concern is making
sure Eastern pays prevailing wage
to construction workers, who
are supported by various labor
unions.

Prevailing wage exists to ensure

that state agencies are paying
comparable wages for construc-
tion workers in the area.

For example, Eastern would
pay plumbers the same wag-
es plumbers make in east-central
Illinois.

Perry said Eastern has always
done this and will continue to do
this in the future.

The final concern is that the
amendment would allow oth-
er state agencies to manipulate
the act to build new facilities and
label them as energy conservation
projects.

To address that, Righter, who
sponsored the bill, labeled the
amendment as a pilot project
for Eastern's Renewable Ener-
gy Center, with the possibility of
the amendment cxpanding if the
project goes well.

ect approved, we are educating,
letting people know the dertails
and the benefits,” Perry said.

If constructed, the center will
replace the steam plant, which
is operating on 1928 technolo-
gy. Construction of the center
was announced in November, but
the administration retracted the
announcement, citing the econ-
omy as a reason not to proceed
with construction.

McCann said he believes the
Senate needs to approve the
amendment by the end of the
month; otherwise, the bill dies.

If the Senate approves it, the
administration is hoping the
House sends the amendment to
committee for review and then
moves it to the floor for a vote.

Perry said if the amendment
is denied, Eastern will have to
look at different funding options,
which could include asking for
state money or increasing student
fees.

“From our perspective, the
pilot project makes perfect sense
all around,” Perry said. “You don't
have to charge the fee to students,
and we don'’t have to ask the state
for money. It’s a win, win, win.”

The firm can set up meetings
for Eastern’s administration with
lawmakers, legislative staftf mem-
bers and the staff members of the
governor, Perry said.

“We try to work through (Jill
Nilsen) for communications with
them and Rep. (Chapin) Rose and
Sen. Righter,” he said. “We want
to make sure we have a coherent
message.”

Nilsen, vice president for exter-
nal relations, said when the Board
of Trustees was created by the leg-
islature in 1995, Eastern hired a
staff member to serve as a legisla-
tive liaison in Springﬁeld.

When the staff member left
in December 1997, the universi-
ty asked a government affairs spe-
cialist to assume the member’s job
responsibilities for a semester, she
said.

“GASI worked so well the uni-
versity and were so thorough in
their approach to the legislative
process that we extended the con-
tract,” Nilsen said.

State Sen. Righter visits Student Senate

State Sen. Dale Righter, R-Mat-
toon, spoke to Student Senate
about the Renewable Energy Cen-
ter state bill at chnesday night’s
meeting.

The bill would allow funding to
be used at Eastern for the Renew-
able Energy Center. The bill could
supply $40 million of the $60 mil-
lion needed for the center.

Righter said he was optimistic
about the bill passing through the
State Senate by Thursday, but is
cautious about how the House of
chrcsentatives will vote.

“We're asking for a green iight

from Springfield, and even though
we are not asking for money, we
still need ‘grass-root’” support from
the students,” Righter said. “We
need to run all the way through
the tape and get this done.”

Eric Wilber, student executive
vice president, has worked exten-
sively with other members of the
Student Senate to make the state
representatives aware of the impor-
tance of this bill bcing Passed for
the university.

The members of Student Senate,
along with help from other stu-
dents, have written 800 letters to
the representatives in Springfield
to voice the importance of voting
in favor of this bill.

Wilber said he is excited with
this number, but he said he has a
goal set for at least 1,000 letters to
be sent out.

“I think that (Righter) coming
and talking to us about how we
can really get involved shows they
realize this thing isnt going to get
done without us,” Wilber said.

Both Righter and Wilber
encouraged students to contact
their representative to voice their
concern for this bill.

The bylaw change regarding the
Student Senate diversity require-
ment was approved with a vote of
18-3-3 after being tabled for two
weeks.

Student Senate member Isaac

Sandidge, who was against the
original bylaw change, spoke open-
ly for this bill during Wednesday’s
meeting.

