City Commissioner Greg Stewart said he
is looking into different licensing
procedures used by other communities to
control or eliminate topless dancing.

Several communities have attempted to
control adult businesses by allocating
zoning districts. As part of these districts,
adult establishments could not be built
within 1,000 feet of a church, school or
playground, according to the Charleston

Times-Courier.
By using these

districts combined with
a licensing procedure,
police would have
access to the estab-
lishment at any time to
see if restrictions of the
license are being up-
held, according to the
Times-Courier.

Panther’s Lounge,
1421 Fourth St., began

offering topless dancing in August while
appealing revocation of the establishment’s
liquor license earlier this year.

Mike Bickers, the owner of Panther’s,
said he is prepared for any action the
council takes. 

“Anything they do, I will file a multi-
million dollar lawsuit against them,”
Bickers said.

Stewart could not be reached for
comment Thursday.

According to the Times-Courier, most
city commissioners are waiting to decide if
the ordinance is an infringement on
someone’s constitutional rights and to view
other options Stewart gets. The com-
missioners want to be certain the
ordinance, if passed, would not result in
any costly court battles.

Stewart said in the Times-Courier he
sees a need to regulate adult businesses
such as Panther’s Lounge because studies
allegedly show an increase in crime and a
decrease in property values around the
area.

A rural Charleston man who was
arrested by Charleston police on charges of
disorderly conduct has been the only
incident of violence at the establishment.

Saturday night will be the last
call for a Charleston tavern existing
since World War I.

Roc’s Tavern, 410 Sixth St., has
been a part of Charleston history
since 1919, but Saturday it will
close permanently.

Roc’s owner, Dave Isbell, said
the bar will close after Saturday
night’s finale featuring folk-rock
band Smart Alice.

Dr. Wu & Review, which in-
cludes former members of
Shadoobee, will play on Friday
night as part of the weekend’s
closing events.

At this time, Isbell would not
comment on what his intentions are
to do with the building but will later
make a public statement about the
matter.

Isbell has owned Roc’s since
1990 when it was then called Page
One. The bar was called Roc’s
Lounge from 1919-1972, when

then-owner John Ward renamed it
Page One, according to a Daily
Eastern News April 1990 article.

The bar originally opened in
1919 but didn’t gain an official
license until Prohibition was
repealed in 1933.

Isbell said he has mixed
reactions about the closing because
he will miss conversing with
Eastern students. He said college
students usually behaved proper
and civilized at Roc’s.

“I really liked dealing with the

students,” Isbell said. “And believe
it or not, the students were actually
a lot easier to deal with (than some
of the older clientele).”

Roc’s, under Isbell, reached its
peak as one of the premier
Charleston bars in 1993 when
former disc jockey Kevin Kramer
was employed there. However,
when Charleston’s bar-entry age
was raised from 19 to 21 in the
summer 1994, Roc’s never
regained the popularity it
previously enjoyed.

“It’s always very hard to keep up
with modern music, but Kevin
(Kramer) always knew how to read
a crowd,”  Isbell said. “He could
sense what kind of music they
wanted to hear.”

Isbell said Roc’s had an
outstanding year of business in
1993, because of Kramer’s ability
to mix techno music to attract
crowds.

Shadoobee was also a big crowd
pleaser that packed the place.

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) – In a rul-
ing hailed by gay rights advo-
cates, New York’s highest court
declared Thursday that unmarried
people – gay or heterosexual –
have a right to adopt their part-
ners’ children.

Since state laws recognize that
single adults can adopt, regardless
of sexual orientation, the right
must also be extended to partners
in gay or heterosexual relation-
ships, the Court of Appeals decid-
ed in a narrow 4-3 vote.

“To rule otherwise would mean
that the thousands of New York

children actually being raised in
homes headed by two unmarried
persons could have only one legal
parent, not the two who want
them,’’ Chief Judge Judith Kaye
wrote.

New York becomes the third
state after Vermont and
Massachusetts whose highest
court has recognized the right of a
person in a homosexual relation-
ship to adopt the other partner’s
child, according to Suzanne
Goldberg, a spokeswoman for the
gay rights group Lambda Legal
Defense and Education Fund.

Ticket sales for the three weekend Beach
Boys concerts should generate profits even
though sales for the added Friday show
remain low.

The 8 p.m. Friday show in Lantz
Gymnasium has sold about 840 of the
4,200 seats available, while the 6 and 9
p.m. Saturday shows in Lantz have sold
over 7,600 of the 8,400 tickets, said David
Milberg, the director of the office of
Student Life.

“Ticket sales are a little slower than
anticipated,” Milberg said. “There is a per-
formance in Peoria on Monday night, so
that may be a reason why (Friday sales are
down).”

In mid-October, an additional show was

added because fewer than 500 tickets
remained for the original two Saturday
shows.

As long as tickets are still available to
the three shows, students can buy them up
until the performances, said Shirley
Stewart, director of student services.

“So far a total of 7,635 tickets have sold,
out of 8,400 total for both Saturday
evening performances,” Stewart specified.
“For the 6 p.m. show, 3,913 tickets have
sold and for the 9 p.m. show, 3,722 tickets
have sold.”

Milberg said profits generated from tick-
et sales are already high.

“I think we’re fairly close to our profit
goal – more was spent because of Friday
night’s show – so the total profit is a little
lower than compared to the Saturday
show’s.”

At $20 a ticket, sales revenue is about
$168,000 for tickets already sold.

The Beach Boys cost $110,000 for its
weekend performances, which should pro-
vide a decent profit margin after additional
expenditures are subtracted.

Milberg said additional promotions
should boost ticket sales before the week-
end.

“Profits go to the concert surplus
account,” Milberg said. “After the bills are
paid at the end of the year and if there is
any surplus, then the profits go in a surplus
account. But, right now profits are going
into the concert surplus account.”

The concert surplus account can supple-
ment the costs of future concerts by bring-
ing in a higher-priced concert or by lower-
ing the cost of tickets to the concert,
Milberg said.

Concert profits high, Friday sales bottom out

Eastern officials met Thursday in
Springfield with several minority state
legislators to bring on-campus minority
issues and concerns to a statewide level.

“The meeting was very productive, and
the legislators were very interested in
what’s going on at Eastern,” said Luci
Gomes, an academic adviser for minority
admissions who attended the meeting.

