Acevedo relieved and
retired Scott Rolen on a
pop fly that Mark

McGwire caught in short right field,
throwing home to keep Sefcik at
third. Mike Lieberthal popped out to
McGwire to the right side of the
mound and Rico Brogna, a pinch
hitter, struck out as Acevedo got his
first career save.

Acevedo said McGwire’s catch
and throw were the key to the
inning.

“He’s pretty quick for a big guy
and he’s got a long reach,” Acevedo
said.

Acevedo saves Cardinals Cubs win behind Gonzalez defense, Sox lose to Jays
CHICAGO (AP) - Rod Beck and

Henry Rodriguez helping the
Chicago Cubs forget last April. 

Jeremi Gonzalez allowed four hits
in eight innings and Rodriguez
homered as the Cubs beat the Los
Angeles Dodgers 2-1 Sunday for
their seventh win in nine home
games this season.

Stadium, dropped to 3-7 on the
road. 

“We hit the ball hard a few times
but we hit it right at them,” Dodgers
manager Bill Russell said. 

Gonzalez (1-2) allowed a run in
the seventh when Hollandsworth
tripled and Luke doubled. Gonzalez
helped himself defensively, knock-
ing down four comebackers and
relaying each to first, including
back-to-back shots by Jose Vizcaino
and Ismael Valdes in the third.

Mike Piazza hit a shot in the
fourth that took off the 23-year-old
right-hander’s glove. Gonzalez
retrieved the ball with his bare hand
in time to make the play.

Bulls, Jordan ready for last dance
CHICAGO (AP) - Are they too

old for another 3-peat? Too beaten
up by a regular season in which
they were still among the NBA’s
elite but no longer the dominant
team? 

Winning another championship
in what might be their final run
could be the toughest assignment
yet for the Chicago Bulls. 

“We’re just happy the regular
season is over,” Bulls coach Phil
Jackson said.  “We think there is a
certain amount of energy loss at
the end of the season. Some of the
guys looked like they were at the
age we’ve been talking about the
whole year. But we made it
through the season, I think, in great

form.”
The Bulls went on a late 13-

game winning streak to secure
homecourt advantage in the East
but then wearily dropped three of
four to lose the homecourt should
they make the finals against Utah. 

They struggled to win their final
two games against Philadelphia
and New York to finish the season
62-20. 

“Going into the end of the sea-
son, it’s tough mentally to go out
there and push yourself for a pur-
pose.

Panthers win fourth consecutive conference meet

Conference meet tough on Eastern tennis teams

In a battle of the Ohio Valley
Conference’s top two offenses and teams,
the Panther bats proved to be to strong for
Tennessee Tech, as Eastern took a three-
game sweep and broke a school record in
process. 

This is the second straight conference
weekend sweep for Eastern, and the
Panthers have now won seven straight con-
ference games. 

In addition to the sweep, Eastern also
broke the 11-year old school record for
home runs in a season. The record was 79,
but with senior designated hitter Clint
Benhoff’s homer to left in the bottom of
the first in the first game, the Panthers
reached 80 homers on the season. 

Eastern was also able to break away
from the pack in the OVC standings. They
came into the weekend series only one
game ahead of Tech, but with the sweep
the Panthers now enjoy a four-game lead
over Tech. Eastern now sits atop the stand-
ings with a 14-3 conference record and 24-
9 overall. 

The three losses dropped Tech to 12-9
in the conference and 22-17 overall. 

“These guys (Tech) are an offensive
threat, and we had to respond to that,”
Panther head coach Jim Schmitz said. “It
sort of sends a message when it comes
tournament time.”

Coming through for the Panther offense,

with two homers, was junior catcher Ryan
Bridgewater. This was the first weekend
back for Bridgewater after he suffered an

injury at Morehead State last weekend. 
“We gave him the week off, and

(Bridgewater) and (Brian) Hantosh had a

special hitting session on Thursday,”
Schmitz said. “We have so many heros, it
just happens that he was the guy this week-
end.”

Bridgewater’s three-run homer in the
first game of the series in the bottom of the
seventh gave Eastern a come-from-behind
14-11 victory in the first game. 

“I was just hoping to get a base hit,”
Bridgewater said. 

Bridgewater also hit a homer in the final
game of the series in the bottom of the
sixth that tied the game 8-8. 

Two batters later junior center fielder
Sean Lyons cranked out his ninth homer of
the year to give the Panthers a 10-8 lead. 

The Panthers then added an insurance
run in the bottom of the eighth to give
them an 11-8 victory.  

Eastern used five pitchers in the game,
with junior reliever Bobby Castelli taking
the win for the Panthers. The win
improved his record to 6-1. 

“Knowing that we have Bobby in the
pen is great,” Schmitz said.
