Since | teach three sections of this course, | have 60-70 papers o grade whenever an assignment is
turned in. | hope to return your papers within two weeks from the date you turn them in--but [ am not
always able to meet this goal, and it sometimes takes me three weeks.

"What's My Grade in This Class?"

You can calculate your grade for the course at any point by comparing your grades to the totals and
information above, under "Grading.” The question "How am | doing so far?" is easily answered by dividing
the total number of points you have received in the course (to date) into the total number of points
possible (to date), and using the 90-80-70 scale mentioned above. The guestion "Is it still mathematically
possibie for me 1o pass this class?" can be easily answered by adding the fofal number of peints you
have received (fc date) to the total number of points you could possibly receive (if you got perfect scores)
in the remainder of the class--then dividing this total sum into 100 and using the 80-80-70 scale; if the
result is less than 70, the answer is "no." The question "What will | get in this class?" is very differeni,
however, as is "Can 1 still pass this class?" These guestions require that you estimafe what you will get on
future assignments. 1 sincerely hope you do well on future assignmenis--but, for obvious reasons, | do not
want to help you make these calculations, and { urge you to be realistic with your estimations,
