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Speaker talks of hts

Campus ;

blind trek on the
Appalachian Trall

Author and speaker Bill Irwin
inspired and entertained students
Tuesday evening with a video and
lecture on his 2,168-mile trek on the
Appalachian Trail, from Georgia to
Southern Maine.

Irwin’s discussion on motivation
and his disabilities as a blind man,
sponsored by the University Board,
provided those in attendance the
opportunity to imagine his struggles
and to ponder the encouraging words
of advice he gave them.

Irwin, a recovered alcoholic,
described his experiences and feel-
ings as he backpacked for eight and a
half months through the wilderness.

Irwin traveled with his former
seeing eye dog, Orient, who passed
away a few years ago, according to
Irwin. Orient led the way on their
journey by following the odor of
other hikers.

“The statement from all the locals
was “You’ll never make it,” Irwin
said. “I had to discount everyone
who said that.”

Irwin said the experience was a
valuable learning opportunity. His
experience led him to write his 1992
book, “Blind Courage.”

vacation,” Irwin said.

“We had every kind of obstacle
you can encounter in the wilder-
ness.”

Telling himself not to take him-
self too seriously on the trek to
Maine helped him through it, he said.

“Every time the pain got to be too
much, I would tell myself a funny
story,” he said. “It works every time.”

Whenever the pain of life
becomes so intense you feel cannot
take a step physically or emotionally,
use humor to ease it, he said.

Irwin said once he reached his
destination, the pain became
insignificant.

“(Backpacking the entire trail)
changed my life forever,” Irwin said.
“I became so much closer to God.”

Irwin said one’s goal should be to
move from success to significance.

“It’s not the destination that’s
important; it’s the journey,” Irwin
said.

ATLANTIC CITY, N.J. (AP)
— With Miss America contes-
tants strutting across a new
stage, a boy band performing
live and a new techno-pop ver-
sion of “There She Is” booming
in the background, producers of
the 80th annual pageant are hop-
ing to drown out an old problem
Saturday — drab TV ratings.

The old rite of September has
even been pushed forward a
month so the ABC-TV broadcast
wouldn’t have to compete with
NBC'’s coverage of the Olympic
Games.

“It has a much younger, more
contemporary feel,” said the
show’s producer, Jeff Margolis,
who gave reporters a look at the
opening number Tuesday.

The show will pick up the pace
by flashing the contestants’ per-
sonal information on TV in a
Web-style format during the
opening parade of states

A performance by the boy
band O-Town, made famous on
TV’s “Making the Band” show, is
planned also.

Margolis said the show’s not
even called a “pageant” any
longer. The new name is just
“Miss America.”

Margolis acknowledged
there’s a fine line between
appealing to young viewers and
turning off older women who tra-
ditionally make up the biggest
share of the Miss America view-
ers.

“We have not taken away any
of the traditions the Miss
America program stands for,” he
said.

Donny and Marie Osmond
will be the show’s hosts for a sec-
ond year.

Firestone’s top executive steps down

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
The top executive of
Bridgestone/Firestone Inc.
stepped down Tuesday after a 40-
year career with the tire maker,
now engulfed in a furor over its
handling of the Firestone recall.

Chairman and CEO Masatoshi
Ono, among the executives who
publicly apologized for the recall
in testimony before Congress,
will return to his native Japan and
remain on the board of directors
for the parent Bridgestone Corp.

Ono, 63, did not attend a news
conference announcing the man-
agement change, but said this
week that the move wasn’t

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because of the recall of 6.5 mil-
lion tires. He instead cited health
problems and his age.

His American successor, exec-
utive vice president John Lampe,
takes over the embattled company
immediately.

He acknowledged the intense
scrutiny given to Firestone tires,
which are under investigation for
101 deaths in the United States
and more than 50 elsewhere.

“We know that many people,
not just in the United States, but
around the world are now ques-
tioning our integrity and the safe-
ty of our tires,” Lampe said.

“And we know that we can’t

blame anyone else for people los-
ing trust in Firestone products —
not our customers, not our busi-
ness partners, not the media or
Congress. The responsibility is
ours.”

Lampe said the company
hoped to complete the recall by
next month and that 3.7 million
tires had been replaced so far.

He said more management
changes will be announced soon.

