Hennings has been at Eastern since 1962, advancing from
assistant professor to professor to department chair. In 15
years as department head, he has encouraged the development
of a new graduate program in historical administration. The
curriculum has also expanded in history to include "Women

in American History," "“Afro-American History," "Military
History of the United States," "Modern Germany," and "History
of Russia and the USSR."

Hennings has served as chapter president of the American
Association of University Professors and chairman of the AAUP
lecture series, chairman of the Council of Faculties to the
Board of Governors, vice chairman of the Council on Academic
Affairs, member of the Committee to Revise Registration Procedures
at Eastern, building captain of the United Way, and member
of the University Centennial History Committee.

President of the Coles County Historical Society, Hennings
has served as a member of the Coles County Historic Preservation

Advisory Council and the I1linois State Historical Society.