“My big concern with the bylaw
change was that they completely
omitted the diversity requirement,
now they have edited it and actu-
ally changed it back to what it was
last year,” Sandidge said.

In other business, Student Sen-
ate Passed four bills, in which two
were emergency legislations.

‘The first was a bill for Panther
Service Day T-shirts, which will be
given to participants at the event
on April 25. The bill passed 21-
0-0 for $800 to pay for the shirts.

The E’XPCCth Cost may come to

$1,200, but the Departmcnt of
Student Community Service has
agreed to pay for the difference in
the cost.

The second emergency legisla-
tion was a bill for the Student Sen-
ate Inauguration, which set the
location in the 1895 Room of the
Martin Luther King Jr. University
Union. This bill passed with a vote
of 20-0-2.

The Live Line Demo bill was
also passed with a vote of 18-0-3.
This was to release the funding to
pay for the Live Line Demo, which
took place April 7.

Thousands stage ‘tea parties’

FRANKFORT, Ky. — Whipped
up by conservative commentators
and bloggers, tens of thousands of
protesters staged “tea parties” around
the country Wednesday to tap into
the collective angst stirred up by a
bad economy, government spending
and bailouts.

The rallies were directed at Presi-
dent Barack Obama’s new adminis-
tration on a symbolic day: the dead-
line to file income taxes. Protest-
ers even threw what appeared to be
a box of tea bags toward the White
House, causing a brief lockdown at
the compound.

Shouts rang out from Ken-
tucky, which just passed tax increas-
es on cigarettes and alcohol, to Salt
Lake City, whete many in the crowd
booed Republican Gov. Jon Hunts-
man for accepting about $1.5 billion
in stimulus money.

“Frankly, I'm mad as hell,” said
businessman Doug Burnett at a ral-
ly at the lowa Capitol, where many
of the abour 1,000 people wore red
shirts declaring “revolution is brew-
ing” Burnett added: “This coun-

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try has been on a spending spree for
decades, a spending spree we cant
afford.”

In Boston, a few hundred protest-
ers gathered on the Boston Common
— a short distance from the original
Tea Party — some dressed in Revolu-
tionary garb and carrying signs that
said “Barney Frank, Bernie Madoff:
And the Difference Is?” and “D.C.:
District of Communism.”

In Atlanta, thousands of peo-
ple were expected to gather on the
steps of the Capitol, where Fox News
Channel conservative pundit Sean
Hannity was set to broadcast his
show Wednesday night.

The tea parties were promoted by
FreedomWorks, a conservative non-
profit advocacy group based in Wash-
ington and led by former Republican
House Majority Leader Dick Armey
of Texas, who is now a lobbyist.

Organizers said the movement
developed organically through online
social networking sites such as Face-
book and Twitter and through expo-
sure on Fox News.

While FreedomWorks  insist-
ed the rallies were nonpartisan, they
have been scized on by many prom-

inent Republicans who view them
as a promising way for the party to
reclaim its momentum.

“All you have to be is a mild-
ly awake Republican candidate for
office to get in front of that parade,”
said Grover Norquist, president of
Americans for Tax Reform.

The movement attracted some
Republicans considering 2012 presi-
dential bids.

Former House Speaker Newt Gin-
grich planned to address a tea par-
ty in a New York City park Wednes-
day night. Louisiana Gov. Bobby
Jindal sent an e-mail to his support-
ers, letting them know about tea par-
ties throughout the state. South Car-
olina Gov. Mark Sanford planned to
attend two tea parties.

“There is no such thing as so-
called free money and that includes
stimulus,” Sanford told several thou-
sand people outside the statchouse in
Columbia, S.C. “Paying down debt
is an old American theme and nev-
er a bad thing.”

‘There were several small coun-
ter-protests, including one that drew
about a dozen people at Fountain
Square in Cincinnati.