The 9 a.m. breakfast, organized by
Eastern Lobbyist Chris Merrifield, was
intended to bring light to on-campus
minority progress and problems.

Merrifield said the event had no affilia-
tion with the recent racial tension on cam-
pus but was planned months ago as part of
a long-term pro-
ject to boost
minority con-
s c i o u s n e s s
throughout the
state.

The presenta-
tions given by
(Gomes and Joh-
netta Jones, dir-
ector of Minority
Affairs) were ex-
cellent and won-
derfully received
by the legisla-
tors,” Merrifield said.

Merrifield said about 10 legislators
attended the meeting of the 25 invited.

“I will personally be going to see each
one who didn’t attend and relay the mes-
sage and brochure (Jones and Gomes)
gave at the breakfast,” she said.

Gomes described the meeting as “sort
of a stepping stone to make contact with
(state) legislators. We informed (the legis-
lators) about what’s going at Eastern and
the positive outlook we have on the
future.”

Gomes said she and Jones gave statis-
tics on minority retention rates, enroll-
ment and minority faculty percentages to
the state legislators.

Gomes said the politicians were very
receptive to the concerns of the minority
program and were glad to hear of the
progress the program has made.

Jones was unavailable for comment
Thursday.

Lou Hencken, vice president for
Student Affairs,  who also attended
Thursday’s meeting, said the meeting is
just one step the university is taking to
make legislators aware of Eastern’s
minority program.

“When you compare (our minority pro-
gram) to other schools, we have a lot
going for us, and we have to make people
aware of this,” Hencken said. “Maybe we
haven’t blown our own horn enough.

“You have to plant some of these seeds
before you bare the results, and I think
today Johnetta (Jones) planted a lot of
seeds.”

Merrifield said she is working on hav-
ing minority legislators visit Eastern to
continue discussion and get a first-hand
look at minority initiatives.

“With their schedules it is very difficult
to get them on campus,” Merrifield said.
“But they did seem very enthusiastic
about the idea.”

The feel like they have been
slapped in the face because too many
things have happened lately that have
been to black America’s favor.

For example, O.J. Simpson was
found innocent in the case of the mur-
ders of Nicole Brown-Simpson and
Ronald Goldman. Then on Oct. 16,
black men made history in Washington,
D.C. The Million Man March did
something to black Americans that
whites are afraid of: It united us.

So to get back at us, the editor in
chief of The News dug up a rumor about
fraternity pledges raping white women.
This took the spotlight off of blacks on
Eastern’s campus by making history by
voting in a predominately all-black
Homecoming court.

Although I am upset, I am not
shocked. This is the way that white peo-
ple operate. They stab people in the
back and do underhanded, sneaky
things; the exact same way they took

over this land that they name the United
States of America.

The story on the untrue rumor was
not something Ms. Keibler found out
about on Oct. 22, so why was it manda-
tory that this story (“Untrue rumor of
frat violence re-emerges after attack”)
be run on Oct. 23. She knew about this
“untrue rumor” since Oct. 8. I guess she
felt that the public had to know about a
rumor on campus so badly she decided
to print it no matter how it defamed the
character of the accused.

Ms. Keibler was asked that question
and many more, but had the answer to
none. Instead, she danced around issues
and played the dumb role (“Burning
The News,” Oct. 24). She was neither
sympathetic or apologetic. She thought
her article was in good taste and appro-
priate. The only thing she was sorry
about was that our (black people) read-
ing level was so poor that we could not
comprehend the message she was trying
to get across.

The editor in chief contradicted her-
self by saying the photo was the best
one and by saying there was no one
appointed to write a story on the coro-
nation. If this is so, why was there a per-
fectly clear photo and a story in the Oct.
24 edition of the newspaper?

Since Ms. Keibler did not achieve her
goal of dispelling the rumor, I will do it
for her. Black men in fraternities or oth-
erwise do not have to rape a white
woman when they have the supreme
black woman by their side always.
There is no white woman on this earth
that can compare to my sisters and I.

The phrase curiosity killed the cat
explains it best. Whenever a black man
has indulged in a white woman it has
only brought him trouble. This is as evi-
dent now as it has been for years.
Examples are as recent as the O.J.
Simpson case to the murder of Emmitt
Till.

So for all of you who think black
men want to rape white women, think
again. Until I see proof beyond a shad-
ow of a doubt I will always stand
beside, behind, in front of or wherever
needed to protect my black brothers.

Disabled Eastern students will
now have a larger voice on cam-
pus with the Student Senate’s
approval of the Disabled
Student’s Union last week.

The new student group, co-
founded by Jennie Nimtz, a
sophomore health studies major,
and Krista Erickson, a junior
sociology major, is intended to
provide a forum for disabled stu-
dents to discuss their individual
and collective problems, accord-
ing to its founders.

One thing that Nimtz and
Erickson want to stress is that this
is an organization for all students,
not just those who are disabled.
They said that disabilities are not
always visible and the DSU is

meant to help all people with spe-
cial needs, physical or not.

“We’re open to all joining us in
addressing issues that affect stu-
dents with all kinds of disabili-
ties,” Erickson said.

The group, advised by Julie
Tresnak-Dietz, a health studies
professor, will advocate and work
for the rights and needs of dis-
abled students. As part of their
goals, Erickson and Nimtz said
they also will try to educate and
increase awareness about disabili-
ty.

The group will try to dispel the
fears and discomfort many people
seem to have when dealing with
people who are disabled.

Members of the DSU are trying
to set up its first meeting before
the end of the semester. The pur-
pose of the first meeting will be

to organize the group and its
issues and possibly start planning
group activities, said Erickson
and Nimtz.

Erickson believes that member-
ship will grow “once we start
doing projects and pick areas to
work on.”

“(The increase in the group’s
membership) will happen, but it
will be slow,” Nimtz said.

The DSU does not currently
have a connection with Eastern’s
Office of Disability. However,
office coordinator Martha Jacques
says she’s “delighted to see this
get started (and hopes) it will
become a vital group.”

Jacques said she believes that
the DSU will help make dealing
with the needs of disabled stu-
dents more of a campus-wide
commitment.

Disabled students to gain
voice on campus with union

Organizations from around campus came
together Thursday to discuss concerns center-
ing around The Daily Eastern News at the
Student Senate round table discussion.