Ono joined Tokyo-based
Bridgestone in 1959 and headed
the U.S. operations based in
Nashville for seven years.

Reports of his departure have
circulated since the August recall

The Student Senate will consid-
er approving a resolution tonight
about the way senate members
should seek approval from the
Residence Hall Association on any
issues affecting university hous-
ing.

The meeting will be held at 7
p-m. in the Arcola/Tuscola Room
on the third floor of the Martin
Luther King Jr. University Union.

Senate member Erin Wilcox
submitted the resolution, which
states “the Residence Hall
Association is an informed voice
on most of the issues that deal with

on-campus housing,” and “any
issues dealing with the residence
halls will either directly or indi-
rectly affect all students living in
on-campus housing.”

Wilcox therefore recommends
“that the RHA be directly
informed and actively involved
with all legislation dealing with
University housing issues and
policies.”

In other business, two bylaws
and a senate bill that were tabled
last week will be voted on by the
senate. Two bylaw changes were
submitted by senate member Joe
Robbins, one recommending a
change in the number of absences
a senate member is allowed per
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semester and the other clarifying
the leave of absence of a senate
member.

Robbins is recommending sen-
ate members only be allowed three
absences per semester instead of
the four absences they are current-
ly allowed.

The other bylaw change per-
tains to the speaker of the senate’s
power to appoint an acting chair to
a senate committee if the commit-
tee chair takes a leave of absence.

Also tabled was a bill allocating
$68 for two ads to be placed in The
Duaily Eastern News about special
elections, which will be held Oct.
16 and 17, and for an academic
forum.

Victim identified, cause of death still unknown

CHAMPAIGN (AP) - A man
who died after struggling with police
officers over the weekend did not die
of blunt force trauma, the Champaign
County coroner said Tuesday.

It is still too early to say what
caused the death of 45-year-old
Gregory E. Brown, coroner Roger
Swaney said.

The Champaign coroner’s office
is seeking medical records and
Swaney said he would interview fam-
ily members to learn Brown’s med-

ical history.

Champaign Police Chief Bill
Becker had earlier said autopsy
reports showed Brown had heart
problems and blocked coronary arter-
ies, but Swaney denied those reports.

Brown, who was about 5-foot-10
and 300 pounds, died Sunday after
struggling with Champaign police
officers outside an apartment com-
plex.

Chief Becker said only five or six
officers ever had physical contact

with Brown. He said earlier reports
that as many as 15 officers were
involved in the struggle were incor-
rect.

Brown had been spotted acting
suspiciously behind an apartment
building early Sunday morning,
police said.

Campus physical plant electri-
cians worked throughout the day
and the night to try to restore
power, Reed said.

Late Tuesday night electricians
identified the problem as some-
thing wrong with an underground
linkage box in manhole No. 2.

Reed said he called some
departments to pass on informa-
tion about the power outage.

“We’ve heard anything from
two days to four days (until power
will be restored),” said Kay
Woodward, acting dean of the
College of Adult and Continuing
Education, located in Blair Hall.

The inconvenience of the
power outage was ‘“huge,” said
Jeanne Kamp, in the Budget
Office, located in Old Main.

“I think it’s been that way for
everybody,” she said. “So much of

Woodward agreed the power

Other departments said the
power outage gave them the
opportunity to do other projects.

“We have been able to do some
projects we’ve delayed because
we just didn’t have time,”
Woodward said.

“As far as getting real work
done, we haven’t been able to do
anything. We’re getting to play in
the dark.”

settle lawsuit

MILWAUKEE (AP) — Six
foreign vitamin companies
agreed to pay $442 million to
settle a lawsuit alleging they
conspired to fix prices, the
attorneys general of Illinois and
Wisconsin announced Tuesday.

The lawsuit alleged the
companies, which produce vita-
min pills and supplements for
fortified foods and agricultural
feed, met in secret to fix prices
from 1989 to 1998.

The companies will pay
$335 million to 21 states, the
District of Columbia and
Puerto Rico. Businesses that
bought vitamins in the 23 juris-
dictions will be eligible to par-
ticipate in a separate $107 mil-
lion claim fund.