Leaders from several greek organizations,
Student Government, University Board, the
Black Student Union and the Black Greek
Council confronted The News with questions
about the Opinion Page, possible misquotes
and “National Enquirer journalism.”

“The purpose is to let student organizations
let Student Government know what they
want done and how they feel about things
going on,” said Nicki Best, senate member
and organizer of the meeting.

Chris Seper, editorial page editor and for-
mer editor in chief of The News defended the
newspaper and attempted to explain past
actions that have come under scrutiny.

“I think the problem is that we haven’t
effectively communicated how a newspaper
works,” Seper said of the confusion sur-
rounding The News. “The biggest problem
The News has is that there are only 12 pages
to cover all the groups.”

Rick Tucker, a member of Sigma Nu fra-
ternity, said many students have voiced

“absolute disgust with the student newspa-
per.”

“The more things change, the more they
seem to stay the same,” Tucker said of the
newspapers attempts to improve coverage
and accuracy in news stories.

One specific example was the editorial run
earlier in the semester regarding Jason
Anselment’s handling of the tuition increase.

Speaker of the Senate Kevin Piket asked
Seper to explain how editorial topics are cho-
sen.

“Why do you take personal attacks on stu-
dents?” he asked.

“Our responsibility (as an editorial board)
is to give a stance and we take that responsi-
bility seriously,” Seper said. “We try to find
things that are the biggest student issues.”

Another problem surrounding The News
was the amount of attention to racial issues.

Lachone Pitchford, a member of BGC and
BSU, said the student paper adds to racial
tension on campus by printing many poor
opinions about the issue.

“There are enough problems on campus
without adding it in the paper,” Pitchford
said.

Organization roundtable focuses on News

The University Board and its reasons for
boycotting The Daily Eastern News high-
lighted discussion at the Residence Hall
Association meeting Thursday night.

Kelly Brown, a UB member, spoke for
chairman Keith Lipke, who could not attend
the meeting, and gave reasons why the UB
is boycotting The News and asked the RHA
to support the boycott.

“The UB as a whole has decided to boy-
cott the paper and they are not going to put
in any ads at all,” Brown said. “They had
$12,000 budgeted in The Daily Eastern

News as far as ads and they’re boycotting
that by taking all of their money back.”

Brown said the reason for boycotting the
paper is that it has not been focused on the
university lately and the UB believes it
should be since it is a university paper.

Brown also brought up other reasons for
boycotting the paper and gave the RHA
ways that they could help in boycotting the
paper.

“We’re looking for a lot of support and
Keith has already talked to a lot of group
organizations about the boycott,” Brown
said.

As for the UB’s plans to let the students
know about its events, Brown said that the

UB is considering publishing around 2,000
newsletters called Panther Pages, which
would have a list of scheduled events and
articles about the various UB events.

And while UB members believe Panther
Pages may be an effective way to inform
students about UB events, some students
questioned the effectiveness of the Panther
Pages and how it would be able to reach the
student population at Eastern.

“The paper is in all of the residence halls
and is accessible to the students,” said
Stephanie Lucas, a sophomore math and
journalism major. “(But) if only 2,000
copies are printed, they are not going to
reach 10,000 students.”

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MIAMI BEACH, Fla. (AP) – For 75 terri-
fying minutes Thursday, an edgy man with a
small bag stood on a school bus with 11 dis-
abled children aboard, repeatedly reaching
into his jacket as if he had a gun and threat-
ening to blow everyone up.

Four times, the bus, surrounded by police
cars as it traveled 15 miles of Miami-area
highways, came to a stop at the hijacker’s
request. Several times, he crouched down
and gathered his whimpering young hostages
around him to shield himself from the police.

When negotiations failed, police shot him
to death at the door of the bus and dragged
him into an alley.

When it was over, the crying children –
some of whom have autism or speech
impediments – were taken into Joe’s Stone
Crab restaurant, where the hijacker was a
waiter, and were given Cokes, french fries
and ice cream.

Seven-year-old
Brian Morales called
the hijacker “a bad
person.’’ The hijack-
er was identified as
Catalino “Nick’’
Sang, 42, a native of
the Dominican
Republic who had
lived legally in the
United States since 1984 and went to church
every day.

Sang walked off his job Wednesday night,
telling his boss he couldn’t handle the pres-
sure. On Thursday morning, Sang asked his
daughter to pray for him, went to church,
became hysterical and started ranting, said
Fred Taylor, director of the Metro-Dade
Police Department.

“He was not coherent and he made several
threats. He was disturbed, yelling. He was

not rational,’’ Taylor
said.

Sang had been
angry with the Internal
Revenue Service and
initially said he want-
ed to go to an IRS
office, police said. The
nature of his tax dis-
pute was not immedi-

ately known. An IRS spokesman said the
agency cannot discuss a private citizen’s
taxes.

“We were hostages because he owed
money to the government,’’ said Nubia
Castellanos, a mother ordered onto the bus
by Sang as she helped her autistic son get on.

During the hijacking, Sang carried a bag
and told police he had a bomb. But the
device turned out to be one of the children’s
respirators and police found no weapon.

The youngsters were on the way to their
school, Blue Lakes Elementary, when Sang
forced his way aboard at a stop near the
church off the Palmetto Expressway south-
west of downtown Miami. He pushed aside
Ms. Castellanos and told bus driver Alicia
Chapman in Spanish, “I’m taking control,’’
police said.

Mrs. Chapman, Ms. Castellanos, a school
aide and 13 children, who are in kindergarten
through fourth grade, were on the bus when
Sang seized it. The aide, Ms. Castellanos, her
child and another student were let off during
stops ordered by the hijacker before the bus
reached Miami Beach.

A convoy of pursuing police cars, lights
flashing, quickly formed around the bus as
the vehicle, with the door wide open and the
bus driver obeying the rules of the road, trav-
eled at a cautious 35 mph to 40 mph, below
the 55 mph limit.

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DECATUR (AP) – Few peo-
ple outside of this heartland
industrial community know who
Dan Lane is or why he hasn’t
eaten since Sept. 1.

His strength is ebbing away
quickly now. Pleas from his
friends and doctor are growing
louder. But Lane doggedly
keeps on with his hunger strike
designed to help his union win
its fight with the A.E. Staley Co.