“We allege that for more
than a decade, these companies
met secretly around the world
to conspire to drive up the cost
of vitamins and vitamin prod-
ucts costing consumers, busi-
nesses and state governments
millions of dollars,” said
[llinois Attorney General Jim
Ryan.

Under the agreement,
Illinois will receive more than
$15 million, Ryan said.

School under fire
for questionable

incidents

EAST MOLINE (AP) —
The NAACP and some citizens
are outraged over two displays
in a high school homecoming
parade — one a float featuring
four boys waving a
Confederate flag and the other
a truck labeled “Rednecks of

America” dragging a dummy
behind it.

The NAACP wants an
investigation; Rockridge High
School officials say the stu-
dents meant no harm and have
been disciplined.

The incidents occurred dur-
ing the school’s homecoming
parade Sept. 21. Five students,
some of them members of the
junior class student govern-
ment, waved a Confederate flag
while the song “Dixie” played
through on a float. Another
float dragged a dummy with
jumper cables attached to it. A
banner on the front of the float
read “hillbilly rednecks.”

Superintendent Dick Stoltz
said there was no harm intend-
ed. He said “hillbilly rednecks”
is a nickname for the Young
Farmers of America. He said
the Confederate flag represent-
ed the rebelliousness of the
teens.

Benefits sought for
teachers seeking

recertification

SPRINGFIELD (AP) -
Teachers in some Illinois
school districts want stipends
and other compensation for the
time they spend reviewing and
approving peers’ professional
improvement plans.

Legislators have complained
that they did not intend for
teachers to make money from
the recertification plan. But
administrators say they have to
pay the bill for a state-initiated
program.

“It came to the district as an
initiative from the state
Legislature, and the teachers
unions and the school districts
become responsible for pay-
ment,” said Danville school
Superintendent David Fields,
president of the Large Unit
District Association. “The
school districts are being left
high and dry.”

Five-game struggle of offensive talent
results in a 3-2 loss for the Panthers

Eastern’s volleyball team lost a tough
ly fought five-game road match Tuesday
to the Saint Louis Billikens 15-11, 15-
12, 11-15, 15-17, 8-15.

The Panthers (12-6) were seeking
revenge from a five-game loss to Saint
Louis (8-10) last year, but unfortunately
Eastern couldn’t pull out the victory.

In front of a road crowd of over 330,
the Panthers stunned the Billikens by
opening game one with a 15-11 win as
they held St. Louis’s offense to an attack
rate of .103, which is well below their
season average of .183.

The second game was much the same
for the Panthers, and took game two 15-
12 as they again held the Billikens to
under their season average.

Saint Louis hit only .154 while the
Panthers pounded a match-high 21 kill
total for the game.

With a two-game lead going into
game three, the Panthers seemed to fall
apart as the Billikens stepped up their
offense and defense, forcing Eastern to
make 10 attack errors out of only 38
attempts.

Saint Louis used this to their advan-
tage as they took the game 15-11.

Going into the game four, the
Panthers were hoping to rebound to take
the match, but Saint Louis used its
momentum to take a hard fought 17-15
win in game four.

The downfall for Eastern was its 13
attack errors compared to only 8 for the
Billikens.

With rally scoring in place for game
five, it was just a matter of who came out
stronger, and with the momentum in the
Billikens favor the Panthers fell behind
and could not recover, despite hitting
.333 for the last game.

Saint Louis used a .421 attack per-
centage to take the game 15-8 and com-
plete the three game comeback.

For the match, the Panthers hit .150
while committing 40 attack errors com-
pared to a .182 percentage and 34 attack
errors for Saint Louis.

The Panthers were led by Carrie
Stevens, who had a career-high 27 kills,
as she hit a team-high .340 for the game.
She was followed by teammate Leslie
Przekwas, who added 13 kills and five
total blocks for the game.

Kim Blackwell also finished with a
team-high 19 digs while Genevieve
Ramos added a team-high 33 assists.

Saint Louis was led by Colleen
Hunter, who improved upon her 4.881
kills per game average, as she finished
with a match-high 38 kills.

Teammate Brooke Minniear finished
with a game-high 21 digs while setter
Shannan Swiney had a match-high 62
assists.

Eastern will be in action again on
Thursday at home against OVC leader
Southeast Missouri (11-8, 7-0) at 7 p.m
in Lantz Gym.