“I think 750 people are too
important for me to walk away
from this now,” Lane rasped in a
weak voice during a telephone
interview Thursday, his 63rd
day without food. “I’m just tak-
ing this one day at a time.”

Lane’s hunger strike stems
from a dispute between the
United Paperworkers Union and
Staley, one of the nation’s
largest producers of corn syrup
used in soft drinks and other
products.

Union workers have been
locked out in June 1993 when
contract talks broke down.

Union members want job pro-
tection and better safety prac-
tices.

The company, owned by
British sugar conglomerate Tate
& Lyle PLC, says it needs to cut
jobs and get concessions from
workers to keep the plant com-
petitive.

The lockout is one of three
bitter labor disputes in Decatur,
a city of about 62,000 about 150
miles south of Chicago.
Longstanding strikes continue at
Caterpillar Inc. and Bridge-
stone/Firestone Inc., and all
three plants have hired replace-
ment workers.

The three labor disputes as
well as problems with the agri-
cultural economy that is
Decatur’s backbone have creat-
ed hard times and hard feelings.

But even fellow union mem-
bers say Lane’s hunger strike
isn’t doing any good. They
plead with him to start eating
again.

“We don’t need a martyr,”
declares Allain “Dike” Ferris, a
member of the union’s bargain-

Hunger
striker
won’t stop

NEW YORK (AP) – Federal
authorities ordered Daiwa Bank
Ltd. to shut down its U.S. opera-
tions Thursday, accusing the
Japanese bank and senior man-
agers of directing a criminal
cover-up of $1.1 billion in bond
trading losses.

It was the biggest U.S. criminal
action against a foreign bank since
authorities charged the Bank of
Credit & Commerce International
in 1991 with recording nonexis-
tent loans and deposits to inflate
its assets and profits.

Authorities say the cover-up,
which the bank initially blamed
on one rogue New York trader,
actually stretched up the manage-
ment ladder.

“At every turn, impermissible,
unlawful options were selected by
a number of officials, and that we
can’t tolerate,’’ U.S. Attorney
Mary Jo White said.

The bank continued to portray
itself as the victim of Toshihide
Iguchi, a senior bond trader in its
New York office, who last month
pleaded guilty to hiding the $1.1
billion loss over 12 years.

“It is clear that the bank
remains the sole victim of Mr.
Iguchi’s wrongdoing,’’ said
Takashi Kaiho, Daiwa Bank’s new
president, appointed after last
month’s resignation of several top
managers. “Not a single customer
of the bank suffered any financial
loss.’’

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URBANA (AP) – The
University of Illinois increased
safety precautions and urged stu-
dents and faculty to be wary
Thursday, as campus police investi-
gated the rape and strangulation of
a computer programmer.

University Chancellor Michael
Aiken told a news conference that
officials had distributed safety tips,
started student patrols of campus
earlier in the day and begun lock-
ing residence halls from 7 p.m. to 7
a.m. Officials also offered counsel-
ing for students and organized safe-
ty seminars.

The campus went on alert after
Maria Pia Gratton, 47, was found
dead in the basement of a campus
building on Tuesday. Gratton had
left work earlier than usual to help
her daughter go trick-or-treating.
Preliminary results from an autopsy
indicated that Gratton was sexually
assaulted and strangled.

Campus police would not com-
ment Thursday on whether they
had any leads or suspects in the
case, their first murder investiga-
tion in 12 years.

Illinois State Police technicians
have helped in gathering evidence
from the crime scene. Police in
Champaign and Urbana and the
Champaign County Sheriff ’s
Department might be asked to join
the case, said UI Police Chief
Oliver Clark.

Police believe Gratton was
abducted during a two-block walk
she made from the School of
Chemical Sciences to her car. She
was last seen leaving the building
at 5:15 p.m. Tuesday.

On Thursday, the university
warned people to carry themselves
in a confident manner, not to walk
alone after dusk and to report any
suspicious activity.

At an emergency meeting
Wednesday night, UI officials dis-
cussed improving campus lighting
and creating parking priorities for
females, Clark said. And the
School of Social Work, housed in
the building where Gratton’s body
was discovered, has hired a securi-
ty guard.

But faculty and students who
regularly walk near where Gratton
was abducted said they were fright-
ened because the attack came in a
busy part of campus.

“You really get scared if some-
body’s bold enough to do it during
the day,’’ said Kathleen Slates, a
secretary at the Afro-American
Cultural Center.

“I’m a little bit wary, looking
over my shoulder,’’ said geography
Professor David Wilson. 

Champaign
now wary
after death

NEW YORK (AP) – Fifty-one
percent of Americans think the
Republicans’ proposals to cut
spending go too far, and Medicare
is the main worry, an Associated
Press poll found.

The poll also found that
Americans overwhelmingly doubt
the GOP will deliver on a tax cut.
In fact, 55 percent think their fami-
ly’s taxes will go up next year as a
result of the decisions made in
Washington.

A tax cut of $245 billion over
seven years is a central promise of
the budget-balancing plans
approved by the House and Senate
last week and threatened with a
veto by President Clinton.

Saturday’s 1:30 p.m. game at
O’Brien Stadium is the last ever
Gateway Conference contest
between Eastern Illinois and
Western Illinois University. But it is
sure to be explosive.

Eastern (7-1 overall, 2-1 in the
Gateway) is currently the No. 15
team in Division I-AA, and the
Panthers have won 11 of their last
12 games – including six straight at
home. Western, which finished 8-3
last season, has struggled to a 4-4
record this year (2-3 in the
Gateway).

“I think it’s a shame (the rivalry
will end),” said Western head coach
Randy Ball. “We have been playing
for many years.”

But for Bob Spoo and the Pan-
thers, the end of the rivalry is the
farthest thing from their minds, as
Eastern is fighting to grab a spot in
the postseason tournament. Wins in
their last three games would surely
give the Panthers a playoff bid. A
record of 9-2 would probably get

Eastern in, as
long as it finish-
es in second
place in the
Gateway.

Saturday’s
contest will
match a pair of
teams that have
recently found a
steady balance
on offense.

Western, led
by University of Illinois transfer
quarterback Jeff Hecklinski, was
primarily a passing team this sea-
son. Hecklinski is currently No. 2
in the Gateway in passing efficien-
cy. And receivers Gunnard Twyner
and Chris Sabino and ranked in the
top five in the Gateway in both
receptions per game and receiving
yards per game.

But running back Brian
Knuckles, a transfer from Nebra-
ska, returned from an injury last
week to run for a career high 187

yards vs. Southern Illinois – earn-
ing him Gateway Conference
Player of the Week honors.

On Eastern’s side of the ball, the
Panthers have steadily moved the
ball on the ground, gaining a league
high 216.4 yards per game.

Senior tailback Willie High leads
the league and is No. 7 in Division
I-AA with 136.1 rushing yards per
game. Ibrahim Bawa (32 yards per
game), Chris Hicks (27 ypg) and
quarterback Pete Mauch (23 ypg)
have also contributed steady yards.

But Mauch has stepped up the
passing attack in Eastern’s last three
games.

After averaging just 93 passing
yards per game in Eastern’s first
five contests, Mauch has thrown for
176 yards, 238 yards and 204 yards
respectively in the Panthers’ last
three games.

“There’s no weaknesses. They’re
great on offense and defense,” Ball
said. “They’re a great football team,
there’s no question about it.”

After spending 13 seasons in the Mid-Continent
Conference, the men’s soccer team is ready to move
on, as it is likely to move into the Missouri Valley
Conference next season.

The end of this year’s men’s soccer season was
not a typical one, as the Panthers went from an
impressive record of 12-3 in 1994 to a dismal mark
of 5-12 in 1995. 

Despite this, head coach Troy Fabiano was not
completely disappointed in his team’s performance.
The team won three of its last seven games and lost
the other four by an average of just one goal. 

“It was hard at times during the season because a
lot of players were dwelling on the fact that we had
lost our leading scorers,” Fabiano said. “(And) while
the guys could have just given up, they continued to
play hard. During the last seven games we won three
of them. Then just when you get into a rhythm, the
season ends.”

While the team did play more consistent soccer in
its final seven games, the ‘95 season wasn’t always
an easy one. After opening the season with two
straight losses to nationally ranked Marquette
University and Butler University by the scores of 2-
0 and 6-1 respectively, the team picked up its first
win by defeating Northeastern University 3-1. 

Eastern then went on another two-game slide, los-
ing 3-1 to Drake University and 5-0 to the
University of Illinois at Springfield, before snapping
it against Bradley with a 2-1 win in the Panther
Classic.

After that point, Eastern went on its longest losing
streak of the season. During that slide, the Panthers
were shutout 4-0 by both Southwest Missouri State
and nationally ranked St. Louis. The Panthers also
suffered conference losses to Western Illinois
University, Quincy and the University of Missouri at
Kansas City.

In the final six games though, Eastern won three
of them. The three wins came against UMKC, and
the other two victories came against Southern
Illinois University at Edwardsville. The Panthers
lost to Quincy University, Western Illinois
University and Ohio State University. 

According to Fabiano, consistency was the team’s
biggest problem this year, as the team was never

able to put together a winning streak during the sea-
son.

“The team always seemed to get into a situation
where one day one team would show up and the
next day another team would show up,” Fabiano
said. “To be good at this level though, you have to
be consistent. The team’s level of play can’t be like
night and day if it wants to be successful.”

As for the team’s stats this season, Brian
Holcombe finished the season as the Panthers’ lead-
ing scorer, starting all 17 games. He ended his junior
season with 15 points on seven goals and one assist.
Goalie Brian Ritschel, midfielder Robert Ryan, mid-
fielder Roman Shapla, sweeper Greg McDonald and  
midfielder Mark Valintis also started 17 games this
season. 

Rounding out the top scorers in ‘95 are midfielder
Roman Shapla, who finished as the team’s second
leading scorer with 10 points on four goals and two
assists. Mark Valintis, who ended the year with nine
points on three goals and three assists and Eric
Willson and Greg McDonald, who both finished
with two goals, one assist and five points, rounded
out the top scorers.

With a solid group of players returning next year,
Fabiano is hoping his players stay physically fit and
that he can add some quality players to the squad.

“I’m hoping to see the guys that are here now,
stay in shape during the offseason and that they
remain academically eligible,” Fabiano said. “I’m
also hoping to have Henry Ospina, Mark Gregory
and Joey Gasbarra back for next year if they are eli-
gible because they are quality players that would
benefit the team.”

Although Fabiano’s coaching job may be over
with this season, he is not done working yet. He is
currently recruiting players for next year and is
looking to have a 25-player squad next fall.

And while new recruits will benefit the team,
Fabiano realizes that his seniors will have to step up
their level of play in order to be successful.

“I’m looking for the seniors to provide leadership
next year and I’m confident that they will provide it
because I know they don’t want to go through anoth-
er rough season,” Fabiano said.

of Tulsa. After this season, Tulsa is
leaving the conference, which is
why Eastern is looking to get the
open spot.

According to Panther head
coach Troy Fabiano, he would be
pleased if his team joins the MVC
next year and believes it would be
beneficial to the soccer program.

“The MVC is one of the better
conferences in Division I because
it ranks right up there with the
Atlantic Coastal Conference
(ACC) and the Big Ten. It is
known as a soccer conference,”
Fabiano said. “It would also be
beneficial to our program because
it would benefit in recruiting and
in making our players better ath-
letes.”

Junior sweeper Josh Cournaya
and sophomore midfielder Andy
Vanawken also believe the possi-
bility of the team moving into the
MVC would be beneficial to the
program.

“While I do enjoy playing in the
Mid-Continent Conference, I
believe moving to the MVC could
only help the team and make the
guys better players,” Vanawken
said.

Fabiano also mentioned that if

“Playing in the MVC would
give the team a chance to play
against some quality soccer pro-
grams like Creighton, which is
always in the NCAA tournament
and ranked in the top 25, and
Evansville, which is usually
ranked between 25 and 30 in the
polls.

“Being in the MVC would also
be beneficial to the program
because the winner of the four-
team postseason conference tour-
nament receives an automatic bid
into the NCAA tournament.”

Playing in the MVC wouldn’t
be new to Fabiano’s squad, though,
as they beat Bradley 2-1 and lost to
Drake and Southwest Missouri
State by the scores of 4-1 and 4-0
respectively this past season. 

While the team is looking for-
ward to getting the opportunity to
play in the MVC, Fabiano doesn’t
have anything against playing in
the Mid-Continent Conference. 

“There are good teams in the
Mid-Continent Conference but it is
not really known as a soccer con-
ference,” Fabiano said. “(But) the
MVC is just a stronger conference
because Creighton always finishes
in the final eight of the NCAA
tourney and the competition is

They come from as far west as
California to as far east as Mass-
achusetts. From Texas in the
south to Canada in the north, the
Eastern football players are truly
world travelers.

And you thought your parents
had a long way to travel for
Family Weekend festivities.

Members of the 1995 Panther
football team come from such
well known cities as San Antonio,
Detroit, Cincinnati and Vancou-
ver. But there are also those from
towns named Mokelumne, Leba-
non, Kaukauna and Eugene.

About 40 percent of the foot-
ball team’s roster at the beginning
of the year was made up of play-
ers from states other than Illinois.
Sure many of those players are
from close Midwest states like
Indiana, Wisconsin and Missouri.
But some have not even been
home this semester because of the
distance they would have to trav-
el. And the weather has not been

kind to some players used to
warmer temperatures.

“I ran out of pants,” said junior
college transfer Tom Hess, who
lives in Mokelumne, Calif. “I’ve
been wearing shorts, but it’s a lit-
tle cold for shorts. My parents are
coming down (Thursday) for
Family Weekend. They’re bring-
ing me some coats and some
warmer clothes.”

The initial move from home to
college can be trying for many,
but Hess and his family made a
vacation out of it.

“We drove out here (from
California) and stopped at a
bunch of places along the way,”
Hess said. “It took us about a
week.”

And what about playing foot-
ball so far from home?

“They (parents) probably
would have liked it better if I was
playing closer to home,” Hess
said. “But the junior college
(College of the Siskiyous) I went
to was about a four-hour drive
from my house. It’s about a four-
hour flight here, so it’s about the

same.”
For first-year punter Shawn

Denzer, who currently resides in
San Antonio, Texas, it might
seem like he comes a long way
just to play football. But Denzer
has actually made his home all
over the United States.

His father is in the Air Force,
leaving the Denzer family to pick
up and move from time to time.
Denzer has lived in Michigan,
California, Oklahoma and Flo-
rida. Not bad for a guy who’s still
in college.

“I’ve lived in a lot of places,
but I’ve traveled even more,”
Denzer said. “It took me a while
to adjust to (life in Charleston),
but it’s OK.”

Like his teammate Hess, Den-
zer, who is frequently seen on the
football field with a turtleneck on
colder days, said the biggest
adjustment has been the weather.

“There’s the weather change of
course,” Denzer said. “I have
allergy problems so its kind of
hard for me to get used to the
weather.”

Although it’s a haul for even
the most dedicated road travelers,
Denzer’s parents and grandpar-
ents made the 19-hour drive from
San Antonio to watch Eastern’s
game against Central State (Ohio)
earlier this year.

For receiver Bob Rosentstiel’s
family, a trip to Illinois would
actually be a homecoming of
sorts. Rosenstiel’s mother lived in
Brighton, which is near St. Louis,
before moving to Eugene, Ore. in
grammar school. 

Rosenstiel and tight end Char-
lie Roche are both from Eugene,
and were both recruited to play
for Eastern in the same year.

“Both Bob and I came out here
together. Bob got recruited first
by (offensive line) coach (Clancy)
Barone,” Roche said. “Then they
(staff) offered us both scholar-
ships.”

Rosenstiel and Roche played
against each other in high school,
and then on the same team at
Junction City Community Coll-
ege.

According to Rosenstiel,

Charleston’s landscape leaves a
little something to be desired.

“It’s a little flat, but once
you’re on campus it’s OK,”
Rosenstiel said of Charleston and
the flat lands of Illinois. “Eugene
is in the valley so we’ve got
mountains all over the place. 

Again, the weather is a factor.
“In Oregon it doesn’t get into

the negatives (temperatures) like
it does in Illinois,” Rosenstiel
said. “And the humidity in the
summer stinks.”

Rosenstiel said no one from his
family has been able to visit him,
but Roche said his father was able
to fly in for a game earlier this
year.

They travel the country over
just to play football. And some of
their relatives do the traveling
also.

So the next time you complain
about a long trip back to your
home town of Chicago or St.
Louis for the holidays, just be
glad the trip doesn’t involve a
plane ticket or a trip through cus-
toms.

Members of ‘95 football team span two countries, 14 states

ATLANTA (AP) – Set the table,
Atlanta. The Olympians are com-
ing, and they’re hungry. Picky, too.

They like warm milk. Fish for
breakfast. Pasta, tons of it, at every
meal. Enough of everything for
extra helpings.

“There’s never been a challenge
this large,’’ said Lew Sprague, who
is in charge of feeding the 15,000
athletes and coaches from 197
countries who will be staying at the
Olympic Village for the 1996
Summer Games.

“We have to look at how to feed
all these people and give them
things that are accustomed to their
diet,’’ Sprague said. “Now, we
don’t have 197 different menus but
the menus are so extensive that
we’ll be able to fulfill the needs
from the different continents
around the world.

“There will be days when we
may serve more fish for breakfast

than we do eggs,’’ he said.
Sprague, who was senior execu-

tive chef at the 1980 Winter
Olympics and has since worked
many other large events, learned
early in his career that culinary
miscues, however innocent, can be
unpleasant.

“The first time you see an athlete
take a glass of milk and spit it out
because it’s cold – it’s something
that we take for granted, but most
of the world doesn’t get milk
cold,’’ Sprague said, recalling a
lesson he learned at the ‘80 Games.

“Even within cultures, there are
subcultures and different eating
habits,’’ said Sprague, who has
shuttled from his home in
Cincinnati to serve as food director
at the Olympic Village.

For example, when fish is being
served, it must be available in
cooked, smoked and salted vari-
eties.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) – The St. Louis Rams
would like to start the second half of the season the
same way they started the first half – with four
straight victories.

They get their chances Sunday against one of
their four early victims.

The Rams come to New Orleans having lost
three of four games since that streak. The Saints,
who started 0-5, have won two of their last three,
including an 11-7 win in San Francisco last week
that stands as the NFL season’s biggest upset thus
far.

It also helped the Rams, keeping them in a tie
with San Francisco and Atlanta atop the NFC West
at 5-3.

Now they hope the Saints can jump-start them
for the rest of the season.

“It’s a critical stretch,’’ coach Rich Brooks said.
“It’s a key, because the next month is all division
games. If we can put a few wins under our belt, we
can keep our playoff hopes alive.’’ If they want to
make the playoffs, they need to end a disturbing
trend.

In their first four games, the Rams had 14 take-
aways and no giveaways. In the last four, they’ve
had just three takeaways and have turned over the
ball 13 times.

The Saints, who lost 17-13 in St. Louis the sec-
ond week of the season, have reasons to feel good.
Not only are they winning, but they’re improving
statistically.

Their defense, one of the worst in the NFL all
season, gave up just one run longer than 10 yards
in San Francisco, an 11-yard scramble by quarter-
back Elvis Grbac.

“Except for one game, we’ve been in a position
to win every game.’’ Surprisingly, the Saints’
improved running game came behind a patchwork
offensive line. Starting guard Chris Port, who had
replaced tackle Richard Cooper, was injured in the
second quarter of the 49ers game and was replaced
by Craig Novitsky. Andy McCollum started at
guard.

They did it last year and they
could do it again this year.

Eastern’s intrastate rival the
Westerwinds from Western
Illinois University were picked to
win the Mid-Continent Confer-
ence championship in both the
coaches’ and sports information
directors’ preseason polls released
at Tuesday’s annual Mid-Con
Media Day.

The Westerwinds finished in
first place in the Mid-Con last
year, and ended the Lady Pan-
thers’ season in the second round
of the Mid-Con tournament with a
two-point victory.

The Lady Panthers, picked
fourth in the coaches’ poll and
fifth in the SID poll, have the goal
of reaching the NCAA tourna-
ment this year. They’ll have to get
through Western to do it.

“We were picked to repeat, but

But Klein knows that there’s
plenty of competition throughout
the conference.

LAS VEGAS (AP) – Riddick
Bowe and Evander Holyfield
were within inches of each other
when Fan Man dropped in on
them a few years ago. Now,
they’re light years apart about
how the incident affected the
fight.

“I had Holyfield right where I
wanted him,’’ Bowe said. “His
back was bothering him, his legs
were tired. I think he was ready to
quit. If Fan Man hadn’t come in,
I’d have knocked him out in that
round or in the next round.’’
Holyfield’s version goes like this:
“Before Fan Man came into the
ring, Riddick Bowe was dying,’’
he said. “He was cut and his con-
fidence was down. I hit him
where I wanted to hit him and
when I wanted to hit him. He was
on his last breath.’’ 

The seventh round of the sec-
ond Bowe-Holyfield fight on
Nov. 6, 1993, was delayed 21
minutes when James Miller, the
Fan Man, crashed against the ring
ropes at 1:10 of the round. The
judges didn’t agree on who won
the round. One scored it for
Bowe, one for Holyfield and one
called it even.

Holyfield definitely is right
about one thing.

“I knew chances were that if
the fight was stopped, it would be
a technical draw and Bowe would
not have to fight me again,’’
Holyfield said Thursday. “I was
praying the fight would contin-
ue.’’ 

At the end of six rounds, two
judges had the fight even and a
third had Holyfield ahead by two
points. It would have been a tech-

nical draw, allowing Bowe to
retain the WBA and IBF heavy-
weight titles.

Holyfield went on to win a
majority decision, and Saturday
night he and Bowe will meet for
the third time, outdoors at Caesars
Palace, site of the second fight.

Bowe won the WBC, WBA
and IBF titles from Holyfield on a
unanimous decision on Nov. 13,
1992, at the Thomas & Mack
Center in Las Vegas, but was
stripped of the WBC crown by
the time of the second fight.

At Thursday’s weigh-in, Bowe
was 240 pounds, the lowest he’s
been since the first Holyfield
fight. He weighed 246 when he
lost to Holyfield.

Holyfield weighed 213 pounds.
He was 205 for the first fight and
217 for the second.

Bowe, Holyfield have mixed
views on ‘Fan Man’ incident

BLOOMINGTON (AP) – A central Illinois
principal says private schools have an unfair
advantage on the state’s playing fields, and he
wants the prep sports association to be exclusively
public schools.

Villa Grove Principal Bob Doan will argue
Monday before the Illinois High School Asso-
ciation that his proposal be put to a majority vote
of the IHSA’s 748 schools.

The IHSA’s legislative commission is expected
to act on his request Nov. 20 and, if approved, the
referendum would be sent out to member schools
on Nov. 27. But few expect the measure to pass.

Doan, who’s on the 28-member commission,
says private schools have limitless attendance
boundaries and can recruit student-athletes.

If his proposals fails, he says he will fight for a
separate IHSA tournaments for private schools.

Five of the top six finishers were private
schools in last month’s Class A boys golf tourna-
ment.

Jim Flynn, IHSA assistant executive director,
says there is strong sentiment among smaller
schools like Doan’s for his arguments.

NEW YORK (AP) – Calling
claims that he ordered employees
to cheat Lloyd’s of London “luna-
cy,’’ boxing promoter Don King
took the witness stand Thursday to
begin his defense in his insurance
fraud trial.

The spike-haired promoter of
many of boxing’s biggest names
loudly, firmly and at times angrily
denounced the testimony of a for-
mer accountant.

“It’s idiocy,’’ King said of accu-
sations that he told the accountant,
Joseph Maffia, to make up
$350,000 in training expenses that

were never paid to a boxer for a
planned 1991 bout.

“Did you do anything like
that?’’ lawyer Peter Fleming Jr.
asked.

“No,’’ King responded, his
voice reflecting his anger.

“On your oath?’’ Fleming asked.
“On my oath,’’ King said.
It was the first time King has

publicly discussed the case. The
trial began six weeks ago in federal
court in Manhattan.

King, 64, could get a maximum
45 years in prison if convicted of
nine counts of wire fraud. He is

charged with faking a contract to
claim he paid $350,000 in non-
refundable training fees to WBC
super lightweight champion Julio
Cesar Chavez.

The title fight between Chavez
and Harold Brazier was canceled
after Chavez cut his nose while
sparring.

Maffia testified last week that
King told him to designate
$350,000 of a $736,000 loan King
made to Chavez as training ex-
penses because actual training
expense receipts added up to less
than $160,000.

King takes stand in fraud trial

BALTIMORE (AP) – The Maryland Stadium
Authority is negotiating with several teams to bring
an NFL team to Baltimore, state Sen. John Pica said
Thursday.

“I think the negotiations are serious,’’ said Pica,
whose district includes the stadium site.

The chairman of the Maryland Stadium Authority
on Thursday refused to comment on reports that the
Cleveland Browns are one of the teams negotiating
with Baltimore.

WBAL-TV in Baltimore said meetings have been
held in Washington and in other locations. However,
the negotiations are being kept very low profile
because of the city’s experience with the Cincinnati
Bengals this summer. There was some concern at

the time that the intense media attention jeopardized
negotiations.

Maryland officials want to delay an NFL vote on
a resolution that would guarantee Baltimore a relo-
cated or expansion team, but team owners may cast
votes anyway.

John Moag, chairman of the stadium authority,
and Gov. Parris Glendening had asked in September
for a vote on the resolution. But Moag said this
week he wanted to keep trying to attract a team to
Baltimore and save the resolution as a “last resort.’’ 

The NFL has not decided whether to delay the
resolution vote and may not do so until team owners
meet Tuesday in Dallas, league spokesman Greg
Aiello told The (Baltimore) Sun.

Mike Wilson was 20 years old when
his no-name band from California
landed its first gig.

The band received $300 for playing
a tribute concert for Ritchie Valens,
who died two years earlier in a plane
crash which also ended the careers of
Buddy Holly and the Big Bopper.

“That was a pretty good deal at the
time,” Wilson, 54, recalls. “To get $300
for one night of work was pretty excit-
ing to us.”

It was December 31, 1961, and the
world hadn’t heard the Beach Boys for
one fairly simple reason – they didn’t
have that namesake yet.

“It wasn’t until we played a lot of
those gigs that we were finally called
the Beach Boys,” Wilson said. “It was
our sound that gave us that name.”

With a sound spawned by influ-

ences such as
Elvis Presley,
Little Richard
and other
R&B acts, the
Beach Boys
quickly found
the spotlight,
garnering a
contract from
C a p i t o l
Records in
1962.

It was their
early tracks – “Surfin’ Safari,” “409”
and “Surfin’” – that the Beach Boys
will always be remembered for. But
Wilson wants everyone to know that
they are still coming out with contem-
porary music.

In 1992, the band released
“Summer in Paradise,” a work which
focused on environmental issues – a

subject which
the band holds
dear.

And in
1988, the film
“ C o c k t a i l ”
received a
boost from the
s m a s h
“ K o k o m o , ”
which sold
more copies
than any other
single that

year.
It will likely be those hits from the

Beach Boys’ heyday that more than
10,000 people will be listening for
tomorrow when the band performs
three concerts at Eastern’s Family
Weekend.

“It’s pretty cool to play at college
campuses because there’s always a lot

of energy there,” Wilson said. “Some
older audiences just don’t have the
intensity. But with mixed audiences,
the young often set the tone for what
kind of concert it will be.”

The Beach Boys have come full cir-
cle since their breakthrough hits from
1962 to 1966. Between that time,
members have experienced all of the
highs and lows which go hand in hand
with being in the music industry.

It was Brian and Dennis Wilson’s
destructive drug use in the late 1960s
which Mike believes began some of the
lowest points in his career.

“Musically, we never felt frustrat-
ed,” Wilson said. “It was those person-
al tragedies and that self-destructive
behavior that brought us down the
most.”

The bottom fell out in 1983, though,

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as Dennis Wilson, after years of
drug and alcohol abuse,
drowned in California.

“That was really hard for all
of us to take,” Wilson said.
“But people who knew him
can’t believe he lived as
long as he did with his
lifestyle. He spent money
as soon as he got it with
no thoughts toward the
future. I t  hurts to see
behavior like that.”

But Wilson said
Dennis’ death didn’t real-
ly provide a “wake up
call” for that generation,
and he believes the indus-
try still hasn’t gotten the
message about abuse –
that message being
amplified by the 1994
death of Nirvana front-
man Kurt Cobain and last
week’s apparent drug
overdose by Blind
Melon’s Shannon Hoon.

Brian Wilson, who also
abused drugs and alcohol,
“cleaned himself up” just
before Dennis’ untimely death.

Wilson said the band has
traded off the low times with
recent successes, including its
latest albums and playing in
Washington, D.C., on July 4

several times. “Playing in front
of more than 500,000 people
is something you can’t describe
with words,” Wilson said. “The
feeling is just incredible.”

He added that he takes pride

in the fact the Beach Boys are
at the top of the playlists at
many radio stations which spe-
cialize in 1960s rock.

“At some stations we are
played more than 20 times a
day,” Wilson said. “I just kind
of say to myself, ‘Wow,’

because that’s pretty impres-
sive.”

While Wilson said the band
always must face a past which
saw two of its members go
through extremely diff icult

times, they try to bring
something new to each
concert.

The current state of
the music industry is
always changing, and
Wilson insists the
Beach Boys try to
gauge those changes
by combining the old
songs with new
sounds. But that
doesn’t mean audi-
ences will be deprived
of the classics.

“The way we see it,
the varied tastes of the
audiences will always
be satisfied,” Wilson
said. “Some kids will
have grunge, others
will have rap and still

others find a happy medium.
We try to satisfy all tastes.”

Mike, Brian, Alan, Bruce
and Carl – the road and histo-
ry-weary Beach Boys – will play
at 8 p.m.

Playing in the basement at 
Cicero's - a low-ceiling bar with 
visible pipes and condensed 
atmosphere - Air Miami was in 
an ideal venue. Opening with 
"Reprise," from its new album, 
Air Miami began on ·a slow 
·note. 

"Reprise" doesn't so much 
begin as slowly fades in. 
Although the song has no 

vocals, the chords of Robinson 
and the eerie one-note sliding 
pluckings from Cross combine 
for a song that needs no other 
distraction. 

The recording of "Special 
Angel" from "Me, Me, Me" 
does little justice to its live per­
formance. It's a peaceful three­
or four-chord folkish song with 
Cross and Robinson trading off 
lovely lyrics. A guitar solo was 
almost taboo with Unrest and is 
with Air Miami, but Robinson 
actually engages in an unex­
pected single-string wail.
